At 8 time when the absolute rights of individuals to hold
private property are bveing inereasingly questioned, and have been
abolished in one large eountry, one finds at NeGill a fanatical
belief in these rights, and an unreasoning fear of those who
queation them, expressed in the efforts of the faculty to ocurd
intelleotual radicalisw among the students.
