CHAPTER I.

OF THE GOVERNORS.

1. —The Number of the Trustees, Members of the Royal 
Institution for the Advancement of Learning, Governors of 
McGill College and University, shall not be more than fif­
teen in the whole, of whom the Principal of the University 
shall, ex officio, be one.

2. —They shall be laymen of some Protestant denomina­
tion, selected with a view to the representation at the Board 
(so far as may be found practicable) of the several Protes­
tant denominations in Lower Canada, and (at the time of 
their nomination) resident in Lower Canada ; and none of 
them, except the Principal of the University, shall derive 
emolument from the College, or hold any appointment, or 
exercise any functions connected with the College, other­
wise than as hereby provided, and incidentally to their 
charge as Governors.
