November 15. General Romanzow took the fort

ef Munde at the entrance of the river Pecfante,

and cut off all communication by water between

Stetin and Colberg*

December i* A Silefian Gehtlem^n, of the ^lame
of Wargotfch, form'd a plan for feizing the King
of Pruffia in the fuburbs of Strehlen, by employ-

ing a refolute body of cavalry to fet fire to thofe

fubufbsi and then to fecure his Majefty*s perfon in

the confufiort. Wargotfch's fervant detected the

confpiracy ; for having been fent with a letter from

his mafter to a popifli Prieft, by whom it was to be
forwarded to an Auftrian Lieutenant Colonel, and

having remarked a particular agitation in the deli-

very of it, he immediately concluded that the con-

tents were dangerous, and tl eiefore carried the let-

ter to a Pruffian officer iiv Strehlen. Wargotfch

and the Prieft were arretted, but afterwards made
tiieir efcape.

December— The fort of Munden, under Col-

berg, towards the Sea, was taken by the Ruffians %

by the lofs of which, the entry of any Ruffian vef*

fel with provifions, into Colberg, was rendered un-

certain and dangerous* ... :
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
