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An Act to amend the several Acts relating to the Board
of Trade of the City of Toronto.

HEREAS the Board of Trade of the City of Toronto,
hereinafter called the Board of Trade, incorporated
by an Act of the Legislature of the late Province of Canada,
passed in the eighth year of Her Majesty’s reign, chaptered
5 twenty-fonr, and intituled: *“An Act to incorporate the
Board of Trade of the City of Toronto,” have petitioned for
certain amendments to the said Act, and to the Act passed
in the forty-seventh year of Her Majesty’s reign, chaptered
forty-six, and intitu?ed: “An Act to amalgamate the Board
10 of Trade of the City of Toronto and the Toronto Corn Exchange
Association,” and it is expedient to grant the prayer of the
said petition: Therefore Her Majesty, by and with the
advice and consent of the Senate and House of Commons of
Canada, enacts as follows :—

15 1. From and after the passing of this Act new members,
if they are eligible under the provisions of the said Acts
referred to in the preamble, may be admitted in such man-
ner and subject to such rules and regulations as are pro-
vided, from time to time, by the by-laws of the said Board

20 of Trade ; and the ninth and twelfth sections of the said
Act eighth Victoria, chapter twenty-four, are hereby amend-
ed accordingly.

2. The said Board of Trade shall have power to expel
any member for such cause and in such manner as are pro-
vided, from time to time, by the by-laws of the said Board
of Trade, and shall also have power to suspend any member
and debar him from the privileges of and incidental to
membership, for such cause and in such manner as are pro-
vided, from time to time, by the by-laws of the said Board
30 of Trade. :
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3. The said Board of Trade may provide by by-law for
the limitation of the number of persons who may become
or be, from time to time, members thereof.

4. In case of any arbitration under the provisions of the

35 several Acts relating to the said Board of I'rade, any party
thereto may, without leave or order, obtain and issue from
and out of any of the divisions of the High Court of Justice
for Ontario a subpceena commanding the attendance and
examination of any witness and also the production of any
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
