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Mr. Hazex: In connection with officers and men who lost their lives on the
Lady Hawkins, or on any other vessel, is any provision made for them?

Mr. VaueHaN: Yes, the provision is made by the Canadian government

Mr. Hazex: Not by your company?

Mr. VaueaAN: No, sir.

Mr. Jackman: Is that a special wartime regulation?

Mr. VaveaAN: Yes, they have regulations in connection with all vessels that
engage in trade on the high seas.

Mr. JackmaN: But they are no more applicable to your company than
they are to all the rest?

Mr. VaveHaN: Oh, no; we are treated exactly the same as any other
steamship line.

The CuamrMmAN: We come now to page 10; I think that should be in
the record.
