ceiver, The immediate object of the
order, viz, to prevent interruption in
the operations and management of
the -system, has, therefore, been al-
ready attained.

-~ An important feature of the order-
in-council is that which preserves to
the government any o‘*her and ulti-
'mate remedies which it possesses
under the provisions .of - trust mort-
gages securing issues’ which it has
guaranteed or otherwise as creditors
of the yystem.

The announcement came as a great
surprise in view of the fae' that the
Grand Trunk Pacific was able to meet
a large intérest payment upon {ts
bonds falling due on Mareh 1, It is
well-known, however, that this pay-
meént was made 'with the greatest
difficulty, and “hat the officials of the
road had made application to the
government for financial aid.  This
ald was refuséd and the mnecewsary
money was raised by the company.
Immediately after, however, the com-
pany notified the governmen* that
owing to the heavy increase in op-
¢rating costs it would be unable to
operate itz system after ¢l 10.
To. prevent great . public inconven-
ience which .would result from *“he
road not being operated the ern-
ment has taken it over under the War
Measures act. i
. The chief interest about this Jatest
move in the affairs of the Grand
Trunk Pacific cen*res about the -ef-
fect it will have on.the future of the
old - Grand Trunk Railway System.
The government "has  becn negotiat-
ing for the purchase of the old Grand
Trunk, but zo0 far without success. It
will be observed that Sir Thomas
White in his statement alludes to the
unsatlsfacto? progress of these ne-
gotiations, he old Grand Trunk has
been anxious ‘to part with the Grand
Trunk Pacific on terms which would
relleve the parent company of - its
enormous commitments in respect for
the Grand Trunk Pacific. ‘As far back
as December, 1916, Chairman Smith-
ers o? the Grand Trunk wrote to the
prime minister.. proposing that the
government take . over the Grand
Trunk Pacific, relieve the parent com-
pany of its commitments in respect
thereto, and reimburse the Grand
Trunk for the $22,000,000 it had in-
vested. in the construction of the
Grand Trunk Pacific. This offer was.
not accepted, but the government did
give further relief to the Grand Trunk
Pacific by lending that company suf-
ficient money to pay ite fixed charges
in 1917 and 1918.

Burden for the G. T. R.

The Grand Trunk Pacific has never
been "able to meet any of its fixed
charges. As a rule it has not even
been abl to meet its operating ex-
penses. Several o its bond issues are
guaranteed by. the Dominfon govern-
ment, but other bond issues are guar-
anteed by the old Grand Trumk. If
the government refuses to extend fur-
ther financial aid to the company as
Now seems probable, the old Grand
Trunk will be faced with the?impos-
sible burden of raiging $5,000,000
per year to meet maturing’ in-
terest upon. the obligations of the
iGrand Trunk Pacific, for which it
is liable as guarantor. It is {hought
in some quarters -that the notification
by the Grand Trunk Pacific Company,
that it would cease to operate after
! March 10, unless it received further
financial assistance from the govern-
ment, was a move in the nature of a
bluff to affect the pending negotiations
for the nationalization of the old
Grand Trunk. If that were the case,
it wonld seem -that the government
had decided to call the bluff. The
Grand Trunk Pacific has outstanding
obligations , amounting to nearly two
hundred million dollars. It is unsble
to earn enough money to pay any. line
terest chargis upon this enormous
