ly regrets the failure of the Government 10
introduce prohibitory legislation into Par-
liament, and earnestly calls upon Parliament
to accept the mandate of the electorate, and
carry it out by enacting such legislation as
will fairly embody the will of the people, as
expressed in the piebiscite.
