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Short, But Strong,a small state calling Itself a republic to 
give equal rights to all.*' Bishop Gaughran 
regards the Boers for the most part as Il­
literate and prejudiced to a degree, while 
he Is doubtful of the patriotism President 
Kruger displays In accepting a salary of 
150,000 for acting as chief magistrate of so 
small a nation. The Boers are especially 
prejudiced against the Roman Catholic 
Church, and, according to the bishop, they 
regard Roman Catholics as heathen, and 
think that they worship snakes and wooden 
Images. Bishop Gaughran went to South 
Africa fourteen years ago. The mission of 
which he Is the head has been the means 
for many years of reconciling the differ­
ences between the white and black people 
In that country.

THE RLSSIANAMEllICAN ARBI­
TRATION.

The arbitration that Russia has Just 
agreed to with the United States Is over a 
claim of the latter country for the seizure 
of three sealing schooners off the Siberian 
coast eight years ago. The damages claim­
ed are less Important than the prflfc 
clple Involved. Russian vessels seized 
American schooners that were taking seals 
about seven miles from the Siberian coast. 
The crews were Imprisoned and treated 
with considerable harshness. The Ameri­
can, claims, amounting to about $150,000, 
are ns much for maltreatment of the crews 
as for the value of the vessels. There Is 
an Important point at issue, however, re­
lating to the right of Russia to exercise 
Jurisdiction seven miles from the coast? 
Established international law limits Juris­
diction to three milts. Russia contends, 
however, that this limit was determined by 
the distance which a coast-defense gun 
would carry and that with the Increased 
range of modern ordnance Increased Juris­
diction should be allowed.

THE CANADIAN CONTINGENT.
Great Britain has no written constitution. 

The constitution Is the outcome of a gradual 
evolution. It looks an If the greater Im­
perial constitution la to be evolved In a 
similar way. Questions are arising from 
time to time affecting the mutual Interests 
of the Mother Country and the colonies. No 
formal procedure existe for the settlement 
of these questions, but action le being taken 
In an Informal way on each of them as they 
arise. The PacICc cable, a great Imperial 
undertaking, was decided on without the 
aid of an Imperial constitution, and a be­
ginning has been made In the establish­
ment of an Imperial tariff on the Initiative 
of the Canadian Parliament. There Is no 
machinery by which Canada can be called 
upon to furnish troops for Imperial pur­
poses. Canada, however, has taken the 
matter Into her own hands, and, by sending 
a corps to South Africa, has admitted her 
responsibility to participate In the defence 
of the Empire. The precedents that are 
being established on these questions will, 
In the course of time, develop Into n con­
stitution, which may never be reduced to 
writing, but which will be as binding on 
the different parts of the Empire os the 
constitution which unites the king, lords 
and commons Into a perfect whole.

The great fact In connection with the 
Transvaal contingent la not that Canada 
Is sending out 1000 men to help the British 
In the war against the Boers, but that Can­
ada admits her responsibility as a member 
of the Empire for contributing towards the 
defence and maintenance of the Integrity 
of the Empire. What constitutional form 
this responsibility may subsequently assume 
must be left for the future. Enough for 
the present Is an acknowledgment of our 
responsibility. Time will solve this, as It 
will solve all other Inter-Imperial ques­
tions.
