No More "Floating Population.”. 
Many of these “substantial citizens, 

through family ties, are unable to be 
out again in the evening. In the past, 
the evening service has had a large 
percentage of the visitors and floating 
population.” The floating population 
included many young men who have 
long since enlisted for overseas service. 
Again, wartime work, which has been 
regarded as imperative even on Sunday, 
and the counter-attractions Arranged in 
the name of patriotism, have been con­
tributing factors in depleting attend­
ance at church in the evening.

Rev Arthur Carlisle, former Lon- 
doner and ex-chaplain of the 18th Bat- 
talion, brought the Sunday attendance 
question to a head in his charge, All 
Saints' Church, in Windsor on Sunday. 
He declared that there had been such 
a falling oft in the church attendance 
there that if it continued he would 
regard it as direct intimation that his 
usefulness to the parish was gone and 
would seek another field.

This declaration has.attracted atten­
tion to the church-going activities of 
London. The result has been what 
might be referred to as conclusive evi­
dence that, in the majority of cases, 
the Sunday attendances here are not 
what they formerly were.

Blames Sunday Concerts.
Rev. Dr. J. B. Silcox of the First 

Congregational Church says: "I have 
only been settled in London two and a 
half years, so cannot say what condi- 
tions were before that time. But I 
do know this, there is no question that 
the Sunday evening entertainments 
have had a serious effect. A majority 
of those who attend these entertain­
ments are people, and usually young 
people, with no church relationships. 
Naturally, they want to go to some 
place to be brightened up on Sunday. 
They mean well enough, and could be 
brought into the churches if these more 
enlivening counter-attractions were not 
offered. Doubtless, some of the larger 
churches with their fine music and paid 
singers, can hold those who want these 
things As it is, these people find It 
difficult to get in both a church service 
and the Sunday evening concert. The 
church service takes at least an hour 
and a quarter or an hour and a half. 
That makes it too late to get to the 
concert, or by whatever name it is 
known when it is held in one of the pic­
ture theatres it wouldn’t be possible 
then to get a seat, or perhaps get in- 
side.

Late Closing to Blame,
Rev. Canon Gunne, rector of Christ 

Church, has a story to tell which is the 
reverse of the experience of a number 
of the other clergyman.

He places for non-at- 
tendance at the morning service on the 
part of a number on the late closing 
of stores.

It 
stands to reason that they need it. Our 
choir at Christ Church, made up largely 
of young people, who are thus engaged 
on Saturday night, is especially faith- 
ful in attendance. I think the members 
deserve great credit under the circum­
stances for the good average attend­
ance on Sunday morning. Why on 
earth the people can't get their shop­
ping done before 8 o’clock Saturday 
evening, instead of dragging it out un. 
til 11 or 12 and so breaking in on the 
Sabbath, is a mystery to me."

Rev. James MacKay. New St. James 

Presbyterian Church, up in the north 
end, finds that so far as his congrega­
tion is concerned, there is no falling off, 
either at the morning or evening ser- 
vices. The Sunday school is splendidly 
attended and the attendance at other 
services is well up. “There doesn’t 
seem to be any difficulty about attract- 
ing people by presenting the simple

the beefless days in hotel and restaurant menus his beef orders have been out 
in two' Pork consumption, he explains, 
has increased, « has also, the consump- 
finn of fish, but the increase In these 
two falls far short of the difference in 
the beef consumption.

“Since the inauguration of the beef- 
less days we have had our beef bust- 
ness to restaurants cut in half, de 
Clares Mr. Anderson. The higher- 
priced cuts are those used almost en 
tirely by the restaurants, and there has been a great falling off in the demand 
from this quarter. For a time, follow 
ing the inauguration of the scheme, the 
demand for pork was so great that we 
could not fill it. Now, however, the 
pork demand has fallen off. The in- 
creased use of pork added to the in- 
creased consumption of fish, is not suf­
ficient to meet the ‘void’ caused In the 
beef sales.” ,Mr Anderson, from evidence of his 
sales’ reports, believes that the people 
generally are eating less meat than they 
did.

2,100 Pounds Insufficient To

that 2,100 pounds of Government fish 
had been received by the city, and had 
been disposed of to the dealers.

The fish was sold 
to the dealers for 11 cents a pound, as 
arranged by the provincial government 
and disposed of by the dealers to the 
citizens at 16 cents a pound.

The quality is said to be excellent, 
and the fish was in fine shape. The 
price is fixed by Government regula­
tion. ,“The fish is first class, and was 
eagerly sought by the dealers, sake 
Ald. Mannerr. "In fact, we did not 
have enough to’ go around and we 
have wired for more. The dealers ex­
pressed themselves as more than 
pleased with the fish, and want more. 
Some of them had to do without the 
fish as they made, no arrangements for 
it. We are satisfied with the sample. 
We want more."The citizens eagerly bought the fish, 
and there was no difficulty in getting 
rid of the whole consignment In a

Now, I have been speaking to hun­
dreds of citizens on the question, and 
I have tried to get their idea on what 
they would be able to save on their 
coal supply. The average workingman 
uses from six to seven tons a year. 
The reply was pretty nearly unani- 
mously, if the city will be able to sell 
coal cheaper, they think they will get 
it at a reduction of 60 cents a ton.
