‘““But doesn’t the county councii ap-
point the county constables?”’ he was
asked.

The answer was in the affirmative,
but it was intimated that the con-
stables had been over-zealous in their
fAevotion to duty, and had taken the
names of people who were noted as
slow drivers and could ill-afford to pay
fines for slightly exceeding the limit of
progress through the speed-traps. In-
stances were given of county people
whose names had been taken, but
against whom prosecution had been
dropped following local representations
in protest.

Nearly all the prosecutions brought
by the city police for violations of the
speed regulations are against local peo-
ple. The question naturally srises: Do
tourists never break the provincial or
local regulations, or are they given the
benefit of possibly pardonable ignor-
ance of local rules?

On the other hand, charges have been
made informally and unofficially tnat
the county police in botn Elgin and
Middilesex make a practice of “pinch-
ing’’ people from outside their own

Tt
provides, generally speaking, for the
adjustment of any rent increase dispute
by the county judge. ‘‘The am of the
act,” sad Mr. Raney, ‘‘wll be to sup-
press oppression and rent profiteering,
but recognizing on the other hand that
landlords are entitled to a legitimate
income on their investments.

DRAFT A NEW SET OF
PENITENTIARY RULES

Government-Appointed Body
To Consider Prison
Labor Products.

BENEFIT TO CONVICTS

Earnings Could Go To Men At
End of Term or Help
Families.

Ottawa, Oct. 26.—(By the Canadian
Press).—Col. O. M. Biggar. K.C., W. F.
Nickle, K. C., ex-member of Parliament
for Kingston, and P. M. Draper, secre-
tary of the Trades and Labor Congress
of the Dominion, have been named a
royal commission under the inquiries act
to draft a new set of regulations for the
penitentiaries of the Dominion. The
need of this being done has been em-
phasized Dby  recent developments at
Kingston Penitentiary, but for some
time past: preliminary drafts of new
regulations have been made by officials
of the penitentiaries branch.

The commission will look also into the
question of the pessibilities of the util-
ization of prison iabor for the making
of articles required by the Government.
In past years organized labor has been
strongly opposed to any competition
from prison labor, and it is st¥l strongly
adverse to the products of the peniten-
tiaries being placed on the market in
competition with the products of free
labor. Little objection is now taken,
however, to the Government utilizing
prison labor for the making of goods
required by the Government.

It is understood that the department
of justice is inclined to the view that
good would result if convicts could be
given opportunity to earn some money
during the terms of their imprisonment.
In the case of married men earnings

 could be used for the support of fami-

lies, while unmarried men would have
something on which to make a fresh
start at the end of their terms.

Dissatisfaction with ‘he Meighen Gov-
ernment throughout the west, but espe-
cially in the rural districts, is very gen-

eral, according to J. C. Elliott, ex-M.
L. ., Who returned last week from
Saskatchewan and Alberta, where he
has extensive farming interests. In
the cities one still finds a few sup-
porters of the Tory or Unionist party,
but out in the rural districts the names
of Meighen and Borden are anathema-
tized.

The farmers are strongly in faver of
a low tariff, but what they are chiefly
worrying over at the present moment
is the price of wheat. Whether the
brice at which they will have to sell
will remunerate them for the cost of
prodpction is a very real problem, ac-
cording to Mr. Elliott.

Have Good Crops.

On the whole, the west enjoyed a good
crop this year, but this just had to be.
cr many of the western farmers would
have deserted their farms, so discour-
aged were they with the failures of pre-
ceding years, apd the heavily-accruing
debts which hung over their heads. This
year, if a fair price for wheat prevails,
the western farmer will pay off a verv
large proportion of his debts and still
have enough left to enjoy a winter
without worry.

But there is mo assurance as to what
the price of wheat will be. The Govern-
ment by price-fixing in past years has
held the price down. When the price
was first fixed, it was considerably be-
low the market quotation. If the Gov-
ernment had not fixed prices, during the
war, wheat would very likely have gone
up to $3 or $4. But the fixing of prices
kept wheat down. Now. although the
western farmer was not in favor of
Government price contro! in the begin-
ning, and does not favor Government
price control on principal now, yet he
feels it a great injustice that without
any warning the Government should
remove the artificial props from under-
neath the market suddenly and leave
thlc! wheat-grower to look out for him-
self.

. Not Controlled Then.

During the war, when wheat prices
were held down by Government control.
there was no Government control on tha
price of binders, which increased an-
nually about 25 per cent in price over
the prices of each preceding year.

The farmer who has considerable help
from his own family will not fare so
badly as the farmer who has to employ
all hired help at $7 a day. This was

the umion price demanded by the farm
laborers for harves'ing and threshing.
A few farmers found it 'a good invest-
ment to purchase one- or two ‘'stook-
ers,” and an attachment for binders,
which leaves the sheaves in a shock,
thus dispensing with the tabur of men
to follow the binder and shock or
*‘stovk’” the grain by hand.

Was Staking All.

After repeated crop failures, in wholo,

His Friends.

When Tony Kentrovitch, a Russian,
ﬁwu fined $200 and costs in police court
i this morning for keeping liquor for sale

The charge was the outcome of a raid

the front door with a bottle of ale be-
! neath his coat, and two cases partly
filled in the hall behind the door.

At first a charge was laid against
Pasons for having liquor in a place
other than a private residence, but this
was withdrawn when Pasons turned
King's evidence against his friend.
Pasong swore that he had paid 50 cents
for the bottle and that on different ocsj
casions he had purchased ale at the
house at 40 and 50 cents a bottle.

J. Suschinsky of 70 William street,
who claimed to be a frequenter of
Kentrovitch’s home. also swore that he
had purchased beer and ale there on
different occasions. He paid the same
price as Pasons paid.

Sergt. McCullough and P. C. Single-
ton then told the story of the raid and
of the discovery of the beer.

Kentrovitch admitted having the beer
and having given some to his friends.
He did not wish to give the beer to
them, but when they asked for it he
did not wish to refuse them. Person-
ally, he said, he had never collected
money for drinks, but that the men
might have paid his wife.

In the abhsence of the accused’s
counse!, E. Meredith undertook the de-
fence when the magistrate refused an
adjournment. He said that if the
magistrate felt bound to fine the pris-
oner for selling the liquor he shouid
impose a minimum fine, as the liquor
was not sold at a profit.
