NEW YORK. May 30.—Greeted by 
the enthusiastic cheers of ten* of 
thousands of racegoers, whose Idol be 
is, Colin, the great son of Commando, 
won the valuable -Belmont Stakes at 
Belmont Park to-day. Not In many 
years, if ever, has there been such a 
demonstration of enthusiastic affection 
for a thorobred as that accorded Colin 
as he passed the finish line, for his 
14th consecutive victory, with never a 
defeat against him. He was only a 
short head in front of August Bel­
mont's Fair Play, but he stood a hard 
drive In the last furlong of the race 
without flinching. He was pulled up 
apparently strong and sound and as 
he came back to the Judges' stand the 
crowd of more than 80,000 persons rose 
to their feet and cheered repeatedly 
while the band played "Hail to the 
Chief.” The race was worth *20,766 to 
the winner, and brings the horse's re­
turns to his owner, James R. Keene, 
up to more than *160,000.

When It was announced on Thurs­
day "that Colin had suffered serious 
Injury in a sensational wrork-out in 
which he had covered a mile and a 
quarter In 2.06, and that he might never 
race again, public sorrow and sym­
pathy for his owner was widespread. 
Altho the horse is so much In a class 
by himself that the odds against him 
were practically prohibitive, thus re­
moving hlpi from the field of specula­
tion, the public generally has come to 
look forward to his races with the 
keenest" anticipation.

In spite of the rain the crowd at the 
track was one of the largest of the 
season.

It was not until almost midnight last 
night that the Intimation was made 
that the Injuries which It Was thought 
might mean his retirement, had been 
found to be only temporary. It was 
raining In torrents and the track was 
muddy and sloppy, conditions in which 
Mr. Keene usually withdraws hts best 
stake horses. Just at the last minute 
word came that Colin would be an 
added starter, arid when the handsome 
brown horse came trotting up to the 
Judges'. Stand, there was a deafening 
cheer, which lasted until he had trot­
ted out of sight thru the blinding rain, 
for the starting barrier.

The rain viras so thick that It was 
Impossible to see the start of the race, 
and it was not until the mud-splashed 
racers had swung Into the home 
stretch that the crowd was able, thru 
the curtain of rain, to pick out the 
Keene colors in front 
point to the finish there was a scene 
of wild enthusiasm which was " hushed 
Just for a moment When Fair Play 
came With a rush and" challenged the 
winner. Notter, who rode Colin, appa­
rently mistook what was formerly the 
finish line for the present poirit at 
which the races end, and had begun 
to ease his mount a little. The mo­
ment he saw the rush of Jrialr Play, 
however, he accepted the gage, and, 
riding hard, Just managed to win. 
The weather conditions were so bad 
that no time could be taken. By to­
day’s race Colin showed that he is 
thoroly game, that he can go a good 
distance, the Belmont Stakes being at 
a- mile and three-flghths, and that he 
is peerless, even under unfavorable 
conditions. Hé trotted out to the pad- 
dock after the race without a lame 
step. ' .
