THLKOF COBAT

Big Montrealer Object of Inter-
est on Streets of the
Camp — Large
Staff at Work,

COBALT, July 26.—(8pecial.)—J., H.
Waldman, discoverer of the siiver side-
walk on the Waldman Silver Mines,
was the most discussed man in the
camp yesterday. Wherever he went
the big Montreal manufacturer of la-
dles’ cloaks and dresses was followed or
pointed out as an object of interest.

Whether MY, Waldman enjoyed the
rather startling attention to which he
was subjected on every hand, he gave
every outward evidence of elation.
Long ago Mr. Waldman's business in
Montreal placed him in the class

the prosperous, but when a mAn
stumbles on a discovery that may mean
mildons, on a relatively small invest-
ment, his luck throws about his per-
sonality a glamor that the more pro-

S0 Mr. Waldman and his party were
watched wherever they went about
and Cobalt talked itself hoarse over
the Waldman silver sidewalk.’

The discovery has given renewed In-
terest in the entire unexplored portions
of Coleman, some of which has hither-
to been regarded worthless. Accepted
theories of geologists have been thrown
to the winds amd there are many evi-
dences of renewed activity.

“I belleve twenty millions of dollars
may be’ taken from the Waldman,"’
sald one enthuslast to-day. ‘If the
vein is stripped 1000 feét and the depth
were to go down one hundred feet, the
amount of silver there would stagger
the imagination.
