FACE WITH ICICLES.

This proved ito be the coldest season
of the year.® We should have been
hardened to all kinds of Amatic tor-
ment, but man only gains that advan-
tage when the pulse ceases. to beadt.

Far from land, far from other life,
there was nothing to arouse a warning
spirit. Along the land there had been
‘culms and gales, and an inspiring con-
¢rast, even in the dark days and nights,
but here the frigid wonld was felt at
its worst. The wind, which came per-
sistently from the west—nOw strong,
now feeble, but always, sharp—inflicted

The kind of torture most felt in this
wind and humid air of an Arctic pack
was a picturesque mask of ice about
the face, Every bit of exhaled moist-
ure condensed and froze either to the
facial hair or to the line of foxtails
about the ‘hood.

RETAILERS TO PROTEST
THINK TAXES T00 HEAVY

Assessment Commissioner Admits
Increases Are Considerable, But
Says Action Was/Forced:

Dissatisfaction among retall mer-
chants of the city because of this
year’s increased assessments on store
properties is said to™be general, and a
resolution of protest will, it is under-
stood, be introduced at the mext meet-
ing of the Retail Merchants' Associa-
tion.

“1 want to say emphatically that we
haven't been rushing ahead on any
boom assessment,” declared Assess-
ment Commissioner Forman when in-
formed of the prospective resolution.
“It is true the increase js larger than
usual, and I am sorry such a course is
necessary, but the depamtment is pre-
pared to stand by the assessments. We
know ‘that it is a serious responsibility
and what it means to others, but we
have been compelled to act as we have
dome.”

This year's assessments, he said,
were based on actual transactions, sales
and rents paid by tenants. If such ren-
tals as were now paid had been asked
a few years dgo, retailers would have
stood aghast, He didn’t understand
himself how they wWere able to pay
such rentals. The couldn’t
afford either to ignore the high prices
of sales of business properties. If the
cases were isolated they could be over-
looked, but they occurred from one
end of a Street to another.

Mr. Forman denied that the in-
creases were proportionatély heavier
in the thind ward, or business district.
In the first and sixth wapds the ad-
vances were as great in ratio, but less
noticeable because of the lower scale
of values. For instance, land bought
two or three years ago on Broadview-
avenue at $20 a foot was now assessed
at $40 a foot. Land on Dupont-street
went begging a few years ago at $12
a foot, whereas it was now sold at sev-
eral times that figure.
