Secretary of Hamilton Board

Hamilton, Nov. 5.—In a letter the
food ‘controlier, T. L. Brown, secretary
of the Hamilton Board of Trade, draws
| attention to the fact that the retail trade
had a considerable stock of packages of
cereals on hand on Oct. 31, and that it
is unbelievable to think that it is the
intention to prevent the sale of these
goods.

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'SUGAR SHORTAGE
TO.PINCH CANADA

1N¢W York Refiners Hear Too
i Much Goes Into
! Alcohol.

| New York, Nov. 5—That the sugar
famine, which is now becoming acute in
the United States, will soon be reflected
in Canada and will lead to a closer super-
vision and probable curtailment of the
| amount of raw sugar allotted to the Can-

adian refineries, is the opinion expressed

in New York sugar circles today.
| Today’s New York Sun =ays: ‘The

sugar situation ‘again pecame acute to-

day when scores of stores the city over
| had to display the “No Sugar’’ sign. Large

stores, as well as chain grocers and cor-
| ner shops, had to endure the humilia-
| tion of being sugerless. All boros of
i the city were affected by the shortage.

As high as 20,cents a pound was charged
by some dealers, despite an agreement
| among retailers not to charge more than
| 10 cents.

Many of the stores have been without
the commodity for several days, ana
there is- little prospect of obtaining a
fresh supply. In the sugar trade the
opinion was expressed today that the
shortage will remain grave thruout No-
vember. Housewives have got to realize,
it was said, that consumption will have
to be cut down a great deal more than
has been done if the crisis is to be met.

Grave Shortage.

‘““The situation today only bears out
what I have been saying right along,”
said James H. Post, chairman of the
American refiners’ committee, today.
‘“There is a grave shortage and it will
tast until the first of December. We
can't expect reliet until the Cuban crop
is available. There is little relief in sight
from the south or the west. The people
have got to cut consumption away down.
Sugar is being distributed as fairly as
possible, but there is not enough to go
around.”

The distribution of raw sugar is con-
trolled by a committee, which allots the
available supply to the refineriés of both
the United States and Canada. Canada
is not at present represented, but will be
as soon as the Canadian refineries agree
upon their representatives. Reports- have
reached the committee that some of the
raw sugar and molasses which now find
their way to Canada are being used for
the production of alcohol and this, it is
said, will have the effect of inducing
closer scrutiny in the allotment of sugar
to the Canadian refineries. Practically
no sigar or sugar products are now be-
ing turned into alcohol in this country,
where methods of refining leave but a
small residue of waste material available
for this purpose. Some Canadian re-
fineries apparently are not equipped for
getting a maximum production of re-
fined sugar from the raw materials and
are. <;0nveyr:ng an undue percentage of
their receipts into alcohol.
