OLD REGIME WINS

Petrograd Considers
ment of Premier Trepoff
Gain for Reactionaries.

TO GET ON WITH WAR

Cabinet Split Causes Political
Changes—Postpones In-

terior Reforms.

Petrograd, Jan. 10, via Iondon,—
The political situation during the last
two months, for which ‘the word
“crisis” seems entirely inadequate, has
taken a new turn with the resignation
of Alexander Tr from tho pro-
miershop, and of Count Ignatieif, min-
ister of public instruction, 2i1ad the
appointment of a new premier. ‘The
official announcement of th's change
which has fallen upon the country,
continuously excited and emotionally
exhausted by the drama of swilt
wanges and climaxes, hardly created
the ¢ffect which would have beon nii~
tural under other circumstances.

This time the tide has suddenly
shifted and is running strongly in the
reverse direction.
