LONDON, March 27.—In what 1* 
Karded as tho greatest mining action 
>et fought In the war. British troops, 
after exploding a number of these 
mines, stormed and took by assault the 
German salient at St. Biol, taking the 
first and second line trenches 
front of some 600 yards, taking two 
officers and 168 men prisoner, and In­
flicting heavy casualties on the enemy. 
The attacking force comprised infan­
try of the Northumberland Fusiliers 
and the Royal Fusillera The Germans 
made no counter attack.

Much other mining activity also pre­
vailed on the British front today. The 
British exploded one at Lavolselle with 
successful results, and the Germans 
exploded several opposite Hulluch last 
night, causing damage to the British 
trenches and Inflicting some casual­
ties, but the British promptly counter­
attacked and captured the large 
ter that was created by the explosion. 
The British won successes also In ex­
tensive mine fighting to the south of 
Neuville St. Vaast and near the 
Hohenzollem redoubt.

The artillery activity during the day. 
Sir Douglas Haig reported, was mainly 
confined to the neighborhood of Angres, 
Wulverghem, St Elol and Weiltje.

The German official communique 
today admitted that by a great mine 
explosion the. British troops blew up 
over 100 yards of German trenches in 
the vicinity of St Biol, causing casual­
ties to the company which occupied 
the position.. It was claimed that In 
the district northeast and oast of Ver- 
melles, the Germans, tn mine fighting, 
took some prisoners. Some weak Bri­
tish detachments, the Germans said, 
attempted to advance against the Ger­
man positions near La Bolselle, north­
east of Albert, and they were dispers­
ed by German fire. The British have 
again been shelling the German de­
fences of Lens in the past few days.

They had prepared for this operation by the violent shelling 
of the French positions. The artillery bombardment is being kept up 
with great determination, and at the cost of n great deal of ammuni­
tion on both banks of the Meuse, the main French strongholds being 
the centre of furious firing. When some correspondents wrote of the 
unprecedented violence, great fury, and the greatest shelling of the 
war, which preceded the German offensive against the French posi­
tions to the north of Verdun, they were speaking only out of the 
momentary sensual impressions of the battlefield, and they forgot to 
make a real comparison with the French effort in the-Champagne last 
autumn.
