II. The Socicty shall not hold at any time Real Estate of greater

han Ten Thousand Pounds.

[1I. All persons pi an Annual Subseription of Ten Shillings or
pwards, or making » time a donation of Ten Pounds, when admitted,
wirsuant to the Bye-Laws, shall be Members of the Society 3 but if such
Annual Subscription or Donation shall not be actually paid into the Funds
n or before the First day of April in each year, such Member shall cease
o be a Member of the Society until the same shall be paid, or until such

erson shall otherwise become a Member thereof, under some Bye-Law or

Rule of the Society.

IV. The Association shall be governed, and its affairs managed, by a
‘ominittee of not less than Fifteen Persons, comprising a President, Two
Vice Presidents, and not less than Ten other Members, a Secretary and
Freasurer—the Committee to be henceforth called the Executive Com-
nittee : and such other Ofticers as the Society may deem proper.

V. The persons who now hold the offices of President, Vice Presidents,
Committee, Secretary and Treasuer, shall continue to be the President,
Vice Presidents, Committee, Secretary, and Treasurer, until their Succes-
sors shall be elected under this Act.
