Friend, Now an Officer

LATTER THOUGHT HIM DEAD

Baby Born oa Voyage of Steam-
1 ship To This Port — News of
i Maritime Province and Other
! Soldiers Who Have Returned

“Gee, but we’re \glad to be home,”
was an expression heard on every side
as battle scarred heroes disembarked
from the ocean liner Scotian and en-
trained for Quebec a little after nine
o’clock this morning. The party com-
prised 250 officers and men, ‘and despite
the fact that the vast majority were
quite badly injured, they were jovial
and laughed about their experiences on
the battle fields of France and Belgium.

The Scotian arrived in port last even-
ing, and in addition to the soldiers
brought thirty-four cabin and eighty-
two steerage passengers. Soon after
leaving Liverpool the stork put in an
appearance on the ship and a little baby
boy was born to one of the steerage
passengers. Both the little chap and his
mother were well after their sea voy-
age. The steamer also brought out more
; than 2,000 bags of mail and parcel post.
| The train carrying the jsoldiers left
West St. John for Quebec at 9.30 a. m.
| Prior to leaving they were made recip-
{ients of candy,.fruit and cigarettes by
the Citizens Reception Committee,
Comrades Meet at Wharf,

i

i Captain W. H. D. Sharpe of Toronto,
who left with the first Canadian con-
tingent, attached to the 8rd Battalion,
returns to Camada with the rank of
Captain, having been promoted on the
battle fields of France from a non-com.
for gallantry in leading his men against
the Huns. When he landed this morn-
ling a pleasant surprise awaited him, for
a comrade, whom he long since learned
had died of wounds, was on the wharf
to greet him. The young returned sol-
dier was William Coholan of Somerset
street, who is now a preventive officer
in the Customs House. The meeting
was witnessed by a number of people
and it was evident that both were glad
to again sce each other ' after many
months of separation.
Speaking of his former officer, William
{ Coholan said he was one of the bravest
men who ever led a platoon. He said
that in the battle of Festubert he ac-
| complished wonders while attacking a
German trench and succeeded in driving
;out the Huns. Later during the battle
{of Ypres he again demonstrated ability
as a leader and he was recommended for
'a commission. Mr. Coholan said that
| he seemed to be a natural leader and
' his men would follow him anywhere.
[ Captain Sharpe was wounded in the
arm at Festubert and in the groin at
Ypres. As the latter injury was quite
serious, he wes ordered back to Canada.
| When questioned about his advancement
i in the ranks he was very reticent and
| said that he must have received his cap-
| taincy for work.

Among the privates returning home
| after twenty months service was Gunner
. Frederick Sampson of Montreal. He was
{in truth a war-scarred hero. He was one
i of the first Canadians to face the Huns,
i and while in action fell a victim to the
| deadly German gas. Although hors de
| combat for some few weeks, he was dble
| to return to action and fought in the big
| battles at Ypres and Massines. He was
. again gassed and was sent back to Eng-
{land. Later he returned and joined his
| battery, but only to meet with another
injury. in the form of a fractured ankle
as a result of being run over by a mo-
tor truck. As he is unable to put any
weight on the injured member he was
invalided home.

Private Sampson is a veteran of the
South African war, in which he was a
member of the 10th Imperial Regiment.
During an engagement with the Boers
he was wounded in the left leg.

He made light of his experiences and
said he had always been interested in
soldiering and when the call came for
Canadian volunteers he did not lose any
time in signing on.

Among the other soldiers returning on
the Scotian were: Private Harris of Co-
burg, Ontario, who left Canada attach-
ed to the 21st Battery. He was struck
in the left leg with a piece of shell, and
as a result sustained a compound frac-
ture.

Private Woodgate of St. Catherines,
Ont., who was attached to the 36th
Battalion, was also struck in the left leg
with a piece of a high explosive shell
and as his leg is stif he was invalided
home.

Private Watson of Renfrew, Ont., was
with the 14th Battalion. He was shot
through the abdomen during the battle
of Ypres.

Private H. G. Dickens ofl Montrea
was struck in the knee with a piece of
shrapnel and as a result will be crippled
for life. He was wounded during the
battle of Festubert.

Private Richard Marshall of Montreal,
who was attached to the 3rd Battalion,
was also struck in the knee during the
battle of Ypres.

GERMANS LOSE LARGE
PERCENTAGE OF SHPS

Amsterdam, Jen 4—Captain Schroed-
er, a German merchant captain, in a lec-
ture before the Hamburg Institute of
Science on how navigation stands since
the outbreak of the war, said that 152

had been destroyed by mines and tor-
pedoes, while 267 ships, of cargo capac-
ity of 807,000 tons, had been captured
by the enemy and turned to his own
use, and 621 merchant ships, of 2,341,000
tons, were lying interned in neutral
barbors. In German harbors are 490
steamships of 2,400,000 tons. This
means that 7% per cent of German ton-
nage is irrevocably lost, 13.4 per cent in
the hands of the enemy, 89.1 per cent
in neutra. harbors, and 40 per cent in
Germany.
