Petrograd, July 29—Unofficial reports from Sofia are to the effect that an 
agreement has been reached hy Bulgaria with Turkey, whereby she would 
receive territory along the line of the Dedeaghatch railway in exchange for 
granting permission to transport military supplies through Bulgarian territory.

The Russian press condemnation of the reported agreement is universal. 
The “Novoe Vremya” warns Bulgaria that Russia is not likely hi forget the 
former nation’s indirect share in the defense of the Dardanelles.

The Bourse Gazette says the allies would not object to. Bulgaria possessing 
territory down to the Bnos-NBdia line if acquired by conquest, but emphatical­
ly objects to its being received as a gift from a foe. .

French Report

Paris, July 29—(2.35 p. m.)—The 
French war department today gave out 
the following official statement:

“In the Aertris region there was the 
customary bombardment last night, and 
in the Souches sector there were several 
engagements with hand grenades and 
bombs. In the Argonne there has been 
fighting with bombs and torpedoes in 
the vicinity of Bagatelle and at Couret- 
echausse.

“Near St. Hubert as well as in the 
forest of Mattancourt, we blew up by 
means of mines, several German posi­
tions.

“In the Vosges at Lingekopf the posi­
tion taken by us July 22 we picked up 
yesterday 200 German corpses and 
took possession of two machine guns,
200 rifles, and a great quantity of am­
munition and equiment. The Germans 
left on the ground at Barrekopf more 
than 400 dead. The number of German 
prisoners made during the engagements 
of July 27 and July 28 is 201.”

Viola tien e( Treaty of 1828, in 
Torpedoing of the Leelanaw

CONFIRM LOSS OF
FRENCH SUBMARINE

Washington, July 29—State depart­
ment officials today were drafting a note 
to Germany asking payment for loss of 
the American steamer Leelanaw, tor­
pedoed by a German submarine on last 
Sunday. This is on the ground of vio­
lation of the Prussian-American treaty 
of 1828.

Any doubts in the minds of officials 
that the treaty had been violated were 
removed by unofficial advices which 
said that the German submarine com­
mander was unwilling to jettison the 
Leelanaw’s cargo and to allow her to 
proceed. The claim for damages is sim­
ilar to that made in the case of the 
William P. Fsye.

Paris, July 28—The French squadron 
in the Dardanelles is without direct 
news of the French submarine Mariotte, 
which entered the Straits on July 16, to 
operate in the Sea of Marmora. Ac­
cording to telegrams from Turkish 
sources the submarine has been sunk 
and the officers and crew of eleven have 
been made prisoner.

According to a despatch from Con­
stantinople to Berlin the Mariotte was 
destroyed by a German submarine on 
July 26 in the narrows of the Dardanel­
les.

FRENCH AIRSHIP AFLAME; PASSENGER
HAS WONDERFUL ESCAPE; PILOT DIES

Paris, July 29—(Toronto Globe cable)—With flames shooting up to a 
height of' fifty feet, a Paris aeroplane on patrol duty, dived to the earth last 
night. A passenger threw himself from the machine and fell ten feet to the roof 
of a house. The pilot, Benoit, came down with the aeroplane, but was burned 
to death before he could be rescued.

Thousands of people witnessed the catastrophe which occurred 
densely populated quarter of Vaugaried. The machine took fire at a height of 
750 feet. It was then a mile from the Issy Aerodrome. With remarkable cool­
ness, Benoit attempted to reach the Issy grounds, but he was not high enough. 
Nevertheless he managed to swing the blazing machine down to waste land 
nearby, narrowly missing the roofs of houses and the signal posts of the Bell 
railroad, as he dived earthwards amidst the shrieks and cries of the horrified 
witnesses.

The passenger was rescued from the roof and taken to the Boucicault Hos­
pital in a desperate condition.

CHANCE FOR TWO MORE 
WITH HEAVY BATTERY

There is a chance for two more vol­
unteers for service with the heavy bat­
tery of artillery being organized for 
overseas service. When first his in­
structions came to recruit for this unit, 
Lieut. Col. B. R. Armstrong was asked 
to muster sixty-two men. 
number was reduced to fifty-five, but 
now he has orders to secure seven more, 
thus making the original number. Re­
cruiting here for the unit, meanwhile, 
had ceased, as it was regarded as having 
been filled, but some additional names 
were taken and from these five have been 
selected, thus leaving two still to he 
taken. There is still no word as to 
when the battery will go to Halifax.

