FAVOR THE WIDENING
OF CHARLOTTE STREET

Board of Works Recommend
Work to Council — Business of
Board Meeting Last Night

A large amount of routine business was
transacted last night at the monthly meet-
ing of the board of works.and a further
meeting will be held on Thursday after-
noon at 3 o'clock to open tenders for
permanent street paving.

It was decided to change the name of
the southern end of Aeadia street to Sea-
view etreet. The matter of repairs to
Harris street and Douglas avenue was left
over until the next meeting. It was de-
cided to macadamize Ward street. The
matter of placing watering cranes was. al-
lowed to stand over for the present. The
engineer’s recommendations for the erec-
tion of retaining walls was adopted. It
was decided to dredge the whole of Union
Point slip at an estimated cost of $500.
The engineer’s acceptance of the tender
of Frank J. Likely for timber for the
pontoon at Reed’s Point wharf was rati-
fied. An order was passed granting the
usual ten days holidays to the permanent
employes of the department.

The engineer submitted a report, on the
state of the foot bridge over the 1. C. R.
at the foot of Dorchester street, showing
that the woodwork needed renewal. The
report was ordered sent to the I. C. R.
at Moncton.

A meeting of the appeals committee was
held yesterday afternoon and a number of
citizens were heard with reference to their
tax bills.
