I ONDON, March 18—The Baldwin 
Government has decided to stand 

solidly behind Austen Chamberlain 
when he returns to face the House of 
Commons.

In spite of the hostility that is be­
ing shown among a certain group of 
the Tories who are insistently remind­
ing him that the only thing he can 
now do decently is to resign and the 
determination of Labor and Liberals 
to probe his Geneva policy to the bot­
tom, it is not likely that the combined 
opposition will succeed in dethroning 
him. The question is likely to be raised 
on Monday but it is doubtful whether 
Chamberlain will be in his place by 
that time, and the likely date for his 
statement is Wednesday.
