London, Sept. 5—There is a growing
interest in the question of the future
system of government of India as the
result of the daily publication of views
expressed before the Joint Select Com-
mittee of the Lords and Commons.

The elabarate scheme propounded by
Secretary of State Sir Edwin Montague
and Lord Chelmsford, the vice-roy, was

recently embodied in a bill to which the
Commons gave second reading condition-
ally on the appointment of the joint
committee before mentioned, which was
to obtain the views of the various classes
of Indian opinion, with the idea of in-
serting the committee’s recommendation
in the bill.

Numerous distinguished witnesses and
deputations representing varied interests,
religious and political, officials and com-
mercial men, both European and Indian,
came especially from India to give evi-
dence. Their opinions differed consider-
ably, but they generally agreed that some
measure of referm was necessary. The
Indians have beea endeavoring to im-
press the committee with the necessity
of liberalizing the central government
more than the bill proposes. Objection
was raised to retention of full control
over fiscal policy by the government in
London. Indian opinion, backed by
eminent white educationists, does not see
eye to eye with the government. India’s
desire is that secondary and higher edu-
cation should come within the province
of the latter, instead of being controlled
by the provincial legisaltures.

A large body of Indian opinion favors
the selection of provincial governors
from prominent public men in England,
and it is understood that Indians regard
the prospect of liberalization of the bill
more favorably than when the committee
began its labors.

Rome Paper is Caustic in Its Criti-

Rome, Sept. 5—The conclusions at-
tributed to the inter-Allied commission
inquiring into the Fiume incident are so
enormous, says the Giornale D’ltalia,
that they seem impossible as coming
from representatives of governments
with whom for five years Italy has lived
in the brotherhood of arms, and to
whom she has given luminous proofs of
friendship. These conclusions ,if reports
are true, are blows which would be
hardly comprehensible, even if the com-
munication, instead of being from Al-
lied nations, had been composed of of-
ficials of the old Austrian empire.

Late in June there were several clashes
between Italian and French troops in
the city of Fiume, it being alleged by
the Italians that the French seldiers 'in
the city were antagonistic to the'Italians
and had trampled upon Italian flags
which had been wrested from Italians
in the streets. The Council of Five of
the peace conference appointed a com-
mission to investigate, the trouble. This
commission completed its work some
time ago, but the text of its report has
not yet been made public.

Paris, Sept. 5—It is understood that
the commission of Allied generals sent
to Fiume to - investigate disturbances
there in which French soldiers were
killed, has made recommendations to the
peace conference which include maintan-
ance of public order in Fiume by a Brit-
ish and American police force.
