CHURCH UNION IS
ISSUE IN ENGLAND

Three Separated Branches of
Methodism Are Drawing
Together.

(By Harry N, Moore.)

London, May 21.—(British United
Press.) — The proposals for Church
Union and the discussions in the com-
mittee of the Ottawa House of Com-
mons are being closely watched by
Methodism on this side, in the hope of
discovering some basis of uniting the
three branches of that church, the
Wesleyans, the Primitives and the
United. The scheme which is being
evolved will be presented to the con-
ferences of the three branches here
during June and July. The proposals
include the following:—

After ten years’ service, ministers
shall receive a common minimum pay-
ment for the first five years; each
church will be allowed to adjust its
financial arrangements and its funds,
but a Thanksgiving Fund of £100,000
shall be raised in order to meet the
special difficulties arising out of the
amalgamation in the adjustment of the
several funds.

‘Orinoco Goes Down 'in Sixty
" Mile Gale on Lake
Superior.

17 ARE SAVED
Captain and Part of Crew of
Stricken Steamer Stick
to Posts.

(Canadian Press.)

Sault Ste Marie, Ont., May 21—The
Superior Paper Company tug
Gargantua arrived here this morning,
bearing the bodies of two of the five
victims, and 17 survivots of the ill-
fated steamer Orinoco, which sank five
miles off the North Shore of Lake
Superior off Agawa Bay on Sunday
evening at 8.80 o’clock. The two
bodies brought back to Sault Ste Marie
by the Gargantua were those of Wm.
Ostrander and Clarence Carlson, who
died of exposure.

Captain Is Hero.

The ¢rew of men and one woman
which was employed on the Orinoco
came from the U. S. Seeing the al-
overburdened condition of the
lifeboats which were being lowered
over the side of the sinking vessel,
Capt. Anthony Lawrence refused to
leave his post and was drowned when
his ship submerged, Wheelman Hugh
Gordon and'Chief Engineer Wurts, fol-
lowing the legd of their captain, know-
ing. it wassungafe” to/ overcrowd the
undersised lifcbeats, also stuck to their
posts and perished. {

The Orinoco, which foundered off
Pointe Aux Mines, Sunday. Among
the survivors is one woman, Mrs.
George L. Pool of Bay City, Mich.,
the stewardess.

Survivors Rescued.

_ The survivors after seeing their cap-
tain, Anthony L. Lawrence of Cleve-
land, Chief Engineer Joseph Wurtz of.
Bay City,; a wheelsman and two sail-
ors go down, as they fought a 60-mile
gale on Lake Superior Sunday night,
made their way to Montreal Island,
where their signal fires attracted the
attention of the crew of the Oargantav
late yesterday. Two bodies were re-
covered by the tug, according to wire-
less reports.

The Gargantau reported the sur-
vivors were suffering from their 40-
hour vigil on the windswept shores of
Montreal Island. Most of the crew re-
sided in Bay City, but some of the
officers were from Cleveland.

Millerand Confers With
Heriott—Morgan Agree-
ment Discussed

(United Press.)

Paris, ‘May 21.—Passage of
the bonus bill over President
Coolidge’s veto is regarded here
as a most serious blow to
France’s hopes of leniency to-
ward her debts on the part of
her creditors. It is expected that
the United States will insist on’
prompt payment of the British
debt, which will make it difficult
for France to expect any reduc-
tion of her debt to England.
Nothing is said about the money
France owes the United States.

Saint Brice, writing in Le Jour-
nal, predicts that passage of the
bonus bill “will deprive France
of all hope of recovering what
she has spent on the devastated
regions.” He foresees that it
will be difficult now to apply the
experts’ plan, bcause France can-
not consent to reduction of her

claims against Germany.

Cabinet Making.

Paris, May 21—(United Press)—The
first step towards formation of a cabi-
net to succeed that of Premier Poincare
was taken at the Elysee Palace at
noon today. President Millerand in-
formed KEdouard Herriot concerning
engagements France made to J. Y.
Morgan in exchange for the loan that
saved the franc from collapse a few
months ago.

Before Herriot, leader of the Radical
Socialists, is formally invited to form
a cabinet, Millerand wants to know
the attitude of. his party toward the
agrecment with Morgan. It is also
necessary for the next Premier of '
France to understand what France has
promised the American banker.
The Socialist statesman, who will
probably succeed Poincare, went on
foot to the President’s palace, arriving
a few minutes before noon. Promptly
on the hour Premier Poincare drove
up, and a moment or two later ex-
Premier Painleve, peacemaker of the
Left, arrived. The three were closeted
with the President, who had spent the
morning consulting with his financial
advisers regarding the exchange situ-
ation, and with M. Doumergue, presi- |
dent of the Senate.

Exchange Is Vital

The condition of her exchange is
the most vital thing to France right
now, and already the franc has shown
signs of skidding, due to the uncer-
tainty of the political situation. The
financial. decrees and the increased
taxes, plus a very important loan of

| about $40,000,000 from Morgan, arrest-
ed a recent downward plunge of the

franc. With a new government, Soc-
jalist in character, coming into office,
the finanical stability achieved tem-
porarily by Premier Poincare may not
last.

Certain Socialist leaders, for instance,
have declared their intention to abolish
Poincare’s decree, and the 20 per. cent.
increase in taxes, and generally change
the equilibrium of taxation.

According to the Matin, J. Pierpont
Morgan and the financial syndicates
which aided France during the recent
crisis of the franc wish to kmow just
what the policy of the next govern-
ment will be. These bankers, says
the Matin, had counted upon France
pursuing a policy of strict equilibrium
of the budget, and now want to know
if the new regime will renew assu-
rance of this point.

President Millerand was requested
to inform Herriot and Painleve, in
the presence of Poincare, how matters
stood. The Premier called a cabinet
council for today and the President
summoned a ministerial council for to-
morrow, all part of the elaborate ma-
chinery of a change of regime in
France.

Conferences Held.

Paris, May 21—President Millerand
today Ssummoned to the Elysee the
leading statesmen' of France, with
whom he consulted regarding forma-
tion of. a new cabinet to succeed that
of Premier Poincare.
