IOpening of Ibe Dancing; Season and In­
vention of “The Dream.” A New 
Walts.

“Balancée all!”
“Sachez to the right!”

The ballrooms are open and cards are 

out for “hops,” both public and private. 
The season par excellence of dancing is 
at hand, and the joy that has been con­
fined is abolît to be let loose upon the so­
cial world. Persons in and out of society 
are getting ready to slide, glide, hop, 
skip, jump, pirouette and perspire.

Will there be any new dances this sea- 
son?,Well, rather. Didn’t those limber-leg­
ged gentlemen composing the “American 
Society of Professors of Dancing” hold 
a meeting here last summer? Those ac 
complished aavans, like the chiropodists, 
are always itndying the human foot, its 
formation, urns aud capabilities. Ideas 
glide thron|fc the mazes of their brains 
with toe amuous swiftness ef a base-ball 
pitcher’s inshoot. Nothing radically 
new has been evolved; that is, there -has 
been no absolute creation, but there are 
improvements and variations in move­
ment of sufficient eccentricity and 
difficulty of acquirement to satisfy the 
most ardent devotee.

TUB NEW “lb REVE.”
All the professors declare that this sea­

son will see the popularity of dancing at 
its height. The style of dancing—that 
is, the refined, cultivated city style of 
dancing—has materially changed in the 
last few years. Not very long ago the 
movements were made chiefly upon the 
toes. Now the heel is barely raised from 
the floor. There used to be a 
of hopping. Now there is scarcely any. 
The tendency seems to be toward the 
glide—a dreamy, sensuous sliding into 
ecstacy. And by the by, one of the new 
things for the ballroom is Le Reve.

This dance, as its name implies, is 
dreamy^to a degree. It is of course a 
round dance, as the waltz still reigns 
supreme, as it doubtless always will. 
The accompanying cats give but a faint 
idea of the movements in Le Reve. The 
cuts are stationary, and the dancers in Le 
Reve exhibit scarcely more celerity. The 
movements in this dance are assentially 
voluptuous, and with dreamy music the 
dancers may glide along into soulful bliss 
to their heart’s content. It starts off 
with three glides, the last made slowly 
to a bewitchingly sweet half measure 
note from the orchestra. Then there 
follows a coupe or thrusting forward of 
the foot and recovering it immediately 
behind the other foot. After that there 
is the jete or delicious little mousy jump 
with the forward foot, at the same time 
bringing the other foot to a position of 
rest. This position of rest is technically 
termed the assemblée. That is all there is 
to it, and the dreamy dancers go on glid­
ing and gliding, nowand then giving the 
suspicion of a delicate little leap, as if the 
ecstacy were just too ravishing to endure 
without some manifestation of the “too 
utterly utter.”

The movements are pretty and very 
graceful. Indeed, none but graceful 
dancers want to attempt it. I* Reve 
when w'ell danced gives a perfect portray­
al of the poetry of motion, and it is sure 
to be the favorite of all graceful dancers. 
The awkward will revel in it too, for that 
matter, for who of all giddy dancers will 
acknowledge that he or she is awkward? 
The music must be slow, not quite an­
dante of course, for too dirge-like an 
accompaniment might conduce to a con­
dition of trance too nearly approaching 
the real to be edifying or pleasant to the 
sight of parents.

“The lady’s left hand should be placed 
on the gentleman’s shoulder,” said the 
professor to me “and the two clasped 
hands should be held a little above the 
waist, with the arms curved. It is de- 
strutive of grace for the couple to keep too 
far apart. The lady should be held close 
enough to insure perfect consonance of 
movement, the two bodies moving as one. 
This does not necessitate a contact of the 
limbs nor does it require hugging. The 
futher apart the partners in a round 
dance keep the less graceful they are and 
the less harmony there is in their move­
ments. To be graceful in dancing there 
must be a unison of movement, an obso- 
lutely harmonious carriage of the bodies. 
Prudishness in dancing is utterly out of 
place, and publicly advertised modesty 
is a very, cheap grade of the goods.”

One of the leading teachers of dancing 
in Brooklyn does not agree with his New 
York confrere on the question of close­
ness of embrace in Le Reve. The lady 
should npt be held as close, he says, as 
in the ordinary waltz. There should be 
an adequate separation of the couple, to 
permit of.^he escape of extra soulfulness- 
The languishing character of the dance 
should nqt be heightened by the repose 
of the lady upon the chest or shoulder of 
her partner. This professor very shrewd­
ly recognizes the possible objections 
which the conservative populations of 
church dotted Brooklyn might make to

London, Oct. 1.—The trouble between 
Capt. J. W. Lawler and Mr. Black over 
the ownership of the boat Neversink, in 
which Capt. Lawler crossed the Atlantic, 
has culminated in bloodshed. The boat 
was seized by Mr. Black at Cher­
bourg, France, and taken to Cowes, Isle 
of Wight, whither Captain Lawler proceed 
edand took possession of her and brought 
her to Portsmouth. He was accused of 
stealing the boat. Today the harboa 
master and his assistant attempted to 
seize the Neversink. During the tempor­
ary absence of Captain Lawler, Messrs 
Black and Knowles put a crew of 
five men aboard the boat When 
Capt Lawler returned to the Neversink, 
on which it was his intention to sleep, 
he ordered the men to leave, but they paid 
d no attention to his order. He then vist- 
ed the Americ&n’consular agent at Ports­
mouth, and consulted with him as to the 
course to be pursued to regain possession» 
of the boat. The agent advised him 
to retake the boat with the least force 
necessary to gain his end. Capt 
Lawler then armed himself with two 
crowbars and a revolver and returned to 
the Neversink. He climbed over the 
sides, and, with a crowbar, felled the 
first of the crew who came toward him. 
He then opened fire with his revolver, 
and a bullet struck a sailor named 
Meades in the leg. The others on the 
boat dodged into places of security. After 
a time two of the men emerged from their 
hiding places, and approaching Cap­
tain Lawler from behind, seized and dis­
armed him. He was then transferred to 
the police boat A large number of persons 
had gathered at the landing place, and 

n|the arrival of Capt Lawlor they made 
an attempt to take him away from his 
guards, for the purpose of lynching him. 
The crowd was driven back by the police 
and the prisoner was lodged safely in 
jail. He was subsequently arraigned, and 
remanded on a charge of attempted mur­
der.

Mr. Shaw, like the other gentlemen 
who had been interviewed, could offer 
no theory as to the reason of the attempt­
ed poisoning. Nor did the real truth 
strike him until he had learned that the 
cause of Mrs. Macrae’s 
eating of poisoned confectionery sent to 
Dr. Macrae as it had been sent to him 
He believed at first that the whole affair 
was a practical joke, and that something^ 
a bitter nature had been put on the 
sweets for the purpose of carrying out 
the ioke.

About two msnths ago the little daugh 
ter of Mr. H J Thorne received an ova^ 
box of candy through the post, but Mr 
Throne destroyed it, fearing something 
of an ill nature.

Last evening Coroner Berryman
