MANITOBA LISTS
WANT PURGING

MACHINATIONS OF
ROBLIN GOVERNMENT

Striking Wustrations  Which
Jusfify Federal Govern-
ment Infervening.

The popudlation of Manitoba is so
‘evenly divided politieally that It is
“neceéssary that the voters’ [ists should
be as correct as it is possiBle fp make
them. In the provincial elections of
1907 the Conservatives polled omly 1,600
votes more than the Liberals. Yet so
well directed were the. offorfs of the
Conservative organizers that this smaf
total majority gave them 27 sexts, while
the Liberals obtatned enily 13. The to-
tal Conssrvative vote was 50.5.per ecent.
of the twtu] vogte cast.

It will be s®om fyom tHis statement
that only a smali amount of nrantpula-

iign, carried out with judgment, migirt
défeat g1l the Léberel candMates Mn
Manitoba at the rem gemeral Dominion
elections. The 1 majority in Pro-
vencher fs only 10; and, if the prepara-
tion of the lists for Dominion purposes
was allowed to remain in the hands of
the provincial government, there would
be an almost irresistible temptation so
to influence their compilation as to up-
set the chances of the Liberals of re-
taining that seat.

The Conservative majority in Mar-
quette 18 only 75; and the provincial
government would feel an irpesistible
temptation to ‘help : Dr.  Roche to en-
trench himself behind a few more stout
and reliable Tories, whose right to vote,
even as Tories, might be questionable,
but whose right to vote, if they were
Liberals, would not be upheld for one
_moment,

Personal Registration,

The basis of the Manitoba lists is per-
sonal registration. In the eastern pro-
vinces the municipal assessment roll is
the basis of the lists, and no one has
ever suggested that, because a man is
likely to be either wrongly put on or
wrongly omitted from such a roll. But
with personal registration—which does
not carry with it any monetary obliga-
tion, such as ensures the indépendence
of lists prepared from an assessment
roll—political partizanship does invari-
ably creep in; and it can only be recti-
fied ‘by the most ample, thorough and
complete revision. No fair-minded
man will admit, however, that the re-
vigion in Manitoba hag'either been effi-
ciént or complete. Even with sufficient
time and with dde regard to the con-

< venience of the Roblin-administration,
been given, the task is a very difficult
onhe; bec¢ause of the constant changes in
population, which the provlnce under-
goes from year to year.

‘Manitoba is, it should be borne in
mind, the “first ‘stop” in the West.
People from FEastern Canada, Great
Britain, and 1Turope, often stay there
geveral years before finally settling fur-
theré west; and in recent years many
old séttlers, who pioneered the province
have taken advantage of the apprecia-
tion of the value of their farms,
through the influx of settlers and the
demand for improved land, and sold
out to take up cheaper land, in Sa-
saskatchewan or Alberta. Many of the
names of such people, who have moved
out, still remain on the lists; and offer
opportunities for personation - and
fraud,

In 1908, S. J. Jackson, Liberal M. P.
for Selkirk, made strenuous efforts to
have the lists of his own constituency
“cleaned up”; and it cost to get 547
names struck off and 465 added no less
than $3,000. On the Portage la 'Prairie
lists, there are 600 ‘“deadwood” Conser-
vatives and 200 ‘“‘deadwood” Liberals,
ali of whom ought to be expunged; and,
as further evidence of the inefficiency
of the revision, it is only necessary to
repeat the statement of W, L. Schaff-
ner, Conservative member for Souris,
that in 1907 only 56 names were struck
off the. Winnipeg lists.

Winnipeg undergoes more changes in
her population in a year than any other
‘eity in the Dominion. Former Winni-
peggers are found in California, Seattle,
Vancouver, Regina, Edmonton, Cal-
gary, and wherever there is any enter-
prise afoot; and yet only 56 were struck
off the lists in 1907, when the movement
of people was, perhaps, greater than it
had been in any previous year. No
better proof of the necessity of “thor-
oughly” purging the lists can be cited;
and’ the Dominion government would
be .remiss . if it did not undertake the
task. But, in doing so, it will have to
show that it is willing and able to avoid
the faults of the provincial administra-
tion or there will still be dissatisfac-
tion.- There is necessity for the strong-
est determination to excel; for the task
is no:light one.

