NO LONGER RESPONSIBLE

Mayor Barnard’s Protest Against Ac-
tion of Vancouver Causes Change

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Sailors of Baltic Fieet -Killed and

Washington, D. C., Nov. 22.--The
American-German arbitration treaty was
signed to-day at the state department by
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Immigration to Canada from France
is expected to commence on a large scale
within two years. Already 12.000 resi-
dents of the southern provinces of that
country have decided to make their
homes -in the Dominion, and*25,000 will
cross the Atlantic as soon as their pre-
parations for departiire are complete.
This is according ‘to A. Fox, a promi-
nent French-Canadian of Montreal, who
has ,been -employed to arrange for the
accommodation of the first contingent on
their arrival in-Canada. Mr. Fox has
been in communication with agents in
France for months. He says the ar-
rangements for emigration have been
progressing for some- time, that the peo-
ple—most of whom belong to the Roman
Catholic church—have become disgusted
by the attitude of the French _govern-
ment towards the Vatican, and have de-
cided to migrate to a country where re-
ligious freedom is more highly regarded.
Mr. Fox is in the city in connection with
his mission.

Most of those who are leaving France,
he says, belong to the farming class. At
present they are engaged in growing
grapes in the southern parts. Many
years of experience in this have made
them experts, and it is the intention of
Mr. Fox to secure some tracts of land
where they will be able to continue the
cultivation of the vine. For this pur-
pose he has applied for a grant of a
portion of the Okanagan valley in Brit-
ish Columbia. The climatic conditions
of the interior of this province impress
Mr. Fox as being exceedingly favorable
for grape growing, and should his appli-
cation be granted, about 6,000 of these
French immigrants will make their home
in British Columbia.

Shoul@ Mr. Fox be unsuccessful in se-
curing a suitable tract of land here he
will look to the United States. He has
already visited the Yakima district in
Washington, and says that valley would
be an ideal spot for the cultivation of
grapes. However, either British Colum-
bia or Washington will be selected as
the place for the proposed settlement.

The ofher 6,000 will settle in the
neighborhood of ‘the Crow’s Nest Pass.
Arrangements have been made for a
grant of land of the required size in that
locality. These people will go in for

cattle raising and general farming. If°

the soil there is found to be suitable for
the cultivation of grapes it is possible
they will go in for this to some extent.
But they will attend more especially to
farming.

Thus there will be two entirely dis-
tinet settlements: Xach will have a
population of 6,000 or more. The fami-
lies, Mr. Fox says, are all of good size,
averaging from three to four children
each. He expresses the opinion that the
conditions here will enable his country-
men to live in prosperity and happiness.

Mr. Fox explains that the dispute be-
tween the French government and the
Vatican is the cause of the determina-
tion of such large numbers to:leave their
homes. These differences have been in
progress - for some time, but recent ac-
tions of the government have brought
matters to a crisis. For instance, Ro-
man Catholic property which has hither-
to been exempt from all taxation is now
subject to the regulations governing the
¥ estates of ordinary individuals or corpor-
ations. .

Immediately this became known priests
and officials of the Roman  Catholic
church made extensive canvasses among
members of their respective congrega-
tions, enlisting their co-operation in op-
posing the measure., These actions, of
course, caused much excitement, and it
wasn’t long before govérnment officials
became aware of what was being done.
In order to effectually prevent priests
from causing any turther disturbance
they were exiled. Naturally ‘this has
aroused the indignation of all Roman
Catholics throughout France.

Should the present government persist
in its anti-Roman Catholie policy, = Mr.
Fox fis convinced -that the emigration
from France will not stop at the num-
ber mentioned. In fact he is sure that
within five years there will be an exodus
of at least 25,000 people from that coun-
try.

What is preventing many from leav-
ing immediately is the conscript law, re-
quiring all young men to serve with the
French army for three years. Should
this be overlooked in any case it would
be impossible for one failing to comply
to return in later years to his country on
‘business or for other reasons without
the risk of being arrested and made to
don a soldier’s uniform. ‘There are very
few leaving their homes who do not hope
to visit them again, and, therefore, many
delay their departure until they complete
their term with the army. ~Some.are be-
ing held back because members of their
family are soldiers, but thousands are
looking forward to being able to leave
for North America in the near future.
In many cases special permission is be-
ing applied for to allow young men to
enter the army at 16 years of age—I18
years is the regulation—so that they may
be free to leave before reaching their
majority.

Mr. Fox intends returning East by
way of Washington and Oregon. He
expects to complete all business in con-
nection with the immigration of 12,000
French people during the next few
months. He is accompanied by Mrs.
Fox, and is among the guests at the
Dominion hotel.

MARKING GRAVES OF
HERO CANADIAN DEAD

All Memorials Are Now in Position—
Good Work of Association Organ-
ized by Lady Minto.

