‘“Advance” Scientific Miscellany.

Henceforth the telegraph offices of
France are torecord in detail all thun-
der-storms which may be observed.

The labors of the Seismological
Society of Japan have established the
fact that there is a chronic centre of dis-
turbance within a radius of a few miles
from Yokobhana.

It has been computed that the power
of the steam engines of England would
suflice to raise from the quarries and
place in position all the stones of the
Great Pyramid in eighteen hours.

Experiments have been made with
compressed gunpowder, made to fit the
drill-holes and cut into short lengths.
It was found to possess many advantages
over loose powder, among which is s
saving of forty per cent in powder.

The evil effect of the electric light
upon the eyes is due, it is supposed, to
the constant changes in the intensity of
the light, whereby the eyes are greatly
fatigued. Little inconvenience of this
nature attends the u-e of the incandes-
cent lamps.

The Yapidity of motion of the wings
of some insects is almost incredible. It
has been estimated that the common
house-fly moves its wings 330 times in a
second, or 19,800 times per minute,
while the butterfly’s wings move nine
times per second, or 540 times per
minute.

It is believed by many scientific men
that a close connection may be traced
between the remarkable electrical phe-
nomena lately observed all over the
world and the excited condition of the
As the sun has not yet reached
the culmination of its perind of disturb-
ance, it is thought that yet more start-
ling ‘outbursts of nature’s forces may be
seen gre the close of the present sum-
mer.

Messrs. Galloway and Abel have
found coal-dust to be an important
factor in explosions of the gases in
mines. A mixture of coal-dust and air
is not explosive, but a quantity of fire-
damp too small to produce any effect
when mixed with air alone, causes the
mixture, to become violently explosive.
Prof. Abel’s experiments show that any
kind of dust mixed with air containing
a small quanity of fire-damp converis
the mixture into an explosive com-
pound.

D.. Barety, of Nice, has successfully
employed turpentine vapor in the treat-
ment of whooping cough. The drug is
allowed to stand in plates in the room
occupied by the patient, a resort to
which simple expedient is believed to
greatly leasen the saverity and duration
of the malady. Dr. Barety wasled to a

trial of this remedy by observing a
marked improvement in the case of a
child severely affected who l‘ been
allowed tosleep in a newly painted room
redolent with turpentine odor.

The first complete description of the
rwo newly opened pyramids of Sak-
karah, in Egypt, has been given to a
Cairo institute by Mr. Brugsch. They
are located in the desert west of Sak-
karah. The galleries and chambers are
covered with hieroglyphics, in which the
two words ‘YMerina” and *‘ Pepi” occur
as royal names. M. Brugsch showed
the two pyramids to be monuments of
the two kings, Pepi and of his son
Horemsaf, of the sixth dynasty of
Manetho. The sarcophagi still stood
in their old places; but of the mummies
only one was found—that of Horemsaf,
deprived of its ornaments and robes.
The pyramids were evidently plundered
in ancient times. They are the earliest
examples of royal graves in Egypt
adorned with religious hieroglyphics.
It is most remarkable that the Cairo
Museum contains a tombstone erected
to the memory of Una, an official at
King Pepis court, the inscription on
which stone refers to the building by
Una of the pyramids which have now
just been opened.

Despite the boasted power and intel-
ligence of human beings, many things
are doubtless familiar to lower orders
of animals which can never be perceived
by man; while a large part of the
animal world may look upon things as
very different from what they appear to
us. Sir John Lubbock has just record-
ed some interesting facts concerning the
effect of light upon ants. His conclu-
sions are that these insects must have a
very different perception of light and
color from what we do. We all know
that a ray of white licht passed throngh
a prism becomes broken up into a beau-
tiful band of colors—the spectrum. To
our eyes it is bounded by red at one
end and violet at the other. But a ray
of light contains other rays not visible
to our eyes; called, but not with absolute
correctness, heat and chemical rays.
The heat rays extend beyond our limits
of vision atythe red end, and the chemi-
cal rays at the violet end of the spec-
trum. Sir John undertook to determine
whether the limit Of visibility of these
rays is the same with us as with ants,
and in a series of interesting experi-
ments hag-become convinced that they
perceive ‘the ultra-violet rays which are
quite invisible to us. These must ap-
pear to them as a different color, of
which we can form no idea, while white
light with this added compenent, may
not appe’( the same to them as to us.

French Ecofomy.

What many a laborer’s wife throws away
in *‘good times,” the poor Frenchman’s
wife makes a nice little dish of.

It is said that less glass and china
is broken in France than elsewhere, but
if it is broken the owner generally knows/
how to mend it, wonderfully; or if it can.
not be mended she sighs, shrugs her
shoulders and forgets it. French women
do not ‘‘nag” or ‘““worry.” They are
economical of their spirits, as they are of
their beauty; and a French woman who
has a fine eye, fine hair, orgood teeth, can
force you to call her beautiful If she is
actually ugly she will so bewilder you with
her toilet, her gestures and her smiles that
you cannot find it out. If she is old she
can still be charming.

