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London, June 16.— Mr. Quartermsine 
East, Mr. Anthony Biddnlph (Sir Roger 
Tichborne’e cousin), and Mr. B. Croft, of 
Nottingham, have had an interview with 
the Tichborne Claimant in Porteea Con - 
vict Priaou. The Claimant was in excel­
lent health, but somewhat dejected in 
spirits when informed that in consequence 
of an informality in the proceedings, de­
lay would follow in the matter of the iden­
tification of the lunatic Cresawoll in Aus 
tralia, though he was gratified to learn 
that within the last few days the Govern­
ment had been officially informed that 
Charles Orton had identified Cresawell as 
Arthur Orton. He was also informed 
that the recognition was mutual and on 
the news reaching this country it was 
hoped that the Claimant’s release would 
be immediate, though that could not now 
take place until the affidavits had been 
formally made out. The Claimant com­
plained bitterly of the system under 
which he was allowed to speak to his 
friends only once in three months, and 
that a letter written in the most formal 
language on the 12th of May had been 
suppressed though addressed to Mr. East. 
Mr. Croft then assured the Claimant that 
his friends in the midlands were as firm 
as ever in his cause, and that except by 
death he had not lost a single adherent 
during his imprisonment, while a dozen 
homes were open to him as soon as he 
came out of prison. In bidding his visit­
ors farewell, the Claimant remarked that 
should he be liberated on ticket-of-leave 
on the usual terms his imprisonment 
would end in November next year.

A London despatch of the 4th to the 

Toronto Globe anent the Governor General­
ship, contains the following:—

In the Imperial Цоиае of Commons Mr. 
Gladstone refused this afternoon to reply 1 
to Baron Worms’ question respecting the 
desire of the Duke of Albany to hold the 
post of Governor General of the Dominion, 
stating among other reasons that the ques­
tion raised points of a delicate nature un­
desirable to bring under discussion. The 
opinion is still prevalent, that in addition 
to objections raised by the Ministry, diffi. 
culties existed in other quarters. The 
Marquis of Lansdowne will sail probably 
in October.

A London special says the refusal of 
Mr. Gladstone to give the facts connected 
with the Duke of Albany’s Canadian offer 
caused much comment, and is regarded as 
significant as to the conditions of the 
Queen’s health. It is said to have been 
directly at the request of the Queen that 
the Ministry refused to discuss the matter, 
as it was at her command the Premier de­
clined to accept the Duke of Albany’s pre­
ferred services. Her Majesty recognizes 
the precarious condition of her health, and 
does not wish any of her children to leave 
the country at present. The Marquis of 
Lome would like to remain in Canada 
another year, but the Queen would not 
permit, and Princess Louise would have 
been recalled to England permanently ear­
ly this spring, had it not been that such 
excuse would have been misunderstood 
and misconstrued. The Queen’s health 
affects the detail of Government matters 
in many respects, and since her fall from 
the stairway with the nervous troubles 
that followed, and the effect of the 
death of John Brown, the Ministry and 
those who personally surround the Queen 
have had frequent cause of anxiety. 
Hence such action as th£ of Mr. Glad­
stone to-day in turn causes some popular 
anxiety.

being built by Mr. Charles * Fawcett, 
Sackville, N. B., >yho, by recent purchases, 
has increased his farm to 150 acres of up­
land and 100 of marsh, and intends to de­
vote considerable attention to live stock. 
The barn, which is a side hill one, is 112 
x 50 feet, with 21 feet posts and will con­
tain a cellar 8 feet high, with cemented 
floor under the whole. The cellar will 
contain the manure and be used for the 
storage of roots. The main floor will con­
tain large rooms for grain and other feed, 
agricultural implements, and room for 90 
oxen. Cut feed and roots . will be carried 
along before the cattle by a hand rail-car, 
and water will be supplied to the cattle in 
the barn. The feed boxes will be movable, 
so as to be easily cleaned. The building 
is to be thoroughly ventilated. An ad­
joining building will contain a steam 
engine to supply the power for pumping 
water, threshing, and cutting feed. It 
will cost $2,600, and be completed by fall.
