luck of the Northwest bass fishermen, but it 
is to be hoped that the regulations under 
which the fishery is carried on do not permit 
the whole of the bass gtound to be fished 
over, as was formerly the case, the result 
being to almost exterminate the fiehery.

BASS AND THE SMELT FISHERY.
The Advance has always contended for 

the greatest liberty to our fishermen to take 
fish, consistent with the preservation of the 
fisheries. List’eeason, when the smelt fishing 
with bt»g nets was restored off Chatham, it was 
with the understanding that if small bass 
were taken in appreciable quantities the 
fishery should cease above Middle Island. It 
was found at that time that bias were not 
taken, and the fishery went on as long as it 
was found remunerative. It is reported that 
there has been a greater show of young bass 
in the bag nets off and above Chatham this 
year, and, if it be true, we hope the fisher­
men will behave iu good faith by ceasing to 
fi-h iu the places where bass are taken. 
Unless they do so interested parties will be 
ture to send exaggerated reports of the facts 
to the Inspector, or to Ottawa, and the re­
sult will be new and unnecessary restrictions. 
There should be some restriction on the 
wholesale slaughter of bass in the Northwest, 
for the fishery will not long stand the drain 
of the former method of working the com­
paratively limited ground in that district. 
If such restrictionis observed and the smelt 
fishermen further down river refrain from 
setting their nets where young baas abound, 
both fisheries will be benefited and friction 
between the two interests avoided.
