Arosha, one of the Italians accused 
of the murder of Paddy Green, near 
Fleeter Reek, condemned to liang on 
the 4th of May, today made a full 
confession to T. J. Carter, represent­
ing the Crown, in the presence of 
Sheriff Tlbbltts and Constable McRae 
admitting the guilt of himself and 
Sepeppll and implicating James 
Hatch.
