CAUGHT LIKE RATS
IN DEATH TRAP

Mate-Szalka, Hungary, March 28—
Tne village of Oekoerite and the ad-
jacent districts have been thrown into
mourning by a terrible disaster which
occurred at the former place last
night and which resulted in the death
of between 300 and 400 persons and
the serious injury of 100 others,

A public ball was held at the hoteg
of the village, where the coachhouse¢
had been fitted as a ballroom. It was
a great barn-like structure, decorated
with tinder-dry June - branches left
from a previous entertainment, to
which were added for the occasion
other decorations and Chinese lan-
terns. The building was so packed
Just before the ball commenced, that
the single door which acorded en-
trance and exit was nailed up to pre-
vent the admittance of scores who
clamored outside.

While the dancing was In full swing,
# pine branch caught fire and fell to
the floor. It blazed furiously and al-
most instantly the dresses of several
of the women burst into flames, which
spread with astonishing rapidity. A
dreadful panic ensued, the revellers
losing their heads Completely. Wo-
men and men fell and were trampled
under foot, Those in front vainly en-
deavored to tear open the door, but
were crushed helplessly by the pres
sure of the crowd behind. The roar-
ing flames mingling with the despair-
ing shrieks of the doomed throng was
awful to hear.

Soon the roof crashed in, the blaz-
ing wreckage falling upon the helpless
victims, so that many of those who
had hitherto escaped the flames were

the debris. The scene was horrifying.

FURTHER DEVELOPMENTS
LIKELY TO FOLLOW.

Montreal, March 28.—A warrant has
been issued forsthe arrest of Mr. D,
Rattray, the head of the firm of D.
Rattray & Sons, warehouse men, with
headquarters in Quebec and with a
branch in this city, The warrant was
issued at the instance of the Union
Bank and Molson's Bank. The charge
is of obtaining money under false
prétences. Mr. John Rattray, the lo-
cal agent of the firm, has left the
city and could not be located in or-
der to give a statement in regard to
the matter. Mr. Rattray, senior, has
been admitted to bail. His arrest fol-
lows upon the failure of the firm
several days ago. It is estimated the
labilities of the firm will run up to a
quarter of a million dollars.

The firm of D. Rattray & Sons be-
gan their warehouse business in Que-
bec and later on established a branch
here, Mr. John Rattray, who came to
be well known in the business com-
munity assumed control. It was his
ambition to establish a chain of ware-
houses across the continent, After a
successful career a number of revers-
.es came. . Cargoes of sugar had been
imported by the local branch. The
price of sugar was then lowered by
the Canadian refiners and the loss to
the importers was great.

Among the Quebec merchants who
had large amounts of accomodation
paper with the firm, the Union Bank
is said to be affected by the failure.
The Quebec Preserving Company,
which were on accommodation paper
to the extent of $14,000 has paid up
this amount. The firm of D. Rouin
Freres & Co., to which a considerable
amount is due, holds' a mortgage on
the Rattray estate. Mr. Ed. Rattray,
one of the sons of D. Rattray, is a
member of this firm. The head of the
Rattray firm has turnéd over all his
property, including his life insurance
to the creditors. He is one of the
leading citizens of Quebec and a
prominent member of the congregation
of St. Andrews church.

HOPE STIL OB
LINGHOREME

May Yet Succeed In Negotia-
ting Strike—Board Of Con-
ciliation To Inquire Into
Present Grievances.

Mpntreal, Mar. 28.—In order to cor-
rect the habit formed by the ’long-

shoremen of the port of Montreal, of
going out on strike in the closing days
of the season of navigation, the Mont-
real shipping companies two years ago
introduced the bonus system, by which
men whq,had worked through the sea-
son of navigation became entitled
when the last ship left port to a bon-
us of 214 cents for every hour worked.
Last year this amounted to between
$40 and $50 per man. The system did
away with strikes, but it never found
favor in the eyes of the union. That
body has not applied to the minister
of labor for a board of conciliation
under the Lemieux act. The applica-
tion has been granted and arbitra-
tors named by the parties.

