MAKING A CHINESE ARMY.

fow a Military Power is Being
Evolved.

he Oid Fighting Spirit, Which Repelled

“We do not make nails of good iron,”
ays an- old Chinese proverd, meaning that
shina does not make soldiers:of intelligenit
ien. That simple phrasesis not merely
n -anti-militarist proéfession. of faith, but
lso the expression. of a profound loathing
or the trade of arms. That loathing. has
\ieen a marked characteristic of Chinese
hought ever sinceConfucius. A people es-
entially agricultural, industrial and schol-
rly, the Chinese have so great a horror
f war, so great a dislike for the use of
orce that ‘they have even converted. the
onquering - dynasty which. rules them to
he samie opinions. Every year the Manchu
mperor, - as_formerly the sovereigns of
‘hinese  origin, must put his hand to the
lough and follow the furrow across the
eld, thus putting in solemn practice
aiah’s beautiful dream, of the sword
irned into a ploughshare ‘and the spear
ito a pruning hook. All Chinese litera-
ire breathes the same sentiment; Chinese
ooks treat of history, religion and poetry;
ven. Chinese romances glorify the auther,
je artist and the husbandman at the ex-
ense of the brutal soldier.
The European occupation after the Boxer
prising changed all that. The Chinese
ave tenacious memories; they have not
»rgotten the pillaging of the Summer Pal-
. ce in 1860. They have since seen Pi-
1li invaded, the imperial family put to
ght, the northern provinces with Pekin
1d Tien-Tsin so thoroughly ravaged that
1 English correspondent said they had
een ‘‘gone over with a fine-toothed
mb.” The Chinese then understood the
rgumentative superiority of heavy guns
1d light rifles over poetry and philosophy.
hey have not forgotten the lesson, and a
ation of 450,000,000 to 650,000,000 men—
iie most numerous and the most essential-
¢ peace-loving in all the world—then re-
Ived to do violence to its traditioms, its

. order.to make itself a military power.
[en of the highest rank who formerly
ted and loathed the profession of arms,
ecided 'to enter special schools, and there
) learn the means to defend their country
rainst European invaders.
Here comes the first question. Given the
ati-militarist education of China, sanc-
oned by the teachings of Confucius and
eveloped threugh so many centuries, is it
ossible that the Chinese can make good
Jdiers or can organize a well-trained and
ell-cfficered army? The answer to this
uestion is not' really, difficult. A people
riginally possessed of military qualities
an always recover them under the stress
f necessity. Now the past of China in
1is respect predicates her future. Long
ges ago, in the epoch of the Antonines,
hina was mistress of Asia as far as the
aspian, on whose banks her armies nar-
swly escaped collision with the legions of
ome. But the peril of invasion compelled
hima to concentrate all her troops for a
truggle against another enemy. The
fioung-Nou, later known as the Huns,
ere ravaging the northwest of the em-
ire. \Wars centuries long were necessary
r the final repulse of these terrible in-
aders. We know what was the result,
st Europe. Beaten oft by the Chinese,
he Huns hurled themselves towards the
rest, overthrew Goths, and, leaving that
onquered race to destroy the Roman em-
ire, put all Germany in flight, and did
ot stop until they reached Champagne,
vhere, in utter weariness, they submitted
o the check which was given them in
he plain of Danube. The Chinese had re-
ulsed the conquerers of the conquercrs of
rome. Since then, at peace among them-
olves, they more and more gave up the
ractice of arms, preferring rather the
rts of peace, and when the present Man-
hu dynasty supplanted the native emper-
rs it could only conform to Chinese ideas,
nd in its turn become peaceful. The
rutal cannon of Europe was necessary to
ree these pacific populations to recon-
.crate themselves to warlike enterprises.
The awakening has come. China after
wenty centuries has begun the raorganiza-
on of her army. “There will never be

A nother military promenade in China,”

sid a Japapese officer recently, speaking

Po
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of ‘the Boxzer trouble; and be.added this:
£ the army of Yuan-Shi-Kai had been at
Taku the allies would have met a terrific
disaster.” Yuan-Shi-Kai bad organized in
his vice-royalty of Shan Tung an army
corps of about £0,000 men, well armed, well
trained and well officered—a solid nucleus
of the future Chinese army. The soldiers
of this army corps, kueeling with rifles in
their hands, made a wall all along the
route of the imperial cortege when the
empress dowager re-entered Pekin; and
when, after the death of Li Hung Chang
the post of Pichili was given (in Novem-
ber, 1001) to Yuan Shi Kai, everyone fa-
miliar with the forces at work in the far
east saw in this circumstance a very clear
indication of what was coming. The new
viceroy must make it his mission to ae-
complish the great and pressing task of
the moment, namely, the reorganization,
or rather the organization, of the imperial
Chinese army.

