Below is given a comparative state-
ment of prices paid per- thousand for
lumber offered at this sale in recent
years: 1903, hemlock, $4.50; cedar, $10.25;
pine, $11.25; spruce, $13.. 1904, hemlock,
$3.75; cedar, $6.90; pine, 87; spruce, $11:10.
1005, hemlock, $4.80; cedar, $6.90; pine,
$12.15; spruce, $14,30. The next lumber
offered was about 300,000 feet of cedar
owned by the R. A. Estey estate. Of this
amount up to June 17th, 2,458 pieces, or
