St. Stephen, N. B., Oct. 7.—If the at-
tendance and enthusiasm at -two great
gatherings in this neighborhood today
in the interest of W. F. Todd, the
Liberal candidate, are any criterion,
his success in the coming election
js assured. In the afternoon at a
picnic. at Qak Bay there were more than
1,000 people present from all parts of
Charlotte. Speeches were made by Hon.
Wm. Pugsley, and the candidate, and the
attention with which they were listened
greeted each
point made by the speakers, left no doubt
that from one end .of the county to the
other the tide of Liberalism will sweep
the Conservatives with their campaign of
clander before it when the day of election
comes. i

In the evening in Eaton’s Hall, Mill-
an audience which filled the hall
to overflowing, heard a clear and concise
statement of the political issues from the
same speakers, and was no less enthusias-
tic. Dr. Pugsley in one of the best
speeches of his career exposed the unsav-
ory tacties of his opponents and was
greeted with round after round of ap-
plause in the course of his eloquent ad-
dress. . Mr. Todd put forward a strong]
and convincing argument in favor of Lib-
erel principles, and had his hearers with

The picnic ip the afternoon was held on
the property of William Berry, at Oak
Bay, five miles from St. Stephen, and.- was
a complete success. There were abo.. |
1,000 people present. Farmers drove in;
from distant parishes and the large num-
ber of vehicles of all kinds and descrip-
tions scattered over the ground or ranged
around the temporary platform, indicated
the interest which the Liberals of Charlot-
te were taking in the contest. It was
nearly 3 o’clock when the minister of pub-
lic works, who was accompanied by Mrs.
Pugsley, drove on to the grounds; with Y
Mr. Todd, the Liberal candidate. The

< .nd and the speakers were conducted to.
.ae platform. It was decided, however,
that the addresses should be given from
the carriage in order that the vast assem-
blage might hear the speakers betters
Arthur Robertson, of Oak Bay was chair-
man, and first introduced Mr. Todd.

The candidate, who was given a most
hearty reception, contrasted the policies
of the two parties and showed conclusive-
ly the enormous advantages that the do-
minion had gained under Liberal rule.

He
had been honored with the nomination
and, while reluctant to accept, he felt it
his duty when called upon, to act as their
standard bearer.

There was a great opportunity, Dr.
Pugsley continued, for a representative‘
of this county to do splendid work for|
his constituents. The county had a most
important coast line, a number of fine
harbors, ' including St. Andrews, St.
George and L’etang all of which, if pro-
perly developed, might attract very con-
siderable shipping to the great advantage
of ,the locality and the prestige and im-
portanceyof the whole county. (Cheers.)

Their harbors enjoyed the advantage of
being the ports nearest Montreal and the
great centres of traffic in the west which
were open at all seasons of the year.

The Dominion was in its infancy, but
the grain and cattle trade of the west,
as well as the products of the farm, had
already attained large proportions and
were adding vastly to the trade of the
St. Lawrence in summer and of the
ports of the maritime provinces in the
winter. He saw no reason why parts of
Charlotte county should not receive some
of the benefit' from this growing traffic.
Therefore it was of great importance to
this constituency that they should have
at Ottawa a man like Mr. Todd, full of
hope and confidence in the county’s pos-
sibilities, prepared to assist the grand
Canadian policy to which the Liberal
party was devoting its best energies of
sending Canadian trade through Cana-
adian channels to Canadian ports (cheers.)

Pugsley spoke of the better prices which
farmers teceived for their produce, which
had resulted in their purchasing power be-
ing increased. He also took up the case
of the postal department, contrasting the
deficit of $700,000 under the Conservatives
with the reduced rates for postage inaug-
urated by the Liberal government and the
surplus of more than $1,000,000 which had
been obtained.

He mentioned further that the rate of
customs taxation had been reduced from
$18.28 on each 8100 worth .of goods import-
ed to $15.66, and quoted other figures to
show the prosperity whigh had resulted
from a wise and prudent Liberal adminis-
tration. He went on to ridicule the cry
of the Conservatives that it was time for
a change, and asked if the people would
be likely to trust Mr, Foster as finance
minister again. The Conservative argu-
ment, he said, was based entirely on sean-
dal, and he proceeded- to refer. briefly to
the different scandal cries, touching on the
Saskatchewan Valley land deal, the Rob-
bins irrigation scheme and others. He
showed that the charges made were not
worthy of ‘the attention of the electorate
in view of the satisfactory record of the
government and its tariff policy and gen-
eral energetic rule, .

Dr. Pugsley then turned to discuss
briefly the imputation of Mr. Bowser, at-
torney general of British Columbia, who
had come all the way to New brunswick
for the purpose of seeking to frighten the
people, that the subjects of Japan would
come to-Eastern Canada to take the place
of white labor.

