Summer legal aid project
offers help and advice

The Faculty of Law and the Law

Club has offered legicare to per-
sons who have difficulty obtaining
legal aid.

A student-run legal aid project
this summer sent two law students,
Rolly Laing and Donna Koziak, in-
bo the Boyle Street area to serve
as legal counsel ta residents.

The committee involved with the
projeet outlined in its report three
general objects for the pilot-
project phase: (1) to help residents
contact existing sources of legal
aid and other help; to provide
actual legal aid mnd advice. (2) to
increase awareness mmong res-
idents of their situation as citizens,
particulmrly regarding the 1mw. (3)
to analyse legislation insofar as its
effectiveness is concerned and to
suggest changes in existîng leg-
islation or new legisiation where
deemed necessary.

To carry these objectives for-
ward, two research assistantships
were provided through the Law
Faculty which enabled the two
students to hegin work in the area
during the summer months. After
office space was obtained in a cen-
tral location, it then became the
task of the workers to proceed
with the pilot project phase, deter-
mining if there existed a need in
the Boyle Street area which 1mw
students could help fi.

Personal contact was emphasized,
and the students acted as personal

counsels ta their many clients.
If a situation arose requiring

legal advice, the problem was re-
searched by the workers and the
advice ta, be given was then
checked over by a professor fram
the Law School.

In the event that the problein
could be looked mfter by an exist-
ing agency, thc client was referred
ta that agency.

Numerous telephone calîs for in-
formation were handled in this way
once thc facts had been sorted out.

In a large number of the cases
demît with, the inquirer needed
only ta have his problem properly
defined ta make the solution ap-
parent.

In Uic majority of cases, thc
workers were able to take direct
and positive action.

The students' report said "the
idea of Uie project wms very suc-
cessful in the area, and Uic rea-
idents came ta feel that they could
ask thc questions Uiey had wmited
so long ta ask and the workers
hmd the time ta provide the an-
swers mnd spend a little time ex-
plining thc reasons behind the
answers."

The comniittee is convinccd the
benefits to Uic profession, the stu-
dents, and society mîl prove the
value of the Student Legmi Serv-
ices Project, and plans for Uic con-
tinuation of the project during thse
school term are under cd'nsidera-
tion.
