Ther-
brief showed considerable en- 
thusiasm for Dal’s role in an At- 
lantic federation and was passed 
without dissent at the Nov. 10 
meeting.
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Most of the representatives 
from other universities have 
shown an eagerness to partici­
pate in such a cooperative. By
unanimously accepting the com­
mittee brief which favoured join­
ing the FASC, the members of 
the Dalhousie Student Council 
expressed a similar enthusiasm.

If Council’s decisions are to 
be carried out, the members of 
the liaison committee should be 
permitted to continue their in­
vestigation of Dalhousie’s pos­
sible contribution to an Atlantic 
federation, including providing 
responsible representation at 
FASC gatherings. By overuiing 
Councils decision and sending 
Gillis and Robart rather than 
the committee members, the 
Executive provided Dal students 
with NO representation.
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When contacted by the Ga­

zette. three members of the Coun­
cil Executive 
Rosemary Marchant and Don Ro­
bart said they had no knowledge 
of the passing of the brief.

When asked why Gillis and 
Robart were chosen as dele­
gates. SUB Affairs Sec. Steven­
son said, “We wanted to send 
someone who could figure out 
what was going on. There are a 
lot of discrepancies in their 
(the FASC) budget.”
