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two or more members who may desire to play a game
of Rilliards or Pool; and if any player be so practising
he shall at once cease doing so, if two or more members
desire the use of the table.

Smoking.
Smoking will not be permitted in the Dining-Room.

Miscellaneous Rules.

No servant shall be reprimanded or in any way pun-
ished by the members. In the event of fault being
found in any department, it shall be stated in writing
to a member of the Commiittee in whose department the
fault exist, who shall take measures for correcting it,
communicating the result for the satisfaction of the
party complaining.

A member shall be responsible for any debt to the
Club incurred by any strangers he may have introduced.

No, Wines, Liquors, or Refreshments shall be fur-
nished in the Reading Room, and no conversation shall
be carried on therein.

The Local Daily papers are on no account to be taken
out of the Reading Room during the day or evening of
publication, uor any other.papers for one day after they
are laid on the table.

Sandwiches or Biscuits may be served to members in
the Reception, Billiard and Card Rooms up to gne-half
hour before the hour of closing.

The Wine Room shall be closed everv evening one-
half hour before the hour of closing the Club.
