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THE ANGLICAN PRIESTHOOD.

A SERMON PREACHED AT |

LAND, BY

ETER, ENG=
REV., CHARLES COUPE, 8,
[ lately lectured to you, my brethren,
on the origin of Protestantism in Eog-
land and proved to you that not only

was the * Reformation ” enginecred b
Henry VIIL, but that it was brought
in dead against she will of the English
peopie. My aut for that stat nt

v1s the Protestant Dr James Gairdner,

writer on the Tudor period, with whom
no other living historian ecan pretend
even distantly to compare, and the par
ticular work from which I quoted was
his “ Lollardy.” In the lecture referred
to | made but a passing reference to
Anglican orders, but as my obiter
dictum ocecasioned controversy in the
local press, I now take up that subject
in more detail. Of course, Anglicans
are no part of the Church, whether their
orders are valid or invalid.

With the “ Nag's Head" story [ have
nothing to do, and 1 believe it to be
groundless. With Barlow's own conse-
cration as Bishop I have no time to
deal, though he was most probably
never consecrated a Bishop, and there
fore could never have validly conse-
crated Parker an Archbishop, with the
consequence that the Anglican clergy
are laymen. But I am going to show
you that the Edwardine Ordinal, ac-
cording to whieh Anglican cleries are
supposed to be ordained priests and to
be conseerated Bishops and A rehbishops,
has from the beginning been regarded
as invalid,

At the outset let me forestall an ob-
jection that the condemnation by Rome
of Anglican orders is the outcome of
antagonism to Anglicanism.
That is not so. For, first, these orders
were condemned at the beginning of
Queen Mary's reign, when England was
reunited to the Catholie Chareh, and
five years before any question arose as
to Parker's consecration as Archbishop
of Canterbury, under Elizabeth. Sec-
ondly, it is the dogmatic teaching of
the Catholiec Church (Couneil of Trent,
sess, 8. can, 9) that any one who affirms
that the sacrament of orders can be
repeated is a heretic ; and therefore if
Anglican orders were valid, no Catholic
could without grave sin deny them.
Thirdly, the Tudor “ Reformers™ them-
selves, who framed the Edwardine Or-
dinal, and Protestantized England, not
only did not believe in orders, but os-
tentationsly flaunted their disbelief in
them and changed the ordinal in order
to express that dishelief. Of course it
is no use to discuss here what post
“ Reformation " Anglican divines have
taught, or do now teach, concerning
orders ; for the golden chain was broken
under Elizabeth, and can never be re-
united.

The Anglican, of Edwardine Ordinal
of 1550 was at the beginning of Mary's
reign, adjudged a defective rite ; con-
sequently the ordinations of priests
and the consecration of Bishops and
Archbishops made under that rite were
invalid, Aoccordingly, those Bishops
who had been consecrated under the
otd Catholic Pontifical and yet were
deprived of their Sees in Mary's time,
were so deprived, not because they
were not Bishops, but because they
were heretics, or had married, while
those similarly consesrsted who ab-
jured their schigm were restored. But
all those Bishops eonseorated under the
Kdwardine Ordinal were beld $o be no
Bishops at all and were deprived of
Sheir Bees. The seme line of treatment
wag adopted in repewd to the lower
¢clergy ; those ordained secording to the
Roman form were, under due oircum-
stances, absolved and restored; those
ordained secording to the Fdwardine
form were either driven forth as mot
heing priests at all or ware re-ordained
acoerding to the Catholio rite.

Pole the Edwardine Ordinal was con-
demned as an absolutely inadequate and
invalid form. Then let not the Angli-
cans of our time charge Leo XII, with
hostility and dishonesty when, at their
own request, he re-examined the ques-
tion of Anglican orders, and was com-
pelled by the truths again to condemn
them as invalid.

