RELIGIOUS ENGLAND,

CONDITION OF ENGLISE CATHOLICS CON
TRASTED WITH THE SECTS,

A correspondent of the Baltimore Hera'd ' char

bas lately been taking & peep into the
Churches of Great Britain, and incident-
ally gives & very interestiog picture of
the condition of Catholica there, He ;mys;

“England is a Protestsnt country ; there
is no mistake about that, From the
moment I firet landed en thcse shores I
felt I was in & land in which Catholicism
was tolerated, but had absolutely no
power whatever. I suppoee that there
are some 2,000,000 Cathelics in England,
Scotland and Wales out of a population
of 30,000,000, & far lower percentage than
in the United States or Canads, The
standivg of Roman Catholics in England
is peculiar, Theoretically, there is t.ler-
ation; practically, the fact of being a
Catholic {5 a barrier to employment in &
Protestant bousehold in any such capacity
as would bring such Catholie in contact
with children.  Catholic tutors and Cath.
olic governesses can onlf find employ-
ment in families of the like faith, The
feeling is ot cne of aversion, but of dis-
trust,

“Outside of domestic relations the
religious friction is not so strongly mani.
fested. One Ellnl an idea of the feeling
of the English people on the entire ques-
tion of Protestant supremscy by notin
the gcnﬂ{ contemptuous tone in whic|
the msjority of Evg'ishmen ard English.
women speak of the Irish people, They
evidently regard the ignorance of the

b population as the direct result of the
influence of the priesthood, and uniformly
refer to Irelacd as “priest ridden’ coun-
try.

In my humble judgment, such & remark
is a8 applicable to England as to Ireland.
The parson and the fquire rule matters
pretty much as they like throughout the
rural districts, They control politics to
the same extent as 1he machine bosses do
in the United States, Whenever an elec-
tlon takes place for members of & local
board of education the parson immedistely
sets to work to insure the return of a
msjority of members subscribing to the
doctrine of the Kstablished Chuxch, and
Is almost invariably successful in the
effort, Ina lus: number of instances the
clergyman of the Established Church is
not only & member of the local echool
board, but contrives to kave himself
elected as chairman,

“Unlike the Protestant Epiccopal
Church of the United States, the Erglich
establishment fs enormously wealthy. The
Archbizhop of Canterbury receives at least

75,000 & yeer, and the poorest of the
bishops bas an anpual etiperd of 810,000.
From this the ealaries descend to the
begfnuly pittance accorded te the poor
toiling curate, who often does all the work
of a e parich for about $400 per
annum, while the favored rector draws a
salary of 85,000 for dcing nothing. The
average income of the rectors of the
Anglican Church is about $2£00 per
aonum. The curates receives fiom
400 to $300, and, as I have
already remarked, do all the work. Some
rectors have as many as four curates, and
two are & very common allowance,

FREDERICK LUCAS.
CONVERSION AND VALUABLE SERVICES OF
AN ILLUSTRIOUS LAYMAN,

About at the eame time with the cele-
bratcd Oxford movement, which brought
£0 many learned and devout Anglicans into
our Catholic fold, there also camre, humbly
demanding and receiviig admittaxce, a
new postulant, in the person of a young
barrister f the Middle Temple, London,
Mr, Frederick Lucas. He came, manifest-
ing Do less earncstness and zeal than
others, and wes, as after events proved,
destined to become & conepicuous figure
in events than beeomirg an mlporhnt por
tion of the history of Cathclicity in the
Britich realms,

From a new Erglish woik, giving the
life of thie great man, snd written up by
bis brother, Mr, Edward Lucas, we glean
tke following extracts in the hope that
amcng Columbian resders may be found
mavy to imitate his noble example,
They will well repay the time spent in
their perusal :

Frederick Lucas was born in tke year

In the year 1837 he was greatly struck
by reading an article on Cathedral Es!ab-
lishments in the Quarterly Revisw, ard the
direction which that srticle gave to the
future founder of the Tablet may surely
be reckoned as the most important of the
unrecognized eervices of the grest Tory
organ., The intellectual atmosphere of
the time was charged with Catholicism,
for the beginnings of the Oxford move-
ment were in the air; snd Lucas’s longings
for religious certainty and the rubtless
logic which was always the distinguirhing
attribute of his mird, did the rest. And
yet, inthe end, the tremendous change
came unexpectedly and with a carlouns
suddenre:s,

The income of | Lucas was received into the Catholic

Church by Father Lithgoe, of the Soclety
of Jeeur,  If ever a conversion could be
deecribed as thorough, it was the conver-
sion of this man,

A year after bis reception into the
Church, this young barrister, a convert
of twelve months, was chosen by his
co-rel’gionists to establish and conduct
the paper, which from tbat time forward
was to serve as an organ and voice of
Englkh  Catholiclsm throughout the
world. It was a strange choice, and a great
trust, but the confidence was splendidly
repaid. It is said of him by those best able
to judge, that though some of tke deepest
and most difficult of questions came be
fore him for diecussion, never once from
the founding of the London Tablet in 1840,
till his death, in 1855, did he enunciate a
single principle at variance with Catholic
octrine,

Says his Biogre pher : “His theology was
not merely speculative, but eminently
practical. To the religious test he brought
all questions of pollt?c- ; of statesmanship,
of that minor department of statesmanship
political economy; all questions of right
and duty of the varlous conditions of
public life, He was a politician with a
coneclence, and one whose principles, being
firmly founded, were not liable to change,”
And for the truth of these words there is
the witness of fifteen eventful years—
years of labor and sacrifice, and years of
service never to be forgotten by the Cath-
olics of the United Kingdom.

The first number of the Tablet A(fpened
on May 16, 1840, and Lucas placed at the
bead of the journal a saying of Burke's :
