THE CHURCH IN IRELAND,

The Irish Catholic Directory for 1890,
edited by the Very Rev. Canon Keogh,
glves as the statistica of the Cathoile
Charch in Ireland 382 archbishops and

delivered & short address, o which he
warmly complimented Pere Monsabze on
the great and glorious work he bad accom-
plished duriog his twenty years® tenavcy
of that pulpit, which bad been occupled
by Ravigosuand Lacordaire before him.
1.{:0 Oardinsl. Archbishop stated that he
bad been suthorlzed to convey to the
preacher an expression of the Sovereign
Pontiff's warm aporoval and congratula-
tion, and that His Holiness bas commanded
Pere Monsabre to deliver & ‘course of
eormons dariog Advent at'the Church
of Sin Andre dells Valle in Rome.

At this sesson of Lent the attention of
Oatholies 18 tarned towsrds the pulpit of
Notre Dame. This is not only because of
its present ilustrlous occupsnt, Pere
Monsabre, but alio becaunse of the memor.
jes and associations that cluster around it,
It 1s now forty five years sluce Lacordaire
preached from it for the firet time, and,
by = single sermon, made it famous. At
the sge of thirty two be attalned at once
the height of popularity. Bat jast as bis
career ssemed marked out as that of
Obristian apologist from the metropolitan

ulpit, and as expectant thousands were
Englng on his words, Le vecated his post,
glving as his resson that be wished to be
alone with his weakness and with God.

He dlsappesred to reappest in the same

ulplt five yesrs later clad as & Domin-
can monk, The garb he wore was a

roscribed one, the religious Orders having
gun banished from France since the
Revolution. The times were difficult,
religlous and political Interests warring
together in fierce strife. Louls Philippe,
in the Tulleries close by, with character-
fstic caution, was afraild to give support
to the bold Dominican who came to clsim
for his co-religlous Ordere, and for the
members of otber religlons Orders, the
liberty of French clifzens, Bat the Arch.
bishop of Parls, Monsignor Affre, who &
few years later was to meet bis death be-
fore the barricades, did not share the
kiog's fears, He openly su ported Lacor
daire, who, for the second time in his Ife,
won his cause and his position by a single
sermon. ‘

His labors In the pulpit made famous
by bim, which lasted for eleven years,
bave paseed into history. C)mbined with
those of the Jesult Pere Ravigvao, they
may be esid to mark with a lamlnous
track the eccleeiastical records of the ege.
Among Lacordaire’s last utterances in
Notre Dame was & farewell to the cld
Cathedral snd one aleo to his hearers.
To these last he eald: “Nothlog csn
benceforth prevent you from belog my
consolation in this life, as you will be my
crown in eternity,” He qulited the pul-
pit in 1851,

Pere Moneabre, upon whom all eyes
are now turned, ascended it ln 1869, suc-
ceeding him who was known to French
Catholics at the time ss Pere Hyaclnthe.
Apart from his own worth, tie came with
good credentials. Lscordalre,. when in
the sutamn of life, had received him
with open arms at the Convent of
Flavigny, snd, s litdle lster on, hearing
bim preach, had sald : “Tnat young man
{s glorfous ” Agsia, a little later, he had
exclsimed, “‘He will some day be my suc-
cossor in the pulpit of Notre Dame.”
Pere Moneabre is perhapa the most popu

bishops, with two having no jurlediction
in the island ; 1 013 parlsh priests, 1 895
adminlstrators, curates and secular priesta
not employed in parochlal work, 542
priests belongiog to regnlar orders,
making about 3 374 prieats, though there
are believed to be about 3450, some re
tired or unemployed not sppearing in the
retarns, The regular orders once so im-
portaut in numbers o Ireland are now
chiefly in the province of Dablin, which
has 38 houses of regulare, and 277 regular
priests, and in the province of Cashel,
which has 26 hounies with 177 regular
priests, The orders are chicfly the Augna.
tinians, Carmelltcs, Capuchians, Domini-
cans, Hranciscars, Congregation of the
Holy Ghost, Soclety of Jesus, Matiate,
Oblates, Passiontats, L zsriste, Order of S:
Jobn of Gad. The dlccsse of Dab'in bay
511 priests ; Meath standiog next with 184§
then Armagh with 179; Cork, 167;
Kildare, 166, Tuoe smaller dlocess, Rusy,
has only 25 priests, The United States
h1s now probably more Catholles of Irish
birth and descent in part or in whole than
Ireland {tself. With its 14 archbishops,
73 blshope, 8,332 priests, 1t haas the great
eet body of Eogi:hspeaking Catholics in
the world,

should ba modified 50 as to take away the
power of School Boards to interfore with
Church aud Private schools, An educa-
tlon In any Parochlal or Privice school of
good charscter should be sufliclent. You
wiil find the Germans opposed to it be-
cause of the clause which eays English
ehall be taught. I think it would bo well
to speak and teach both languages. Iam
pot anxlous to see the German language
dle out in this country, for it broadens
the public mind, The Gormans are a
deep-mlunded race, broad thinkers and their
languega helps to broaden and modify
pubitc opinion.

