account of the Joss sustained by them
in the death of Vicar General Laurent,
who was a steady friend and constant
benefactor of the society.

His Grace expressed bhimselfl as being
bighly plessed at the marked progress
of the society, as shown by the reporte.
Although some of the conferences had
deteriorated, or were at & standetill, yet
this was more than counterbalanced by
the advancement of the rest. On the
whole he was much gratified. A
great deal of good still remained
to be done; there was s lot of
poor still in the city which the
society had not yet reached. He ex
horted them to be earnest and active in
prosecuting this noble work of charity.
A special eftort should be made to swell
their membership. This was altogether
too small for a city like Toronto, They
should endeavor to get gnod, wortby men
who were animated by the true epirit of
charity. Thereverendspeaker thendwelt
pnrlieululyonthondvinbililyohecuring
good young men as members. Naturally
they would be more vigorous and push
ing than older men ; besides it would be
a shield and a eateguard against the
temptations to which young men are
peculiarly subjected. He suggested
that & commitiee be formed to look
after those children who, on account
of being compelled to beg, are
in danger of belog committed to Pro-
testant institutions. He fnstanced a case
which occurred durlng the past week
where a Cathollc child was sentenced for
thrce years to some industrial echool by
the Police Magletrate for begging. He
closed with kindly words of praise for the
work they bed done and of encourage-
ment to continue on as they were dolng,
and God would assuredly bless thelr Jabore
and reward them a hundredfold in His
heavenly kingdom.
