As far as could
be learned it a that the unfortunate ship
encountered the full fary of the terrific gales
which have occasioned so much havoc amongst
the vessels traversing the Atlantic, and after the
most fearful rolling and heaving she sprung a
leak, and at length the crew were Jded to
take the boats and abandon ber. This took
place on the 16tk of February, but for several
days the ship had been in the most critieal posi-
tion, and on the 11th she was struck by a heavy
sea which crushed in the saloon, where Captain
Hand, his wife, child, and servant were, and all
perished by drowning, it is with the
exception of the servant. About the same peviod
the chief officer and two seaman were w
overboard and drowned. As before stated, the
remainder of the crew took to the boats, and
must have suffered much from exposure. The
poor servant girl who death when the
cabin was crushed in, is to have died on
the 21st ult. How long they were out in the
boats has not yet transpired, but they were picked
up by the ship William Fotheri and a
telegram from Havre yesterday n an-
nounced their safe arrival at that port. The
Spartan foundered shortly after she was aban-
doned. The ship and freight insured to the ex-
tent of £30,000, the bulk of which was effected
at Lloyd’s. The cargo of stores was valued at
£30,000. —Ezx.
