Amsterdam, Oct. 3.—Germany has
made no proposals whatsoever for a
geparate peace either to France o:
Great Britain. Dr. von Kuehlmaun,
the German Foreign Secretary,
makes this announcement, . accord-
ing to an official statement received
here frem-Berlin in answering the
speech made by General Verkhovsky,
the Russian Minister of War, befor.
the Demoeratic Congrese .in Petro-
grad. The statement reads:

“Pne Russian War Minister, Gen-
eral Verkhovsky, cssertedsi at---the
Petrograd Democtatic Congress that
the Imperial Chancellor, Dr. Mich-
aelig, had stated among other things
at Stuttgart that Germany-was read)
to return Alsace-Lorraine to Franc..
The Imperial Chancellor’s utterances
at Stuttgart are generally known
and the assertiion of the Russian War
Minister is an invention.

“General Verkhovsky further stal-
cd thdt it was Germany’s intenticn
to make a separate peace with Great
Britain and France at the cost ol

2ussia and that Great Britain and
France had informed the Raussian
Governmént that they would not be
parties to any such proposal. )

“Y herewith state that Germany
has made no proposals whatever for
a separate peace either to France o:
Great Britain.”

Tast month reports were circulat-
ed in Russiathat France and Greal
Dritain had fTeceived offers from
Germany to make peace at the ex-
pense of Russia. They became oo
insistent that the Russian :Govern
ment obtained from Ftrance and
Great Britaih formal denfals that
they would make peace with Ger
many to the detriment of Russia.
Generai Verkhovsky made this an
nouncement before the Democratic
Congress in Petrograd on Septembe:
28. The reported statement of Gen
eral Verkhovsky as regards Alsace-
Lorraine has not been received pre
viously in this country.

American training camp in France
Oct. 3.—(By the Associated Press).
-—American medical officers will de-
vote the coming winter to a special
study of the diseases peculiar to the
war and war conditions, in addition
to their work at the forward casualty
clearing stations on the British and
French fronts.

At the casualty stations they will
get all the experience they desire in
the marvellous war surgery which
has made such rapid strides in the
past three years. They will be train-
ed in all the medical phases of their
work in the field at special schools.
The first of these schools will be
established this month at the hosa-
pital taken over by the Johns Hop-
kins hospital unit soon after the
first contingent of American troops
landed in France.

One subject to which much atten-
tion will be devoted will be that of
“ghell shock,” which has proved very
troublesome to both the British and
French medical officers. Neurolo-
gists attached to the various Ameri-
can units will study the problem at
French and British hospitals, an_d
afterwards will give lectures to fheir
fellow medical officers, both in the
hospitals and attached to the troops
in training.

There ig no more pitiful object in
the world than a man acutely suffer-
ing from shell shock. Hypnotism has
been used frequently as a cure fnr
shell shock. It stops the trembhn;,j
and twiching in most cases, but of
late it has come to be regarded as
not a real cure. The British have
found that soldiers suffering from
shell shock who do not have hypnotic
treatment invariably get’ back to
duty quicker than those who do.

Shell shock often causes deafness,
dumbness and blindness—the effect
of the concussion from an exploding
missile nearby. A man may be toss-
ed about by three or four shells
without getting hit by a fragment
or g splinter, but the effect of this
tossing always tells on his nervous
system. Some of the worst shell
shock cases have,been those where
soldfers were buried under the earth
thrown up by huge projectiles. Such
pburial does not always ‘affect the
man that way. Itis related that re-
cently. when an old British sergeant
was dug out from under a ton or
more of shell debris and asked if he
was hurt, he replied:

“No, sir. 1 guess not, but T am
sertainly strong for a separate
peace.”

Shell shock comes when the
men aré compelled to sit in trenches
for long periods or when they are
out on nerve-testing patrol duty be-
tween the fighting lines at night and
a big German nrissile bursts unex-
pectgilly over them.

- The treatment of shell shock cases
is often closely akin to that for tem-
porary insanity. The doctors and
other attendants strive always to get
the confidence of their patients and
try to start them talking, when the
trembling and other manifestations
frequently disappear.
