The bond of a belief in a common 
Saviour certainly ought to help the 
members of a church family to bear 
with each other’s weaknesses. World- 
ly societies help their unfortunate 
members. I am told that Masons 
not only bury their dead; they care 
for living Masons who need help.

Why should not the children of 
God. bound together by the same 
spiritual bond of fellowship, try to 
bear the burdens of their spiritual 
brothers and sisters in Christ? Je- 
eus "come to seek and to save that 
which is lost.’ Yet some of us act 
as if a church member who is not 
always a perfect member must be ex­
pelled from the church fellowship 
When a minister does wrong or the 
finger of scandal points at the cleric­
al broadcloth, we say: "Out with 
him from the pulpit ! Away with 
him ! Away ! Away !" When a 
church official is weak or indiscreet, 
we proceed to deprive him of his 
churchly office. We have no toler- 
ance for any wrong-doing, no dispo­
sition to allow for the force of his 
temptation. Ah, that is not Paul’s 
way; that is not Christ’s. " Bear 
ye one another’s burden" means that 
church members have a right to look 
for their chief help and rescue from
