tion to details - make for greater pro-
fit than in the feeding of tarm ani-
nrals,

Upon the feed and feeding depends
their health, strength and efficiency,
It is only by systematic feeding that
one can determine what rations are
best suited to the requirements of the
individual animal,

Systematic feeding will invariably
show a large saviog in the amount of
food required by an suimal. This
fact has been demonstrated by thous-
ands of experiments in our experi
mental stations and._ upou thousands
of aystematic tarms.
