The goplicr is one of the species of
the rodents; there may be no gophers
in Bastern Canada, but there are plen-
ty of the tribe in the form of rats and
mice, that oft make havoc of growing
grain crops in the fleld and in the
barn. The Western farmers suffer
far heavier losses from the gopher, on
account of the grain lying out in the
fields so long. The school children
waged war against the destroyers of
the needed grain for the multitudes
in Europe.
