The cure of alcohol­
ism is a return to a physiological life. 
The ways by which either the preven­
tion or cure of alcoholism ate to be at­
tained are as multiform as the individ­
uals involved and the varieties of human 
existence. At another time we have 
called attention to the fact th't good 
food, well cooked, so as to be easily di­
gested, plays iu the prevention or cure 
of this disorder. We know of no such 
potent means of preventing alcoholism 
as the presence upon every table, at 
evety meal, of such food. Labors to­
ward this end should be encouraged by 
all win: ilesirti to see alcoholism wiped 
out of the community. Another means 
of preventing alcoholism is the avoid­
ance of exhaustion. The overworked 
literary, scientific or business individ­
uel must get rid of worry and fatigue, 
as hr feels that lie. must continue the 
race though lie knows the penalty. A 
hopeful outlook for the future is the 
gieater attention given to this matter. 
It is needful to urge the laborer to avoid 
exertion be)ond his strength and thus 
avojil the nervous exhaustion that en 
tiees to the consumption of alcohol, etc.