HEATED DEBATE

Soldier M.P'e From Front Bring 
Up Matter

BRITISH COMMONS
Voluateer System Finds Defenders 

and Enlistment of Three Mil­
lion Men is Pointed to—Sharp 
Exchange of Personalities

s London, July 29—A debate in the 
House of Commons yesterday on the 
question of conscription, the immediate 
necessity of this measure was urged by 
two Liberals, Captain Guest, aide de 
damp to Field Marshal- French and Jo- 
RialfWéâgvvood *yvtio returned wounded 
from the Dardanelles.

“When are those who have not come 
forward, going to bear their fair share?” 
asked Captain Guest and the question 
was greeted witji cheers from the Con­
servatives. He asserted that England 
ought to produce enormously greater 
numbers of troops and supplies of am­
munition.

In reply James H. Thomas, the rail­
way mens’ leader, maintained that the 
volunteer system had succeeded entire­
ly and that no industry was able to 
spare more workers. The Welsh coal 
strike showed the futility of trying to 
coerce the workers.

Mr. Wedgweed said “We . can buy 
Let the Englishmanfrom America, 

fight. I do not say that compulsion is 
necessary, but I do say that what we 
want is a declaration from the prime 
minister that if circumstances require 
he will not shy at that possibility.

“What we want in this country, more 
than money and shells is a leader. For 
God’s sake give us a man who will lead 
without fear of the consequences. Be­
lieve, me, the whole world from Vladi­
vostok to San Francisco is looking to 
see if we can develop a leader who can 
lead and can shape into line with the 
new conditions.”

He praised highly the conditions in 
France as a result of conscription. Ger­
many now recognized the French as its 
chief opponents, he said, and would be 
prepared to offer France peace on terms 
which would be a great temptation.

This declaration drew a bitter attack 
from William Llewelyn Williams, who 
said that the statement that the vol­
unteer system was a failure, was a 
calumny on the country and that there 
could be no more dastardly suggestion 
than that France might be tempted to 
break her alliance.

Mr. Williams explained that Great 
Britain ought not to inflict the tempta­
tion on her ally.

“We got 3,000,000 men voluntarily,” 
declared Mr. Williams.

“Out of 12,000,000,” interrupted Ma­
jor Archer-Shee.

The debate ended with a sharp ex­
change of personalities.

Rev, Dr. Hill of Yar­
mouth testified to marrying Donald 
Kingston and Felicia Smith in Yarmouth 
in December 1910. Mrs. Kingston testi­
fied to being married by Dr. Hill.

Rev. E. H. Cochrane, of Moncton, 
testified that on June 5, 1916, he mar­
ried Donald Kingston and Ethel Chand­
ler, daughter of Clarence Chandler. Chief 
Rideout testified that he opened the 
prosecution on eomplaint of Clarence 
Chandler. F. P. Murphy is for the 
prosecution ; Hon. F. J. Sweeney for the 
defence.

The 2nd Brigade, Canadian Mounted Rifles, under Brigadier Smart and 
Brigade Major Frank B. Black, M. P. P., and embracing the 4th, 5th and 6th 
Regiments, of which the 6th is from the maritime provinces, the 5th from 
Montreal district, and the 4th from Ontario, has arrived in England in the 
steamers Hesperian and Herschel, which left Quebec on Saturday night, July 17. 
Cables last night announced their arthral at Plymouth.

On the Hesperian were the brigade staff, all of the 4th Regiment, all of 
the 5th except about forty men, and the following officers of the 6th, who could 
not be accommodated on the Herschel:—Major McLean, Capt Taylor and 
Lieuts. Atkinson, Mooney, Barnes, Everett, Brown, Knowlton, Bowness Mor- 
risey and Beckwith.

On the Herschel, which also took 450 horses, were all the other officers and 
men of the 6th, and the forty men or so from the 5th who could not be ac- 
commoda ted on the Hesperian.

The 4th and 5th and brigade staff went down from Valcartier on Saturday 
afternoon and the 6th in the evening, and all were on shipboard by midnight 
They have safely run the gauntlet of the submarines, and there is rejoicing in 
these provinces today over their safe arrival after a ten days voyage.

The Herschel is the steamer that took the Railway Construction Corps 
from St John the day after the Caledonia sailed with the 26th Battalion. It 
was reported before the brigade left Valcartier that 200 men and several of­
ficers from the 8th C M. R. would be taken on the strength of the brigade, 
and if so, they also sailed from Quebec* but information on this point is lack­
ing.

The 6th C M. R. had been in training nearly six months in St John, Am­
herst and Valcartier before going to England. They went as dismounted cav­
alry, but were given the drill of mounted rifles, and hope to be able to serve in 
that capacity, although they had no information, and were ready for anything 
in the king’s service at the front.