Partizan-Registration.

The executive of the’ provincia] gov-
ernment appolnts the registration
clerks, and a necessary qualification for
appointment is fidelity to the Conserva-
tive party. - The registration -clerks
make up the lists; and, wherevey favor
can be shown to the Conservatlve party
it is shown. This goes so far as put-
ting Conservatives on the lists, with-
cut exacting, as in the case ot mani-
fest Liberals, their personal attend-
ance,

The provincial government expects its
registration clerks to act partizanly.
The law, as originally conceived and
enacted, provided for an independent
preparation of the voters’ lists. It
placed the whole work under the direc-
tion of the board of revision judges;
and this board chose and appointed the
registration clerks. But soon the pro-
vineial . government. thought that it
could not forego the advantage to be
derived from having the lists made up
by its own appointees; and, in the fol-
lowing year, the law was amended, and
the ‘authority to appoint the registra-
tion clerks and direct the preliminary
preparation of the lists as taken away.
Henceforth, the executive of the pro-
vincial government had absolute con-
trol in the making of the lists,

Inadequate Revision.

The Conservative bias, given to the
preliminary lists, might be corrected
with full and complete revision each
yvear, but the sittings of the revision
Lcourts are limited both as to time and

place and they may not sit at any
time or place other than appointed,
one for each provincial constituency;
and this sitting often’ lasts only fise
hours and never more than seven with
upwards of 2,000 names to revi In
1903 an instance occurred which tested
the law on the.point as to the l%frh&oﬁ
of time and place, The revising affteer
was sitting at Beausejour, and was In-
formed that, at Lac Du Bonnet, seme
40 miles off, there were many fhrmers

who, in consequence of the djstanes and
the lack of means of transpoft, were not
able to eome to Beausejour. re-
vising offtcer adjourned his csurt to
Lac du Bommet and enrofled 38 voters.

The inadequacy of the {ime for re-
vision is self-evident. The hegrtng of
applications to be put op is ds moen
28 a revising officer can do proper®’;
awd, consequently, only a fraction of
the appeals to strike off are ever heard.
Fundreds of such appeals are mads,
and the only resort is to come to an
arrangement with the Conservative
agent, which, in Manitoba, means, of
oourse, that the ILiberal agent has to
give his opponemt some advantage and
be satisfled with a great deal less than
Justice. .

‘Without such an amicable arrange-
ment, it is practically impossible to do
anything, in the way of “cleaning up”
the lists; and, if the Conservative agent
is not inclined to come to such an
‘agreement, then hundreds of unquali-
fied voters remain on the lists. At the
1907 revision in the provincial constitu-
ency of Beautiful Plains, an agreement
wag made whereby 319 names were
struck ‘off and 184 added. But there
were 100 more Conservative names that
should have been struck off, but ‘the
representative of the Conservative
party would not agree to their being
expunged. If the Liberal agent had re-
lied upon the intervention of the judge,
he would not have been able to get ten
names struck off. So, it will be seen,
that at the registration, the Liberals
are at the mercy of a partizan clerk
and at the revision, they .are at the
mercy of the Conservative organizer.

Insufficiency of Adaress,

Time is not the only obstacle to suec-
cessful appeal. “An insufficient address
opposite the name of the voter, whose
right to be on the list is in question,
often prevents the appellant from suc-
ceeding. A person, whose right to vote
is being appealed against, has to be
notified of such appeal three days be-
fore the appeal comes on; and if he
makes no answer to the appeal, as will
be the case if he is out of the province
or has not the right to vote, the revis-
ing officer has to be satisfied, before
expunging his name, that notice has
béen served, by registered Iletter,
through the post office. nearest to the
place where, according to the old lists,
he was supposed. to Be living. If there
is no post office address, which is fre-
quently the case, it is very difficult—
in fact in many ecases impossible—to
serve what can be termed a legal no-
tice; and, in such an event, the revis-
ing officer refuses to remove the name
from the list—no matter how strong
may be the evidence that the person
has the right to vote. The serious-
ness of thig obstacle to successful ap-
peal will be realized’ when it is stated
that out of the 2,194 names on the list
for the provincial constituency of
Mountain, no less than 1,459 have no
rost office address opposite; so that, if
every name on the list were appealed
against, two out of every three cases
could not be heard, because of this in-
sufficiency of address.—Ottawa Free
Press,