An Ottawa dispatch dated November
14th, says:

In view of Lady Minto’s approaching
departure from Canada Her Excellency
thinks that those who have so generously
subseribed to the funds of the association
for marking Canadian graves in South
Africa, will be glad to know exactly how
far the work undertaken by the associa-
tion has been carried out.

The number of Canadians who fell
during the war was 246. Of this num-
ber 11 were buried at sea or drowned,
and their bodies not recovered, and
5 are buried in England. Whilst it was
found that relatives or comrades in arms
had already provided lasting memorials
in twelve cases, 25 graves still remain
unidentified, but it is expected that these
will be located shortly, and as soon as
this is done memorials will be sent from
Canada to mark the same.

After deducting these numbers there
remained 193 graves to be marked, and
memorials wére accordingly dispatched to
South Afriea for this purpose, the last
installmenf reaching that ‘country in
April, 1904. A telegram has now been
received from South Africa, stating that
all memorials will be in position over the
graves for which they are intended by
November 15th, 1904.

The amount of subscriptions collected,
plus the interest on the same up to
date, is about $13,000. The balance on

and after paying all claims is now
about $5,100. Further expenditure will
be incurred in fencing in the graves on
the open veldt, and the balnce will prob-
ably be diverted to the erection of a cen-
tral Canadian memorial, bearing the
names of all Canadians who fell during
the war, which it is proposed to erect
later on igp Pretoria.

object the assisting of the most neglected
class of unfortunates.

“The ladies of the Emergency Club are
to be congratulated not only on the
energy they have shown, and on the love-

Iy work that has passed through their °

hands and exhibited here to-day; but they
are to be particularly congratulated on
being. the first society which, of its own
initiation, propose to effect something
practical for the only too often helpless
consumptive.

“They have the honor, and it is indeed
a great honor, to start a movement
which I hope and expect will gxtend to
Such a
movement has a more far-reaching effect
than the mere material gain that will
accrue to our sanitoria.” It will start a
line of thought radiating out from this
little circle—and if we have many circles
a great number of people must be in-
structed—and all I would ever ask is to
get people to think—for thinking begets
know!ledge—and kmnowledge of tubercul-
osis must mean an active campaign
against this most dealy scourge of man-
kind. I say this advisedly, for how cah
any individual neglect to do his or her
part when he or she knows that consump-
tion is the most destructive of all infec-
tious diseases—that it spares no nation,
no age, no calling, no class of people—
that it kills more human beings than
famine, war and pestilance combined—
that throughout the world over three mil-
lon people die every year from it; that
over 9,000 die every year in Canada, and
over 200 in British Columbia; that in Ger-
many one in every three deaths between
the ages of 15.and 60 is due to tubercul-
osis; and in addition to these facts, when
we know that consumption is curable and
can be prevented, I fhink that the indi-
vidual who neglects to do his or her part
is unwise, unjust and cruel—unwise, be-
cause, even now a member of your fam-
ily may be harboring, unknown to him-
self, the germ of the disease, and when
it does break out, what provisions have
you made to fight it? Unjust, because
wilfully remaining in ignorance you neg-
lect fo make provision for thosé in your
charge; and cruel, because of your neg-
lect and ignorance the disease in one in-
dividual wil! for a certainty pass on to
some other. There is no reason under
Heaven why this should be, and were
each of us to do our full duty each case
would cease to be an infective centre, and
so in time would this horrible menace
end. To show you what can be done, L
will give you some statistics submitted
by Professor Koch to the London Tuber-
culosis Convention for 1901. They are
German and, therefore, accurate,

“Before 1889 the average mortality
from tuberculosis in Prussia was 31.4
per ten thousand; whereas for the period
1889-1897 it sank to 21.8, that is to say
that the number of deaths was 184,000
less than it would have been had the
previous average been maintained. This
is an advance of which any country
might be proud; but, on the confrary, a
country and a people making no effort
and doing nothing to prevent what can
be prevented, should bow its head in
shame. Let each of us ask ourselves
:1\'119a‘t have we done, and what shall we

0?

“I again beg to congratulate and thank
the ladies of the Emergency Club, and
trust others wiil follow their example.”

His Honor Sir Henri Joly de Lot-
biniere at the conclusion of Dr. Fagan’s
address said he hoped that all the doe-
tor had said would be rememberéd. The
figures which had been quoted went to
show very conclusively the need for giv-
ing attention to this subject. He paid
a compliment to the work done by Dr.
Fagan in this direction. The doctor’s
services were recognized throughout the
Doéminion.