Machine-Work.

BY BISHOP CLARK, OF RHODE ISLAND.
Weaving has been done by machinery,
and possibly some other things, ever since
the days of Job; but the present genera-
tion will always be pre-eminent for what
it has donein the way of superseding hand-
labor. Let me enumerate a few of the
improvements that have been made within
my own recollection. I remember the
time when every clock and watch that
ticked in the world was made by hand,
and no wonder that they were expensive
luxuries. Each of the tiny screws had to
be turned, and every cog in every little
wheel measured off and cut by itself, and
every part carefully adjusted to fit every
other part, while the slightest defect in
the complicated workmaunship might utter-
ly destroy the value of the article. Clocks
and watches have now ceased to be the
luxuries of the rich, and the products of
our American manufactories have taken
precedence of the best time-keepers made
by hand-labor abroad.
I have often, in iny boyhood, watched
the slow process of making asilver spoon—
the gradual drawing of the bar of metal to
the proper length, the hammering it into
shape, the cutting and filing and polishing
and etching —Ifghould think that it must
have taken afullay for a man to get up
a single spoon— ow they are tumbled
out of the mac with marvelous
rapidity, and if a cheaper metal is used
they can be bought for a song.
I remember when it was said that it
took seventeen men to make a pin, and
the head—which was made by twisting a
fine wire around the end of the pin—was
always liable to drop off. Since that time
I have seen a much better article produced
without the touch of a human hand—the
cutting, head-making, pointing, polishing,
even sticking of the pins into the paper
and folding up into packages, being done
by machinery. i
I remember when every boot and shoe
worn in the United States was made by
hand ; all the pegs and nails being driven
in one by one, and each stitch requiring
the preliminary prick of an awl and the
carefgl insertion of a bristle attached to
@ waxed threads, each of which must
then be pulled ‘tight by hand, while the
shoemakers, sitting on low, leather seats,
thing an phere that no one
would suppose to be conducive to mental
activity, wore away the weary hours in
high reasoning

‘“ Of providence, foreknowledge, will and fate,
Fixed fate, free will, foreknowledge absolute ;

At this period, the man who should under-
take to get his living in this way would
soon come to bankruptcy uuless he hap-
pened to serve a small number of rich

garment, and in everything else made of
cloth or leather, was taken by human fin-
gers, and ‘‘the song of the shirt” was a
weary one to sing. To-day the American
sewing machine, which is found in every
civilized land on the globe, has revolution-
ized the whole business of the tailor and
dressmaker and saddler, while its rattle is
heard in almost every private dwelling.

The same might be said of many other
industries, but this will be sufficient to
illastrate the progress of machine works

The Seience of Biblical Criticism.

The latest and most impressive proof of
the progress of the scientific spirit is seen
in the recent treatment of the Christian
Scriptures. Biblical criticism has long
been affected by the scientific method, and
is now to be controlled by it. How far
the critical spirit is already advanced and
diffused, so that the Bible is regarded as a
book with a human and an imperfect side,
and containing errors that can be removed
with better knowledge, is shown by the
fact that the English translation of two
hundred and fifty years’ standing has been
lately attacked by a body of able and
learned revisers, who, after eleven years
of labor, have just given us a corrected
edition of the New Testament. This is a
great step in the direction of rationalism.
It concedes that the Scriptures must be
subjected to the tests of reason, and this
concession is due entirely to the modern
ientific mov t, which d ds higher
standards of proof, and more inexorable
questioning as to what is true.

The revisers of the New Testament have
fairly and formally entered the critical
wedge, but ! ng 16 home is to he no
holiday affair.  Professor Robertson
Smith, one of the most leArned, able, and
candid Biblical critics, having undertaken
to treat the history of some parts of the
0ld Testament in a great encyclopzdia’
was met by his church and silenced in hi
professorship in the Aberdeen University.
But the world gains by this act of intoler-
ance. Professor Smith left the college
halls and went out to give a course of
popular lectures upon the critical history |
of the Bible, which were attended by
crowds of eager listeners. The lectures
were collected in a volume that at once
becomes a text-book of“}nodern Biblical
criticism. Fhe true sciéntific ground is
here openly aad broadly taken, and it is
generally admitted that Professor Robert-
son Smith’s book represents authoritatively
the scope and objects and methods of the
critical school which has been growing
during the last half-century. It has thus
at length become the benign office of Sei-
ence to bring its methods to the resp

ble task of throwing a better light on the
origin, history, and true character of the
Christian oracles than has been derived
from uncritical tradition. Nor does the
critical attitude taken by Professor Smith
at all compromise his Christian position.
He is no skeptic, trying to undermine the
Scriptures. He holds to their essential
truth, but recognizes that on earth and in
time, and among ignorant, selfish, and pre-
judiced men, truth is liable to be obscured.