Should the arbitrators endorse the
bonus system it is likely that a strike
will be called by the union which
complains that as the men have to
sign individual contracts in order to
obtain the bonus, the union has no
control whatever over them and
might as well go out of existence.

Conservative Chieftain
Lays Bare Rotteness of
Laurier Government in
G. T. P. Construction.

Naval Policy Effectively
Scored --- Appeals for
Organization---His
Speech in Detail.

Halifax, March 28.—The banquet in
honor of R. L. Borden, given by the
Liberal Conservatives of Nova Scotia,
at the Queen Hotel tonight was a
splendid success. The guests num-
bered 200 and they gave Mr. Borden a
magnificent ovation, cheering him
over and over again,

W. B. A. Ritehie, K.C., president of
the Nova Scotia Liberal Conservative
Association, was in the chair. Among
the speakers besides R. L. Borden
were J. J. Ritchie, K.C., A. C. Bell, ex’!
M.P,, E. L. Heroir, C E Tanner, ex-M.
M. P. P, J. C. Omullin, A. B. Crosby,
M.P., and J. M. Balillie, M.P.P.

Mr. Borden was in fine form. He
discussed in effective style the Hodg-
ing’s charges, the Quebec bridge and
the naval defence question. He laugh-
ed at Laurier's contradictions regard-
ing Canada’s being at war when Eng-
land is at war, and Canada not neces-
sarily taking part in all of England’s
wars. The interests of this constitu-
ency would always be close to his
heart. If the government had done
its duty ship building would ere this
have been established -at the port of
Halifax. Mr. Borden closed by an np~i
peal for organization, |
Mr. Borden spoke as follows:
“The audacity of the Government
has never been more strikingly man-
ifested than in their denial of investi-
gation into the outrages and alarm-
ing cost of the National Trangconti-
nental Ratlway. Tt wilf be rémember-
ed that Major Hoggins two years ago
made definite and specific charges
of over-classification. Upon the ap-
pointment of a committee, and- after
a long examination of Major Hoggins,
he was induced to state that his
charges could be more effectively
investigated by expert engineers.

“In the meantime more startling
charges had been produced before
that committee in a letter dated Tth
October, 1907, addressed to the Chief
Engineer of the National Transconti-
nental Railway by Mr. Woods, Assist-
ant Chief Engineer of the Grand
Trunk Pacific Railway, declaring
that in certain districts which he
mentioned the estimate given for
solid rock was double or more than
double what it should be. He further
affirmed that the specifications had
been entirely ignored, and that these
excessive allowances had been made
not through errors in judgment nor
upon the decision of the resident or
divisional engineers, who were fully
acquainted with the character of the
work, but in obedience to arbitrary
orders from their superiors.

A Reasonable Position.

“The Conservative members of the
committee took the reasonable posi-
tion that these charges ought to be
investigated. The Liberal members
of the committee and the Liberal
majority in the House of Commons
deliberately voted down any further
parliamentary inquiry or investiga-
tion. Subsequently, in the course of
of formal protests by the Grand
Trunk Pacific Railway Company, Mr.
Lumsden, Mr. Woods and Mr. Schrei-
ber went over portions of the work.
Mr, Lumsden’s discovery of what had
taken place so shocked him that he
resigned his position.

“Thet Prime Minister face to face
with this condition initiated a partial
investigation, whereupon the Conser-
vatives moved the following resolu-
tion for a full and complete inguiry:

“That Hugh D. Lumsden, in tender-
“ing his resignation as Chief Engineer
“of the National Transcontinental
“Rallway, has made grave charges,
“touching ‘the expenditure of public
“moneys in the comstruction of the
“saild railway, which charges ought
“In the public interest, to be thorough
“ly investigated.

“And, whereas the cost of the east-
“ern division of the said railway
“according to the latest estimates of
“the Government, will be so enor-
“mously in excess of the estimates
“submitted to Parliament in 1904 and
“1905, as to arouse the most serious
“alarm, and to call for the fullest
“Inquiry.