Yuan-Shi-Kai is in perieet agreement, as
regards this urgent necessity, with the
court and the principal high dignitaries,
notably with Chang-Shi-Tung, viceroy of
Ou-Chang, and with Prince Ching. He
was equally in agreement with Yung-Su,
the great secretary, who has lately died.

There is at present no central Chinese
army, for the Manchu troops, called stan-
dard bearers, do not merit that name.
Until the present time the viceroys and
governors have had each their own troops,
from which fact one will of course sec that
these diverse corps, without uniformity
and without unity, could not make up an
organization properly so called. -To make
an end of such ridiculous diversity, to bring
together the military - direction into a
single central hand; to create an army
which, wholly different from the local es-
tablishments, might be employed at any
point of the empire—such'is the purpose
of the reformers, of whom the present
viceroy of Pichili is the most determined.

Several measures have already been
taken to this effect—the purchase of arms
and cannon in Japan, an imperial decree
crdering the military, reorganization of
Chinese Turkestan, another decree gi\'én
at the suggestion of Yuan-Shi-Kai and hav-
ing for its object the military reorganiza-
tion of Mongolia with a central govern-
ment for that province at Ourga. These
two decrees are intended to insure the
defence of the provinces which are most
exposed to a Russian attack from the
porth. Then there are proposed arscnals
at Tien-Tsin, at Pao-Ting-Fu, ai Ou-Chang
and in Shantung at Ti-Chu on the Great
Canal. This last will receive the present
installations of the arsenal at Chi-Fou,
which is too exposed, and for a similar rea-
son the arsenal of Kiang-Niang will be
moved into the interior. Two military
academies will be established at Tien-Tsin
and at Ou-Chang, and a school of the same
sort at Cheng-Tu. : :

I'his -is not all. ' We; may rest .adsured
that Yuan-Shi-Kai will. undertake, in his
new, yiceroyalty, a.work:like that which
he .so successfully: acgomplished in his: old
one.  That is, hewwill begip-to organize
in’ Pichili in.which prowince Pekin'is lo-
cated, -an, army. of the same. efficiency ,as
that of Shantung, but different in:.num-
bers, since on the ome hand: hie has here
to deal with a provincial population very
much . stronger,: and. on: the other hand
it_ is necessgry to protect the capital >f
the imperial government against any at-
taclk. " ¥

Moreover, it is highly prébale-that the
general plan of reorganizatioff for the army
throughout the country will ‘go into exe-
cution with all promptitude. ¥We  think
of Chipa as immovable, because she is slow
to.reach a decision; we think her worn
with age because her civillzation is -an:
cient. In reality China is'a mew country;
she has proved by the rapid growth of her
commerce and by her successful competi-
tion abroad that she has both energy and
initiative, ‘and we meed not be surprised
if the few Europeans who really know
the Middle Kingdom predi¢t that ‘the
Chinese in their reforms, and especially in
their military reform, will move quicker
than the Japanese.

Besides, the *Japanese are giving active
assistance in this military reorganization
of China. Of course during the Boxer trou-
bles they were the allies of the Powers,
but that was only by accident, the re-
sult of special circumstances. It must not
‘te forgo.ten that Jaran first ¢ ined the
maxim “Asia for the Asiatics”—a new
Monroe Doctrine by which the yellow race
intends to block the advance of the while
race toward the east, a;formula proclaim:
ed by the Japanese, but which in reality
had been long graven upon the heart of
every Chinaman; and we need not be sur-
prised at the entente which is growing
daily closer and closer between these twe
Far Kastern nations. Japan has always
respected China,even when fighting against
her. China on her side has understood
that Japan had a perfect right to borrow
the military usages of Europe in order to
defend herself against conquest by the

the Japanese to make China accept the
necessity of an Oriental combination and
to awaken throughout China the senti-
ment of community of race between the
Asiatic peoples who are equally menaced
by Kurope must find favorable soil, and
we shall soon see young Chinamen flocking
to Japan to study there in the Japanese
military schools. At the same time, hun-
dreds of Jananese instructors have been
appointed to train Chinese soldiers and
thus to replace the European officers of
the Chinese army.