If there was one thing more than an-
other which redounded’ to the credit of
Sir Wilfrid  Laurier it was that when
the Japanese riots took place in British
Columbia and the government was called
upon to denounce thetreaty of alliance
between Great Britain and Japan he
stood up in his plage in parliament and
resisted public clamor, stating that the
manufacturers of Canada were too deeply
interested and that. development of trade
and imperial interests were too deeply
involved to warrant.such a course without
first making every reasonable effort to in-
duce Japan to exerfise her influence in
preventing large immigration to British
Columbia. i

He pointed to the fact that Japan was
a rising power ifi the east and that Can-
ada should not lightly take any steps
which would break up-° the alliance be-
tween the two -empires. The time might
come when, owing to complications in
Europe, the ships of Great Britain and
Japan might be floating side by side in
the harbors of British Columbia, acting
together for the defense of Canada. The
government took the wiser course of send-
ing to Japan, Hon. Mr. Lemieux, who
had effected a satisfactory arrangement.
" In closing Dr. Pugsley expressed his
conviction that Sir Wilfrid Laurier would
receive an emphatic renewal of confidence
on October 26. From reports from the
various sections of Charlotte County he
believed they would send Mr. Todd to
parliament and that the constituency
would again range itself under the Liberal
banner and declare adhesion to the policy
which had made for national development,
progress and prosperity.

The minister was cheered again and
again as he resumed his seat.

George M. Byron brought the meeting
to a close in a fighting speech which was
greatly to the liking of his audience. His

LAURIER IN QUEBEC

He Delivers a Strong Vigorous
Appeal and Predicts a Sweeg-
ing Victory.

(Montreal Star.)
Sir Wilfrid Laurier in speaking in Que-
bec.on Monday night made no new declar-
ations of policy and no promises regard-
ing public works, but called attention to
what had already been accomplished 1m
the way of harbor improvements, of the
Transcontinental Railway and its connec-
tions and of the appointment of the Que-
bec Bridge Commission. :

In appealing for support for Messrs.
Lachance and Power, he intimated that
votes for them meant votes for him-
self. He also referred to the govern-
ment’s special claims upon the support of
the Dominion on exactly the same lines
as in his speeches in. other parts of the
country. < X

He looked back to the days of 1877,
when - he first was invited to . seek the
suffrages of his present .electors of Que--
bec Kast, and traced his own political ca-
reer and the story of his party from that
date to the present time, laying special
emphasis upon his efforts fo promote the
peace and harmony of the ‘people of differ-
ent faiths, nationalities and provinces.

He eulogized those who had worked
with him at various times, including
Mesers. Tarte, Blair, Sifton, Fielding, Le-
mieux and Bureau, the mention of the
last two, who were present, meeting with
considerable enthusiasm.

Sir Wilfrid attacked his opponents as
constituting a party without a policy and
apparently having no better purpose in
public life than ‘the constant use of the
muck rake and the exploitation of scan-
dals.

In regard to charges of extravagance
he said that all the government’s ex-
penditure had been warranted by the
growing condition of the country, and
that due regard was being had to the
public. exchequer and revenue, without
which much more might have been ex-
pended. With the continued good will
and active co-operation of friends and
suppqrters all over the country, such as
was so strikingly in evidence here to-
night, he foretold another crushing defeat
for their opponents on the 26th inst.

THREE MASTED SCHOONER
SINKS OFF GRAND BANKS 3
AND TWENTY-FIVE LOST

Halifax, N.S., Oct. 7.—(Special.)—A
despatch from North Sydney says: “The
French three-masted schooner Juanita
has foundered on the Grand Banks with
her crew of twenty-five.

The Juanita was owned in Granville,
France, by Yvon Freres and fitted out
for the banks fishing at St. Pierre early
last spring, and  several times .during
the season came into Nova Seotia ports
for bait. The vessel had a successful
season’s fishing, and was-on her last trip
out from. St. Pierre when the disaster
occurred.

The schooner was riding at anchor
when a gale came on and so strained her
that ‘she opened at the bow ‘and before
the crew could make any effort to save
themselves the vessel had plunged bow
first, carrying to death twenty-five of her
crew.

“As by a miracle, in the confusion and
darkness, the captain got on a, piece of
floating debris and remained for thirty-
six hours, when he was rescued by the
fishing schooner General Archimare, in
an exhausted and almost unccnscious con-
dition. The terrible ordeal through which
he had passed bereft him of his reason.

“Several days after hig rescue, duriug
his conscious moments, the captain inco-
herently told of his sufferings and fight
for life while holding on to the frail
plank. ‘To add to the misery and danger,
two dogs which had been on the ship,
swam around after the ship went down,
and when daylight broke they swam to
where the sole survivor was clinging on
his frail life preserver, and attempted to
share it with him by climbing on the
plank. . :

“Endeavoring to keep the dogs away,
which meant his: death if they succeeded,
the captain grasping with one hand one of
the dogs he choked it into insensibility;
the other he succeeded in holding long
enough under water to drown and once
more the survivor had the plank to him-
self.”