Hence when, in Elizabeth's day, Angli-
cans were ordained priests and con-
secrated Prelates under the Edwardine
Ordinal, it was done under a form that
had been officially and repcatedly de-
clared by the highest authority to be
invalid. Nay, Anglicans gloried in the
fact ; for instance, the Klizabethan
Bishop of Salisbury, Jewel, boasted that
Anglicans were then, under Elizabeth,
in 1509, ordained under the Edwardine
Ordinal, for otherwise ** the sink would
indeed have been emptied to no pur-
pose ; if we had suffered those dregs
to settle at the bottom. Those oily,
shaven, portly hypoerites we have sent
back to Rome, from whence we first
imported them ; for we require our
Bishops to be "—not * priests,” but-

“ pastors, laborers and watchmen ”
(Zurieh Letters, No ). With the five
years of Mary's reign, given them to
realize that the Edwardine Ordinal was
invalid, the Eiizabethan * Reformers "
nevertheless deliberately adopted it !
Why ? Because the correlative of
“priest” is “sacrifices ;" and therefore,
as they denied that the Catholic Mass
is a saerifice, so they logically denied
that a Cath
priest. As Edwin Sandys, the Eliza-
bethan Archbishop of York, said :

“ There can be no sacrifice without a
priest ; as there ean be no priest where
there is no sacrifice,”” Then he denies
that the Catholic Mass is a sacriflce ;
for which it follows that there can be
no Catholie priest : * Where the Popish
priesthood taketh footing, and in what
ground the foundation thereof is laid,
[ cannot find in the Seriptures. Anti-
christ is the author of that priesthood ;
to him they sacrifice, him they serve.”
(Sermons xxi., p. 411.)

There is not a single “ Reformer " in
the Tudor period but denied the sacri-
fice of the Mass, and therefore denied
the priesthood of the ministers. The
Anglican priest, therefore, is a priest
only in the sense that a paper flower is
a flower, or that the Anglican Church
is a Cuurech. The Anglican Chureh, or
“ Kstablishment,” is nothing more than
a civil department ; and the Anglican
is simply an officer of the State.
Is it satire to say that 2 Well, at any
rate, Cranmer, the Protestant Arch-
Canterbury, said it. Here
are his words : * The minister of God's
Vord, under His Majesty, be they
Bishops, parsons, vicars and such other

priests as he appointed by His High
ness to that ministration. All
the said officers and ministers, as well

of the one sort as of the other, be ap-
pointed, assigned and elected by the
laws and orders of Kings and Priuces.
For the admission of many of these
oflicers be divers comely ceremonies
and solemnities used ; which be pot of
necessity, but only for a good order
and seemly fashion ; for if such oflices

and ministrations were committed
without such solemnity, they were
nevertheless truly committed. And

there is no more promise of God that
grace is given in the committing of the
ecelesiastical office than it is in the
committing of the eivil office.”” (Cf.
Pocock's Burnet, 1868, iv., p. 467.)

An Anglican minister, therefore,
needs no rite of ordination. ®uch at

least was the teaching of the first Pro-
testant Archbishop of Canterbury, who
said : * In the New Testament, he that
is appointed to be a Bishop, or a priest,
needeth no consecration, by the Serip-
Mare ; for election, or appointing thereto
is suflicient.” (Pocock’s Burnet, iv.,
178.)

And the man who is said to have con-
secrated Parker as Arehbishop of Can-
terbury, but who was most probably
never a Bishop himself, William Bar-
low, of Bath and Wells, endorsed this
view, held by both Henry VIIL and

Crarmer. He sald: “If the King's
grace, being Supreme Head of the
Chureh of England, did choose de-

nominate and elect any layman, being
learned, to be a Bishop ; that he so
chosen, without mention made of any
orders, should be as good a Bishop as
v . the best in Eagland.” ¢CL
Steype, * Memorials.” I, 184).