But grander far and more beautiful in
my opinion, the charity of the Good
Shepherd ! To appreeinte it by illustra-
tion, let us muppoes that a party should
be given here to-night and I would lead
thither as my compauion, not a complete
outcast, but & woiaan of stained reputa-
tlon. My life might be the forfelt of my
temerity In Introducing among your
wives, your daughters and your friends
such & person. The anger would do you
honor, becanee prompted by your detesta
tlon of vice, your horror of & woman who
Qs lost her virtue, For whilea woman’s
heart {s the very home of pity, yet even
in & woman’s heart there 13 no pity for au
erring elster’s shama,

Against the fallen woman the world
prounounces a doom of outlawry &0 inex
orable that, in a measure, it prefigures
that awful sentence which bofoxe the Bar
of God inevitably awaits her, unless she
repent. If to relieve the poor be charity,

women devoted themselves to the service
of QGod, to rescue from sin the fallen
women from whom the whole world turrs
away io scorn, When I read yesterdsy
the fimple words of their design expressed
in thelr charter: “Having devoted our
lives to the preservation from vice of chil.
dren who are in danger of it; to the
reformation of prostitutes who are willing
to sbsndon thelr shsmeful calliog”’—
opposlug councll paid to its beautifal
thought the great tribute that the words
were my own, that [ “was preaching.”
Yet I was reading only the words of the
text, and, I may add, a text fully carrled
into practice, These ladies of the Good
Shepherd, not for » day, for a month, or
even for years, devote themselves to the
work, but consecrate their lives to this
grest charlty, They extend the haod
of kiudness to these ‘poor outcasts,
wallowing 1o the very slums «cf
degeadation and, I may add, but too
ofcen the victime, basely betrayed by the
lust of desigoing men profiting by specu-
latiog upon the very confidence of thelr
victims, A confidence which, possess:
ing no guile, imputes it not to others.
Perbaps the offer 1s rejected, the answer
to it is one of dewair! *“No use! the
world rejects us! Even if we reform we
bear its inexorable carse.” Bat to this
o gentle accents the Blsters reply :
“Come to us; we will recelve you : care
for you ; protect you; home you shall
have among us ; souls you have to save ;"
and to ‘ﬁn emphasis to thelr words, point-
Ing to the ecene of Calvary, tell them :
“Toere Is your God! He dled upon the
cross to save the proetitute as well as the
pure.” Can there be nobler charity than
this? Ard how fow think who #ve and
who edmtre the noble band of Caarity and
of other religlons, devoted to works of
mercy, what treloing Is requlsite to pro-
duce such beings. Has it not been as
when we vlew some beautiful work of art
we have thought only of the work, but
taken n» heed of the struggle, the care it
bas cost ; ea of a plece of fiae lace that for
months und yesrs, with straining eyes,
has occupled the artiat, perhaps the loes of
gight its culmination !

I know by bitter experlence what it
{nvolves. My only daughter is now a
religlous of one of tae converts in France
of the very Ozder. A child of such ten
derness and affection that I mever left
home for office or returned after ths day’s
toil was over, but that, if she hesrd my
footetep, she ran to meet me and, her
arms entwined about my neck, she &
rapturously kissed me asif it hid been
for the absence of a voyage. Talented,
accomplished, dutiful, she s gone and we
may never meet again, Think you that
she has no heart? That I have none to
consent to such a separation? The trath
to!d, two hearts are wrang with asguleh
And in a recent visit to her, my aunt and
cousins, still Huguenot, s:ill clioglng to
the “faith of their fithers,”” visited her,
aud to quote thelr langasgs, ‘it was ter-
rible to see how happy she was, for,” as
they thought, “she was too young to
kn)>w her own wiill.” And they added
that she never mentloned my name bat
tears glistened In her eyes. Seeming fa-
conslstency, but most easlly explained.
She and I both belleve that G.d called
her to this duty we both regard as heroic
Grieve we may that we do not meet, and
yet we rejoice that G>d has thus honored
her. No selfish feeling prompts either to
falter, nor are we in this more ucfeellng
than the mother who, with blinding tears,
bids farewell to her darliog son, called in
the servica of hie country to the field of
daoger—with thle difference, that with us
it is the higher, the noblier, the holler
dutytoG:d! Bat haveyouever thought
of the straggle such a life involves—Ilts
trials! Thoat to be fitted for the sphere,
neophyte must, in the heyday of youth,
when life 1s vivid with its most brilllant
illustons, forsake kindred, friends, leavea
homs of refiaement, peraaps even of
luxury !—not for glory, forshe hides even
ber nam> to take that of a religicuse; not
for money, for she glves of her owa
wealth—but for the love of God, to
devoto her whole life to the rescue of the
unfortunate haxlot, that tha latter may be
susuged from an outcsst here to an angel
hereafter.