NOME FLEET ARRIVES
9 AFTER TRYING TIME

Following a time or anxiety, which was
shared alike by the passengers and crews
of the steamships, the residents of Nome
and those in’ the Sound and British Col-
umbia ports who are interested in the
vesséls and their human freight, the
Nome fleet arrived at its destination yes-
terday amid great enthusiasm. The ves-
sels were much later than usual in pene-
trating the ice-pack.

The steamship Vietoria, Capt. Porter,
made good her master’s boast that she
would be the first vessel into the Alaskan
port, and led the procession, consisting of
the . Ohio, Senator, Transit, Yueatan,
Northwestern and a flotilla of smaller
freighters.

With the exception of the Transit, which
sailed from this port with over five hun-
dred passengers, and the Yucatan, which
sailed from San Francisco, all the vessels
were from Secttle. Most of them got
away about the same time and the fleet
made Dutch-Harbor about June 5th, and
proceeding through Unimak Pass, started

"Notton Sound. Because of the thick fog
~which shut'the vessels jn and was im-
penetrable with the eyes a few feet dis-
tant, the captains of the vessels feared
the ice was bad and proceeded cautiously
and at a reduced speed. They found in-
dications of ice soon after passing Dutch
Harbor, but did not get into the worst of
it until abreast of Nunivak Island, where
the pack seemed to extend in an unbroken
wall across the path of the vessels to St.
Lawrence Island. The weather continued
thick, and day after day the ships lay
under low steam, following the edge of
the ice pack as it proceéded at a snail's
pace toward the north. There were sor-
ties by the different ships into various
leads which promised good results, but for
a week there was no success, and the
location of the vessels remained about the
same on the edge of the pack amid the
grinding, crackling floes.. At last Capt.
W. P. 8. Porter, of the Victoria, one of
the best icemen in the fleet, who has had
long experience in Behring Sea through
his service on whaling ships, found a lead
which he thought would take him to
open water, and with the rest of the fleet
in the wake, the Victoria plunged into-the
pack. - Few details are obtainable as yet
regarding this thrilling dash for open
water, but according to a dispatch by
wireless and cable from Nome, the ships
were caught in the ice for more than a
day. The wind had cleared the fairway
near Nome of ice and at last the Victoria
forced her way into the open and made
port amid the cheers and glad welcome
of the populace.

Advieces' from St. Michael state that the
ice has broken up in the bay there and
that vessels can now get in.

IF GIVEN CONTRACT

Seattle Company Will Erect
Plant if They Supply Steel
"Pipe.

If the Hydraulic Supply Manufac-
turing Company, Inc., of Seattle se-
cures the contract for supply of the
‘18,000 feet of steel riveted pipe re-
quired for the new waterworks distri-
bution system, it will mean that =2
plant for the manufacture of the pipe
will be erected in Victoria, which may
become a permanent institution in the
city. That is the announcentent made
by E. B. Glatz, president of the com-
pany, who is at present in the city
in connection with his tender.

Discussing the matter, Mr. Glatz said
that owing to the high duty on such
class of material it was necessary to
erect a plant in Victoria and that if
sufficient other work could be secured,
the company would maintdain a branch
here permanently, If the company gets
the contract and a plant is
lished, preference will be given to local
workmen in the hiring of the necessary
staft,

ToSamy the €. P. R. met the eut
rate on the sesmmship Proquoly between
Seaitle and Vaweowver, podusimg the
rate by the Primcess Roywl to @ty
cents. The rate &pes not apply, how-
ever, to the jourmey frem Vaneouver
to Seattle by way of Victoria, which
remains at $2.50 to Vietorfa and &9
cents to Seattle.