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Oanea, Island of Crete, Nov. 21.—Dis-
graceful scenes transpired yesterday,
when several groups of officers and men
of the vessels belonging to the Baltic
fleet, in this port, left various drinking
houses and paraded the streets. The
Russians were evidently intoxicated.
Brandishing their swords and other
weapons, they made a wild rush at the
peaceful passers by. At least five of
these were murdered by the drunken
Russians, many others wounded and a
large number cuffed and beaten. The
brawls continued until late in the night.
Under cover of darkness the drunkards
grew wilder still and their shots and
loud talk scared most people into their
houses, The streets became practically
deserted by the residents. It is reported
that at least forty of the Russian sailors
have so far deserted. Evidence of unim-
peachable character exists showing that
the discipline on board the Russian ships
is unparalled in its laxity and that the
men, being intoxicated most of the time,
cannot be controlled by the few of their
sober and serious-minded officers.

The section of the Russian Pacific
squadron commanded by Vice-Admiral
Voelkersam, sailed to-day for Port Said.

Shelled Each Other.

London, Nov. 22.—The Daily Mail's
Copenhagen correspondent recounts a
story from a member of the crew of the
Russian cruiser Aurora to the effect that
Rojestvensky’s flagship
Xniaz Suvaroff, mistakenly, in the fog
off the Dogger Bank, bombarded the
Aurora. whereupon the latter signalled,
“We are being fired at,” fired three shells

at the British trawlers and the Russian

fleet.  This infermation avers that there
were two Russian torpedo boats with the
first division of the second Pacific squad-
ron, to which the Aurora belonged.

ARBITRATION: PROPOSED:.

President Roosevelt May Be Asked to Set-
tle Dispute Between Panama and
Bondholders.

London, Nov. 21.—A movement is on foot
to get President Roosevelt to arbitrate the
difference between Panama and the eor-
poration of foreign bondholders in regard to
the Colombian debt. A mecting of the Col-
ombian corporation has been called to oon-
sider the best means of recovery firom
Panama of a portiom of the $10,000,000 paid
by the United States in conmection with
the eanal, and it is proposed to call a pub-
Mc meeting of the Colombidn bondholders
for the purpose of requesting President
Roosevelt t6 arbitrate as to the proportion
of this amount the new republic ought to
pay towards the liguidation of Colomblia’s

As will be seen in the report of the
city coupncil proceedings in another
column the provineial board of health,
through Dr. Fagan, the secretary, has
' notified the corporation that after the
1st of January the board would under-
take the management of the Darcy Isl-
and lazaretto. This action was brought
about by a letter from Mayor Barnard
to the Premier in which he pointed out
that a Chinaman had recéntly been sent
to the Island from Vancouver without
blankets or other necessaries, unknown
to the Victoria officials, and it was not
until the visit by the inspector that this
was discovered.

Up till September the city of Vie-
toria has been responsible for the main-
tenance of the lazaretto since its estab-
lishment - on Darey Island, about 14
years ago. This city has borne the ex-
penses connected with the island, and
Vancouver and Nanaimo ~have . been
charged with certain percentages of the
cost- resulting from the care of lepers
sent from thoseé places, That this should
be shouldered by the provincial authori-
ties has often been urged, and last Sep-
tember the government practically took
the institution over by recouping the
various cities for what they had spent on
it. Victoria received something like
$6,040.

The provincial authorities, however,
while accepting the financial responsi-
bility for the lazaretto, requested the
city to continue to exercise supervision
over it, being compensated by the gov-
ernment for what they expended on it.
The action_of Vancouver, however, has
determined the council to have nothing
more to do with the matter, and it now
become wholly a duty of the government.
With one exception, a Finn from Mal-
colm Island, the unfortunate occupants
of the island have been Chinamen., There
are now five there, including two who
came from Vancouver recently. They
have been visited every quarter by the
local health and sanitary inspectors,
who took with them sufficient provisions
and comforts required to last until the
next visit.

TRIAL IN PROGRESS.

Hearing Evidence in Charge of Murder
Against Nan Patterson.

iNew York, Nov. 21.—The trial of Nan
Patterson for the murder of bookmaker
“Caesar” Young was fairly begun before
Justive Davis in the Supreme court to-
day, and when it adjourned at 4 o’clock
this afternoon Assistant District At-
torney Rand had concluded his outline of
the state’s case and examined several of
the witnesses for the prosecution. ‘In his
opening address Mr. Rand said the
state’s , witnesses would prove that Nan
Patterson killed Young. and that the
killing was planned several hours before
in the morning on' which Young met his
death.

William Junior, the policeman who
was the first to reach the cab after the
shooting, testified that Miss Patterson
was hysterical and crying, ‘“Oh, Caesar,
why did you do 'it?’ There was other
inferesting testimony, particularly that of
Detective Quinn, who took Miss Patter-
son from the hospital where Young died
to the police station. He said the woman
said to him: “I dorn’t want to live now,
why should he have killed himself?” The
officer said she fainted several times in
the station house, and that several times
she asked him to kill her as she had
nothing to live for now that “Caesar”
was dead.