“Therefore, be it resolved, That a
“committee of seven members be
“appointed to investigate the said
“charges and all other matters con-
“nected with or relating to the con-
“struction of the eastern division of
“the said railway and the expenditure
“of public moneys thereon.

“That the stid committee shall
“have power to send for persons,
“papers and records, to examine wit-
“nesses on oath or affirmation, and
“to report from time to time,”

Voted Down By Machine, 4

“This motion was voted down by the
usual mechanical party majority. A
committee of seven members having
been appointed under the restrictive
motion moved by the prime minister,
proceeded to investigate. The Trans-
conti 1 lway C or in
other words, the Government, were re-
pr d i 1, paid by
the people of this country. The en-

Maladministration At Ottawa
Arraigned By Mr. R. L. Borden
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“The Conservative members of the
committee maintained that the peo-
ple of Canada should also be repre-
sented by counsel and demanded that
such counsel should be nominated by
Conservative members of the commit-
tee, it being thoroughlgwcll, under-
stood that any counsel wominated by
the Liberal majority of that commit-
tee would be in reality acting for the
Government and not for the people of
Canada. This demand was refused,
and the investigation has degenerated
into the farce 'which was intended.

Startling Discoveries.

“In the meantime some startling
discoveries' have been made through
returns moved for in the House of
Commons by Conservatives. Accord-
ing to those returns common earth ex-
cavation contracted for at 30 cents
per yard has by some miraculous pro-
cess been converted into loose rock
and paid for at 60 cents per yard,
and into solid rock at $1.70 per yard
to an alarming and amazing extent.

“You will remember that these con-
tracts are let upon tenders at a fix-
ed rate per cubic yard, the rate vary-
ing according to the class of mater-
fal. For the purpose of determining
which is the lowest tender engineers
employed by the Government make
careful examination and surveys of
each division in order to estimate In
advance the probable amount of com-
mon earth excavation, or loose rock,
and of solid rock respectively. The
relative proportions of these various
materials must be carefully estimated
because otherwise it would be impos-
sible to determine the lowest tender.
For example, one tender might be the
lowest for common earth excavation,
another the lowest for loose rock, and
a third the lowest for solid rock. So
it is necessary to secure an accurate
estimate of the various materials to
be excavated and for this purpose
trial pits and borings should be made
over the whole line, wherever ex-
cavation is necessary.

Noted Nova Scotia Divine,
Bowed Down With Years,
Succumbs At Halifax—His
Useful Life.

Halifax, Mar. 28.—The death oc-
curred at Mount St. Vincent today of
Rev. Father Mclsaac, after 65 years
of faithful toil of zealous faith and
ready sacrifice in the vineyard of his
Master.

Born in Inverness county 90 years
ago, he was ordained by the first
archbishop of Halifax, Archbishop
Walsh in November, 1846. While sta-
tioned at Halifax in 1866 he was one
of those noble heroes. who minister-
ed to the needs of the cholera stric-
ken paffents on the ship England,
while she lay off McNabs Island, when
men died by scores every day from
the dread disease. He himself was
struck down by the disease on one
occasion but quickly recoyered. and
continued to labor on until the ter-
rible epidemic was stamped out.

Father McIsaac has been stationed
in every diocese in the province. His
life’ as a priest is not a record eof
brilliant pulpit oratory or skillful theo-
logical controversy. He belonged rath-
er to that silent portion of the drmy
of Christ whose lines are an exempli-
cation of the noblest ideals of Chris-
tian brotherhood, of practical charity,
love and mercy.

He was an aged and goodly man,
rich in the works of his Creator and
though all Halifax, Protestant and Ca-
tholic alike, will mourn, yet there re-
mains a feeling even above the poign-
acey of grief that after all death has
dealt kindly with him. The late Bishop
Rogers, of Chatham, was an intimate
friend.

MORSE AN
S VIEWS
ON SENTENCE

Made Scapegoat Of Powers He
Declares—Believes His Ap-
peal Will Eventually Result
In Freedom.