One may well ask whether in thus or-
ganizing the forces of the Middle King-
dom the Japanese have mot an intention
finally to absorb China. Certainly this
idea has attracted not a few ambitious
dreamers., but the statesmen of Japan
know thetr neighbors too well to believe
such a future possible. They, know that
by virtue of her immense population, her
moral unity, and her patriotism (which
until now has not taken the western form,
but which is therefore, only the more ab-
solute), China forms a compact, homogen
eous mass with inexhaustible powers of
resistance, and that in order to absorb
China it would be necessary to subjugate
a people constituting more than one-third
of the human race. To utilize the resour-
ces of China, to make friends with China,
to defend by Chinese help the common
interests of the two. countries against
Europe—such is the programme of the
far-seeing Japanese. Numerous occurren-
¢s have pro ed that China acquesces rnd
that China will continue to acquiesce in
this .line of conduct. .To cite only one
cice: After his¢soj urn in Lo don and
Paris Prince Tsal-Chen, son of Prince
Ching and cousin of the emperor, made a
journey in Japan before his return to
Pekin. There, on the occasion of a sol-
emn Chino-Japanese d:monstrat’'on, he
spoke of the necessity which forces the
two countries to regard their destinies as
identical, and from his speech on that
subject we quote this characteristic
phrase: ““China and Japan must go hand
in hand for the regeneration of Asaia.”
There you have # in a nutshell, and it is
clear that China has adopted the Japanere
formula, “Asia for the Asiatics.”. The

entente between the two nations is-a fact,

furopeans. Hence the incessant efforts of
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and ‘i spite of the Anglo-Japanese alli-
ance this entente has a definite burpose~-
to oppose the encroachments of the white
race and to save Asia from being subject
to Europe.

And as a matter of fact, European su-
premacy, formerly universal and undis-
puted, has no longer its absolute charac-
ter. At the end of the nineteenth cen-
tury it met with two serious reverses. Un
the one hand, in the east of Africa, Mene-
lik inflicted a decisive defeat upon a great
European power and struck a heavy blow
at avhite supremacy; on the other hand,
in the east of Aesia, Japan, after her vic-
tory,rid herself of the last vestige of Euro-
pean influence upon her affairs. On these
two comntinents the whites have ceased to
be absolute masters.

Japan has every reason to accentuate
and precipitate this retreat of European
influence. Japan is strong, and thanks to
her strength has a voice in the decision of
"ar Eastern questions. But Japan is weli
aware that s' e is mora tole ated than ac-
cepted in the concert of the powers. wv.e
knows that her laborers are proscribed in
the English colonies just as the Chinese
are in the United States; she knows that
the whites have built a Chinese wall
against the yellow race. This economic
Chinese wall she earnestly desires to bat-
ter down, and she knows perfectly well
that she cannot obtain from Europe and
America the equitable treatment to which
she aspires. Menaced in her development,
she understands that when her big broth-
er on the continent of Asia shal have
grown ' strong, the two countries can to-
gether demand ~what they want. No doubt
this big brother may become dangerously
strong for the island empire. Yet Cnina
is united to Japan by racial ties, and it
was from China that Japan borrowed her
ancient civilization. Says an Oriental
proverb, “Bind me hand and foot, but
throw me where my friends can help me.”

So, though Javan may soon find herself
face to face with a Chinese army infinitely
superior to her own, she will do all in hew
power to help buikd up the forces of une
brother nation as quickly and on as effec-
tive a. scale as possible. This. necessity
for a strong unioy of the yellow race, to-
gether with the awakening of a nationai
sentiment in China, is the most active
factor in the re-organization of the Chin-
ese army.—L/Independance Belge.