The “Reformers” denied the Sacrifice
of the Mass, and therefore most logi-
cally denied the priesthood. The then
Bishop of Exeter, who minigbered in the
Cathedral under the shadow of which I
am now speaking, and who was himself a
leading prowmoter of the Edwardine
Ordinal, said: *Wherefore call they the
Mass, a sacrifice? KEven because (say

they), in the Mass, Christ the
Son is offered up unto  God
His Father. Oh, what a great

blasphemy is his; yea, to be abhorred
of all virtuous men. Why, then, do
they call it & sacrifice, seeing it is but
a remembrance of a sacrifice?” (Works
“The Defense of a Christian Man,” pp.
470-471) Then in a passage which is in
part too indecent to quote, this Bishop
of Exeter calls the Holy Mass “a hein-
ous and stinking abomination,” “the
devil's daughter,”’ etc., etc., and ends
his diatribe with the unqualified asser-
tion that the Mass “is a sacrament and
not s sacrifice.”

Go into this beautiful Cathedral here
in Exeter, Catholic in olden days, and
study the Catholic altar stone let into
she pavement that unhallowed feet may
trample on it and dishonor the five
crosses within which the Body and Blood
of Jesus Christ were once conseorated,
and then wender at the modern High
Church party in England, who eclaim
to be Catholic priests and Cakholic
Bishops, rightly erdained and consecrat~
ed under she Edwardine Ordinal.

The Thirty-nine Articles have to be
subscribed by all Bishops snd clergy of
the Establishment. The twenty-eighth
of these erticles declares that the
“Baorament of the Lord's SBupper wea
not, by Ohris¥’s ondinense * * *
worshipped.” And the thirty-first says
of Holy Maes that it is a “blasphemous
fable and dangerous deceit.” At the re-
qwest of Anglicans the questfon of An-
glican orders has, in our own day, been
ro-exsmined by Rome, and again these
orders have been sondemned as absolute-

and Broad Chureh seetions of the Estab-
lishment declare them to be invalid.
The Old Catholies, or Neo-Protestants,

of Holland pronounce them invalid.
The Russian Church hold them for in-

valid. The Eastern sects which during
the ages have split off from Rome also
regard them as invalid.

In the face of all this accumulation of
evidence—and 1 have given but a tittle
of the whole—does it not pass compre-
hension that High Aonglieans should en-
large and write pamphlets on the valid-
ity of Anglican orders and shonld per-
suade their people to remain in a com-
munion which by their own teaching is
herctica! ?

Let me end with the evidence of the
present Bishop of Hereford, who is only
repeating the official teaching of the
Establishment, In his 1903 address at
the Advent ordination in Hereford
Cathedral, His Lordship said : * The
kingdom of Christ has no sacerdotal
system. It interposes nosacrificial class
between GGod and man, no class by whose
intervention alone God is reeonciled
and man forgiven. * * * And this
absence of any sacerdotal order from
the Christian Church, rightly under-
stood, i3 deserving of all the more care-
ful attention, because of the tendeney in
a section of our Church of England to
drift back toward the erroneous
misleading Roman doetrine of a sacrific

ing priesthood.” (* Tablet.” Feb., 13,
1909, p. 247))
Here then 1 end, with these two

double questions. When lately a goodly
number of the Anglican Bishops, headed
by the Archbishop of Canterbury, as-

be Catholic Bishops, and to be the
rizhtful and lineal saccessors of Eadulf,
the first Bishop of Credition, who about
the year 909 was consecrated at Canter-
bury Cathedral by Archbishop Pleg-
mund-—as the spokesman on the occa
sion.

its pedestal. Beecher, it is not too much
to say, died of a broken heart. The
second volume of his “Life of Christ”
never appeared, for the revelations at
the trial of Beecher made it an impos-
sibility. Here is what he said of the

But there were two Saint Augustines.
The first was the glant tatellect of
Christendom in the fourth and fifth
centuries. He was born in the year of
Our Lord 430, He was for many years
Bishop of Hippo in Africa,

The other St. Augustine was a monk
in Rome, and in the year 506 he with
forty other monks was sent by Pope
Gregory I, to convert the Anglo-Saxons
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to Christianity. In 597 he was conse-
cerated Archbishop of Canterbury and
Metropolitan of Eogland. He died in
the year 601,

It is probably this latter Augustie
that the Episcopalians wish to commem-
orate in honoring their churches with
the name.—N. Y. Freeman's Journal,