A report is also current te the ef-
fect that the C. P. R. will cut the We-
toria and Vancouver rate making the
fare between any two ports. Seattle,
Victoria or *~ “Vancouver, fifty cents
each way. This report is not con-
firmed by the C. P. R. officials in this
city or in Vancouver to-day, but it
appears probable that a cut on the
Vancouver route may be announced at
any time.

The service via Seattle-on the Inland
Navigation Company’s steamers to
Vancouver at a fare of one dollar is
attracting some of the business from
the C. P. R. boats, but it will' be im-~
possible to judge its popularity with
the public until it has been in force
for a week at least.

The Great Northern railway has re-
duced the rate on its service between
Seattle and Vancouver to meet the
cut on the steamships and the duel
between the C. P. R..and the Inland
company threatens to involve the
Northern Pacific.

At the presént time there appears
every probability that, within a few
days’ time, it will be possible for the
traveller to make the triangular run
to Seattle, thence to Vancouver ani
back to Vietoria for $1.50. The fact
that the rate war is likely to produce
further reductions and that it may con-
tinue indefinitely is making the strug-
gle between -the parties involved an
Interesting and immensely popular one
with the general public.

CITY AUTHORITIES
HAVING DIFFICULTY

Supply to Outsiders and Site for
‘High Level Tank Are
Proving Problems.

. '

All is not by'#hy means plain sailing
for the city eofincil in connection with
the water ' situdtion. Not only have
they difficulties-to face-in regard to the
present supply, but they are also hav-
ing. some troublés about the proposed
new distribut system, chief among
them being over the site for the high
ievel tank on-Rockland avenue,

One of the chief features in connec-
tion with the present 'shortage is the
threat made by McPhillips & Heister-~
man, acting far unnamed clients, ‘that
legal action would be taken to prevent
the city supplying any water to people
living outside the city limits, in Oak
‘Bay and South Saanich, the contention
being that ituis first of all the statu-
tory duty of the council to provide a
sufficient supply for the residents of
the .city.

A resident’of Oak Bay discussing the
matter to-day said that in his opinion
the city could not shut off the supply
of water of those outside the city lim-
its ‘'who were at present securing it.
Under the act relating to the subject
the water commisgioner was given
power to sell water to persons living
outside the city limits and, the com-
missioner having acted upon that au-
thority, the city could not step in and
shut off the supply at a moment’s no-
tice without rendering itself liable to
actions for damages for so doing. The
council is therefore threatened with le-
gal action whichever way it acts in this
matter.

In regard to the site for the proposed
tank to supply water to the high level
portion of the city in the neighborhood
of Rockland avenue matters are at a
standstill. This tank, Mr, Adams and
civic officials say, is absolutely neces-
sary for supplying water to this sec-
tion of the city, no matter from where
the city eventually gets its supply, so
long as the Smith’s hill reseryoir is
used, but the property owners along
Rockland avenue are crying with one
accord that they do not want the tank
on their parti¢ular property and that
they will fight any attempt to put it
there. In ord {0 remove any, com-
plaint on the score that a high steel
structure would be an eyesore, Mr.
Adams has drafted plans for an orna-
mental concreté tower, for which ten-
ders are now being: called for as well
as for a steel structure, but the oppo-
sition to this .is just as strong as to
one of steel, The prospects are that
the city will have to expropriate a site
end that the expropriation proceedings
will be fought to.the bitter end by the
particular party or parties interested.
The city officials say that until this
iank is ready they cannot guarantee a
satisfactory supply of water to the
Rockland avenue district, even if every
other part of the city were getting wat-
er in-abundance:;

CANAMIAN ORDER OF
FORESTERS IN SESSION

Reports Show Most Prosperous
Year in History of the
Organization.

(From Wednesday’s Daily.)

The ewenty-ninth annual session of
the High Court of the Canadian Order
of Foresters opened in the city of
Niagara Falls a few days ago, with a
large number in attendance, including
high court officers and delegates repre-
senting subordinate courts of every
province of the Dominion.