ROBBERY AT SKAGWAY.

Four Thousand Dollars Taken From
Office of Steamship Company.

According to a Skagway dispatch the
office- of the Pacific Coast Steamship
Company was robbed of about $4,500 by
hold-up men on Saturday night just af-
ter 8 o'clock. George A. Rosenberg,
cashier of the office, was knocked sense-
less, gagged and bound hand and foot
by an assailant or assailants, as yet un-
known. The safe and till were looted
before he regained consciousness.

Rosenberg had gone to his office just
after supper to make up the cash ac-
count for the day. He had counted the
money, put it in the safe and locked
the inner door; but had not turned the
combination. He then went into the
rear office to make up his cash. While
he was at work Rosenberg heard some-
one fall against the roof of the rear of-
fice, and the fall was followed by a
groan. Thinking that someone had
fallen on the snow-covered sidewalk,
Rosenberg opened the door, when he was
seized by a heavy set man who wore a
gunny sack over his head with two
large holes cut for the eyes. Rosen-
berg was ipushed into the office and
struck twice on the head.  His hands
and feet were tied behind his back, and
a portion of the gunny sack stuck into
his mouth and throat. It was half an
hour before Rosenberg recovered con-
sciousness.

DEPUTIES GUARD JAIL.

Danger of Negroes Being Lynched at
Lexington Believed to Be at End.

Lexington, Ky., Nov. 22.—The mob
that threatered to lynch three negroes
held in jail here for killing a white man
last Sunday night and attempted to Kkill
other white people dispersed as day
' dawned. The troops and extra police
have also retired, and the jail is guarded
now only by deputies. It is believed
that all danger of lynching is past, as
the authorities cannot now be taken by
surprise, and the jail will be well guard-
ed at night with troops in readiness for

calls.

Y. M. C. A. PROSPECTS
IN SOUTHERN COLONIES

Better Organization Needed in Austra-
lia and New Zealand—D. A. Budge
Returns to Montreal.

D. A. Budge, general secretary of the
Young Men’s Christian Association in
Montreal, arrived in that city about a
week ago. He has just returned from an
extensive tour of New Zealand, Aus-
tralia, and Western Canada, and his
itinerary included several days in Vie-
toria. Ip an interview which appears in
a recent issue of a Montreal exchange,
Mr. Budge says:

“ “There are about fifteen cities in
Australia and New Zealand where work
might easily be done to good advantage,
and where buildings might be erecfed and
sustained, but, of course, they require a
lot of education in regard to the systern
they should adopt. The communities re-
quire to be educated to make work on an
adequate scale possible, and they are
absolutely without the agency of super-
vision to bring that education about and
to establish those buildings and get the
support of the public. They have form-
ed a central organization, whose head-
quarters are in Sydney, and we hope that
as a result of this visit an agency of
supervision will be creatéd. There is no
one available in Amnstralia who Iis
acquanted with the Y. M. C. A. methods
of organization which have proved suc-
cessful on this continent, and it will be
necessary. to send out a man to undertake
the work.’

“Mr. Budge mentioned that among the
leaders of the movement in Australia
who are quickening it into iife are Sir
James Fairfax, proprietor of the Sydney
Morning Herald, and one of the mest in-
fluential men in Australia, and the Hon.
J. 0. Vardon, who is president of the
association in South Australia. Sydney
and Adelaide are the two important asso-
ciations, the only ones which have build-
ings there. They are, however, antiquat-
ed, and require to be replaced by build-
ings suitable for the physical and educa-
tional classes and the social work which
is a feature of the organization in this
country.

“ ¢ found the business men much in-
terested in my trip,’ said Mr. Budge, ‘and
a few years should see great progress
made. ‘L'he colonial young man is a fine
type and very enthusiastic; and all, young
and old, greatly appreciated my visit,
which was recognized as bringing two
parts of the Empire more closely to-
gether. Australian interests are, of
course, bound up with Great Britain, the
trade, both export and  import, being
practically all with the British Isles, but
Canada begins to bulk larger in the eye
of the people of Australia, and a friendly
feeling Has been created by the interest
taken by the Y. M. C. A. in Canada in
the Awmstralian colonies, and closer rela-
tions have been established.’

“Mr. Budge also paid'a visit to the
Canadian Northwest on his way back at
the request of the Dominion committee
of the association. He was asked to
visit some of the mewer towns with a
view to studying future work at these
points. Nelson, Calgary, Brandon, Regina
and Fort William were visited by Mr.
Budge, and Edmonton by a friend on his
behalf. He found the young men at
these points very eager to go in for well
equipped association buildings. There is
great need for something of ‘the kind, so
large a proportion of the community be-
ing young men, who have no recourse but
the saloon and the pool room. There are
already associations established at. Van-
couver and Vietoria. Vancouver. has
planned the erection of a building which