EVERY BANKER
EQUALLY GUILTY

New York, N. Y., Mar, 28.—Charles
W. Morse, organizer of the American
ice company and the consolidated
steamship lines, formerly the domin-
ant spirit in a long string of New
York banks, in an extended state-
ment written in his prison cell for the
World, explains in detail his views
of why he is in prison incidentally pre-
senting some illuminating sidelights
on conditions in the world of high fi-
nance, where he once was the won-
der of the pation.

Mr. Morse is now in the federal
prison in Atlanta serving a 15 year
sentence for violating the national
banking laws.

“I am in prison today,” declares Mr.
Morse, “because I made $260,000 for
the bank of North America and turn-
ed it over to that institution.”

That he was made the scapegoat of
the panic of 1907 by men in high
finance who had been wolfing every-
hing in sight for years in his flatfoot-
'd explanation of his present plight
and he cites his reasons for his be-

None Innocent.
e ex-banker ardently defends his
in the bawking transactions of
vhich he was found guilty, declaring
hat if they were fraudulent, no bank-
ty in the country is innocent,

He reviews his rise and says thac
his connection with the ice combina-
tion and the coastwise steamship mer-
ger aroused great hostility.

PITTSBURC BANKERS
FAGE CHARGES IN COURT

Directors And Officials Of
Banks Alleged To Be Impli-
cated In Frauds Are Placed
On Trial.

Pittsburg, Ya., 28 —The grand jury's
programme which calls for the examin-
ation of nearly a hundred directors
and officials of six Pittsburg banks,
concerning the alleged bribery of
councilmen to obtain legislation which
made these banks official depositories
for the city’s money, was begun today.
When the jurors came out of their
room this evening however their only
report had to do with the formal in-
dictment of 34 present and former
councilmen against whom indictments
er council againsthargedmorne
had been previously ordered in the
grand jury’s presentment of Friday
last. The counts charged in the indict-
ments today of Hugh Ferguson, Wil-
liam Brand and Chas. S. Stewart, are
both conspiracy and bribery. relative
to the acceptance and distribution of
$102,500 as bribes to other councilmen,
The other 31 indicted are charged with
acceptance of the bribes.

Although Judge Robert S. Fraser
was ready to hear the pleas of the in-
dicted councilmen who sought im¢
munity, no further confessions were
made. The appointment today of De-
tective Robert Wilson, of Scranton, to
special duty for the next four years to
investigat> the graft scandals is be-
lieved to indicate a determination to
go to the bottom of all grafting.

The grand jury will resume its ses-
gsion tomorrow to hear more of the
bankers. The nature of the testimony
today of the more than a score bank-
ers who were examined, it not dis-
closed.

Cleveland, Ohio, March 28.—A strike
vote was ordered today ‘on the Lake
Shore, Michigan Southern R. R.,
the officers of the Brotherhood
Rallroad Trainmen, and the
Railway Conductors The ord
lowed the breaking off of the negotia-
tions which have been carried on with
the road for the last = three days,
About twenty thousand men are invol
ved.

The negotiations ended upon the re-
Jection by the union officials of a
counter-proposition which had been of-
fered by the railroad. 1 he original
demands of the men were rejected a
couple of days ago. The result of the
strike vote will be known on April 8.

While neither side will discuss the
causes of the failure to agree, it is un
derstood that the break occurred on
the question of working conditions,
both sides being willing to comprom-
ise on the subject of wages,

New York, N. Y., March 28.—Follow-
ing the line of action taken in the
case of the Lake Shore and Michigan
Southern, a subsidiary line, the New
York Central and Hudson River R.
R. proper, having refused to meet the
demands for an increased wage, was
notified late today that the Brother-
hood of Railway Trainmen and the
Order of Railway Conductors would
order immediately, what is commonly
known as a “strike vote” by the 3,800
members of those two unions employ-
ed on the 3,700 miles of trackage be-
tween this city and Buffalo. ‘With the
breaking off of negotiations, it be-
came known that the two unions had
demanded advances ranging from 8 to
64 per cent. The company submitted
a counter-proposition which granted in-
creases of from 8 to 25 per cent. The
committee representing the two
unions having no authority to arbi-
trate, they must submit this counter-
proposition to the members of the
union and it is on this offer that the
vote is to be taken.