After the usual opening ceremonies
and the appointment of the several
standing committees, the high court
officers submitted their reports, which
showed the order to be in a most
flourishing condition. The. progress
made by the order during the past
yvear far surpassed that of any pre-
vious year of its history.

The high chief ranger, J. A. Stewart,
of Perth, Ontario, after extending a
hearty welcome to thé representatives
present, submitted his report which
was replete with facts and figures re-
lating to the growth and extension of
the ‘order during the past year.

On the 1st of January, 1907, the
order had a membership of 64,055 and
there were initiated during the year
7,912 new members, being an increase
of 771 over the previous year. Dur-
ing 1906, 3,13¢ members lapsed and 409
died, leaving a net membership at the
close of the year of 68,424,

The increase in the Insurance re-
serve of the order during the year
amounted' to $251,818,42. On January
1st, 1807, the amount on hand in this
branch was' $2,174,872.45, and at the
close of the year $2,426,690.87. The
amount paid in death claims wag $413,-
326.24.

The sick and funeral benefit de-
partment is also in a flourishing con-
dition, During the year no less a
sum than $134418.44, covering 5,903
claims, was paid in this branch. The
amount to the credit of this fund at
the close of the year was $112,864.48.

‘The high chief ranger in concluding
his address, expressed the hope that
the meeting would be a pleasant one'
for the members, and a profitable one
for the order, and felt that if ever there
was a time in the history of the order
when the members should all feel in-
spired with hope and confidence in the
future of Canadian Forestry, that time
was the present. In an inspiring ad-
dress he urged upon the representa-
tives to do all that in them lay to make
1908 the banner year of the order.

The report of George Faulkner, high
secretary, covering the general work
of the society, was next in order, and
showed in detail the large volume of
business transacted through the head,
office at Brantford.

The amount of insurance premiums
received during the year was $575,916.20,
which, with the interest on insurance
account made the totdl receipts in this
branch $665,149.96. There were 409 death
claims paid, amounting to $413,331.54,
leaving the sum of $251,818.42 to carry to
the reserve fund, which, at the close of
the year was $2,426,690.87.

The sick and funeral benefit branch
of the order also showed a marked ad-
vance. The amount of fees received
during the year was $151,650.01, and in-
terest $2,199.81. The total = regeipts
amounted to $153,849.82. There were
5,903 claims paid, amounting to $134,-
418.44, leaving $19,431.38 to carry to. the
reserve fund, which at the close of the
year amounted to $112,864.48.

There were 68,424 members in good
standing at the close of the jear, carry-
ing $69,053,600 insurance.

There were .issued from the high
secretary’s office, 8,064 insurance certifi-
cates; and 7,965 membership certificates.
or a total of 16,029, and in addition
sthere were endorsements made on 1,455
insurance certificates.

BRUTAL MURDER.

Saloon Keeper Clubbed to Death and
Robbed.

Rochester, N. Y., June 17.—Lying in a
pool of blood with his skull crushed,
“Bill” Loomis- was found murdered
this morning in his shanty near the
Empire Coal Company’s plant, at Bor-
der City, just outside Geneva. Loomis
kept a saloon in his little shack, His
body was found behind the bar. Be-
side him lay a broken beer glass. He
was evidently killed by a blow, on the
head from a heavy club or iron bar.
His skull and jaw were fractured.

Loomis was 65 years of age, and lived
alone in his shack and was known far
and wide in< this community. His
watch and money are missing. It s
thought his assailants intended to hide
their crime by means of fire, as part
of his clothing was burned. Evidently
owing to the stuffy condition of the
place the flames died out.

BIG STEEL PLANT ON
VANCOUVER ISLAND

Vancouver, June 16.—“I hope with-
in the next three or four weeks to an+
nounce -the location of our townsite
and plant. I am more than pleased
with the prospects for the success of
our enterprise since I was here in
September.”

This was the statement made by
J. T. Shadforth, the English ironmas-
ter, who is organizing the Northern
Iron and Steel corporation, and who
returned to the city to-day from Cal-
ifcrnia, having secured In the south
promises of financial svpport for his
initial plant which alone’ will employ
nearly one thousand men.

Mr. Shadforth is accompanied by his
wife and J. Cameron O’'Neil, a mining
engineer, and relative of Premier Mur-
ray, of Nova Scotia. They will leave
for Victoria to-morrow for an extend-
ed tour of the island, and on their re-

Vancouver to complete othér arrange-
ments for their undertaking.

Mr. Shadforth’s trip extended as far
as Mexico, and he returns still more
impressed with the opportunities on the
Pacific coast for his proposed enter-
prise, and the advantages of British
Columbia for its location. In his view
British Columbia can assemble very
cheaply, 75 per cent. of the materials
for use by a large iron and steel plant.
Manganese would have to be imported
from Japan, and hematite from Lower
California, but it is probable that both
of these essentials may yet be found
on: Vancouver island.

“We have already signed prelimin-
ary contracts for such a quantity of
steel rails as will kéep our initial plant,
onge established, busy for four years,”
said Mr. Shadforth as an indication
that the enterprise means pusiness, Its
registered capital is to be five million
dollars, and the cost of the initial plant
is estimated to exceed two and a half
million dollars.

C. P. R. ISSUES
NEW SCHEDULE

SAILING DATES FOR
ORIENTAL STEAMSHIPS

Two Empresses Will Cross Pa-
cific Together Owing to
China’s Delay.

The arrival of a schedule issued fron
the head office of the C, P, R. trans-
Pacific steamship service at YOhOhd'ﬂ’
on the steamship Glenfarg last night
which gives sailing dates for the Em-
press liners up to January next year
on a run of 21 days between Vancou-
ver and Hongkong, indicates that the
C. P. R. is not looking toward a re-
newal of the overseas mail
this year.

The schedule states that, on the
through route between Liverpool and
Hongkong, dates of departure from all
ports other than termini are only ap-
proximate, Following is a list of vessels
leaving Vancouver for the Orient, as
scheduled, with dates of departure:

Glenfarg, July 2nd; Empress of In-
dia, July 15th; Lennox, July 26th; Em-
press of Japan, August 5th; Monteagle,
August 15th; Empress of China, August
26th; Empress of India, September 16th;
Glenfarg, September 23rd; Empress of
Japan, October 7th; Lennox, October
19th; Empress of China, October 28th;
Monteagle, November 7th; Empress of
India, November 18th; Empress of
Japan, December 9th.

The Empress of China, which was
scheduled to arrive from Hongkong on
the 22nd inst., has been delayed eleven
days in quarantine at Nagasaki, and
will not arrive until July 2nd. The Em-
press of India is due two days after the
China, which will probably stay onlya
short time in port. Having two Em-
presses on their way across the Pacific
within two days of each other will be
a new experience for the C. P. R, ser-
vice, but the early departure of the
China after arrival may retain the
schedule times.

The Lennox is due from Hongkong
on July 19th; Empress of India, July
4th; Monteagle, August 4th; Empress
of Japan, July 25th; Empress of China,
August 15th; Glenfarg, September 8th;
Empress of India, September 6th; Len-
nox, October 12th; Empress of Japan,
September 26th; Monteagle, October
27th; Empress of China, October 17th;
Empress of India, November 7th; Em-
press of Japan, November 28th; Em-
press of China, December 18th; Mont-
eagle, January 5th; Empress of India,
January 16th; Empress of -Japan,
February 13th. -

As the charters of the Glenfarg and
Lennox expire at the end of November
no schedule has been arranged for
them after that month, pending a de-
cision respecting rechartering,

When the Imperial government fail-
ed to renew the subsidy for the over-
seas malil it was thought that the rail-
way company would make further re-
presentations, and that a satisfactory
agreement would be reached. It now
appears that the mail will be carried by
the Empresses on ‘“passenger” time, 21
days between Honkgong and Vancou-
ver and vice versa.
