Cooper, 8. 1,/ gontnlting engineer
of the Quebec: Bridge, brings
home in atartling fashion to the
Government a large sharé of the
responsibility for the awful falal-
ity of August 29th. Mr. COOp?r
is positive that the deflection in
« chord 9 west,” which happened
geveral days befort the accident,
showed that it was incapable of
doing its work, und that * it was
perfeetly possible by prompt and
intelligent action, to have stayed
the ¢hord and prevented the fail-
ure of the bridge.”

CALAMITY MIGHT HAVE
BEEN PREVENTED.

To another question Mr. Cooper
replied that this prompt action
should have been taken either by
the officers of the Phoenix Cor-
pany or the Quebec Bridge Com-
pany. Again he says: “X Dbe-
lieve if prompt action had been
taken to protect the chord from
further deflection, it could have
been done by the employment of
three hours work and $100 worth
of timber and bolts.”

BETTER INSPECTION NEED-
ED.

This sensational statement com-
ing from the chief engineering
authority connected with the
bridge places the responsibility on
the engineers at the spot, or on
those who failed to provide effi-
cient experts. Mr. Cooper states
that he does not believe that the
engineers at the work were equal
to the duties devolving upon them.
The engineer of the Phoenix Com-
pany oa the ground was Mr. Birks,
who was killed in the accident,
and who was “competent in his
line of experience” but without the
thorough training and knowledge
necessary for this important task.
As to the Quebec Company’s staff
Mr. Cooper believes that the only
one qualified for a superintendent
was Mr. McClure, who doubtless
djd his best. He did not think
that Chief Engineer Hoare had
qualifications “as a thoroughly
technically educated and experi-
enced bridge engineer.

STARTLING STATEMENTS.

Further Mr. Cooper testified
that his instructions had not been
followed in all particulars. He
had asked that the large traveller
be removed from the projecting
arm, and was told that it would
be done when the smaller one was
put inits place. He did not know
until after the collapse that both
travellers were on the bridge at
once. Again Mr. Cooper says that
the preparation of the plans was
too much hurried and that the
work of construction was too much
rushed to admit of proper ‘care.
He also makes the striking state-

While the Dominion addinis
tion went before Parliament and
obtained an appropriation of all
the money required, it allowed the
Bridge Company to make the con-
tracts, to settle the designs of the
bridge, to provide or not provide
proper superintendence to inspect
or not inspect the work of con-
struction. In fact the whole thing
was left as if the Government and
the nation had no interest in the
matter.

MR. GRAHAM'S SATISFAC-
TION.

The present Minister of Rail-
ways made a statement at the time
of the aceident in which he said
that the Government had done
right in not interfering with the
construction work. Thus he claim-
ed, the responsibility for the acci-
dent had been avoided. Now that
we have heard the evidence of the
Government bridge engineer, Mr.
Douglas, who said that the matter
the consulting engineer, who
states that there was mo proper
superintendence and inspection,
we begin to see what this escape
from responsibility means. If the
Government had provided ade-
quate inspection, according to Mr.
Cooper’s ideas, the calamity would
have been avoided, the bridge
would be in place and the victims
would be alive. The work might
have gone’on to completion, and
two or three years time have been
gained. Public outlay of some
$10,000,000 would have become
productive at & much earlier date.
A loss of millions would have been
avoided. But greater than all
some four score men who perished
in the disaster might have been
saved. Mr. Graham may rejoice
over a responsibility which he
fondly but vainly thinks the Gov-
ernment has avoided, but he would
have had more cause of satisfac-
tion over a catastrophe averted.

THE BELATED SESSION

Parliament is called for Nov-
ember 28th, a week later than
last year. Very little business
was done last year before the
Christmas holidays. Mr Fielding
delivered his budget speech con-
taining the new tariff bill, which
was then withdrawn for repairs
and heard of no more for nearly
two months. On #he 18th of
December ~the House. adjourned
until January 9th. The House
was in session before Christmas
only three full weeks. If the
Christmas adjournment is made
at the same time this year there
will be only two weeks work be-
fore January. It seems hardly
worth while to call the House
together and start the machinery
for so little work, especially as
the pay of the whole Parliamen-
tary staft begine when the House
meets, and continaes right
through the vacation.

There was practically no Govern-

public business. Though the fis-
cal year closed seven months ago,
only two of the departments have
issued their reports. When the
members come together abt the
end of next month they will for
the first time have before them
the blue-books which they shonld
have had opportunity to study
for three months befure Parlia-
ment met. One reason that so little
business is done in the early part
of the session is that the Govern-
ment is never ready with business
Another is that the private mem-
bers are obliged to spend the first
half of the session obtaining in-
formation that ought to be avail-
able when the House meets.

A GREAT TOUR.

Next week Mr Borden will
have finished his tour of the Dom-
inion.

those in the West were by far the
most largely attended, most
enthusiastic and the best from all
points of view of any ever held
west of Lake Superior. It is now
quite certain that there will be a
great political overturn in West-
ern Canada at the next general
election. Instead of a solid
British Columbia for the Govern-
went there is reason to expect an
almost solid Conservative repre-
sentation. In the new Provinces
the Conservatives aresanguine of
electing a large majority of re-
presentatives. They are taking
hold of organization work with
true western energy and deter-
mination. Manitoba was Con-
cervative in 1904, though the thin
red line steal gave the Govern-
ment three or four seats that did
not belong to it, and so enabled
Sir Wilfrid to claim a majority.
There is a strong determination
to prevent unother such outrage
even though vigilange committees
and shot guns should be required
The Halifax platform is exceed-
ingly popular throughout western
Canada.

Financial Panic In New
York.

——

During last week for several days,
there was a panic in fipancial -circles
in New York, and as a consequence
in other places. Many fortunes were
lost in the crash, and bank after bank
wenl to pieces. On Priday some im-
provement came and likely the diffi-
culiy is now tided over. Following is
a summary of Friday's financial news
in the great metropolis; ~ In the light
of the general excitement the savings
hanks thought it wise to put into
effect the rule requiring thirty to sixty
days’ notice for the withdrawal of de-
posits, and this will prevent the with-
drawal of money which would otber-
wise be put in safety deposit boxes.
The savings banks if they centinued
to ndake payments, would be obliged
to withdraw funcs from the nationdl
banoks, thereby causing an additional
strain on the general banking situa
tion.” There was not the slighest
hint that any of the savings institu-
tions was in anythiong byt the soundest
condition and it was pointed out that
the saviogs banks of this state are so
restricted by law by investing their
mouney that their ggn be no Juestion
that all of the securities in their pos=
session are of good value and readily
salable in normal times.

None ofthese companies bad any im-
portant business connection with the
larger banks which are representative of
the city’s financial affairs,

On the other hand a number of fav-
orable features marked the day. The
Trust Company of America and the
Liacola Trust Company, the two.or-
ganizations which suffered most from
runs, have been slowly payiog out to
their depositors, and closed today
with all demaods baving been met. In
the case of the trust Company of
Ametica, the run bas wellenigh spent
its force for the great bulk of the de=-
positors have beea paid off. At the|
close of business there were a good
maoy in line atthe Lincoln Trust
Company, but there also wasa marketﬂ
reduction in the number of anxious
depositors.

The most favorable incident of the
day was that the stock exchange was
provided with funds ampleto meet
its immediate necessities by a money
pool beaded by J P Morgan, which
sent $15,000,000 to the exchange
duting the afterncon. The stock
market had held relatively firm%all
day, but when the pool money was
offered in the loan coraer, there was
an immediate upturn of prices and the
market closed strong at the best
prices of the day. A very encourag-
ing feature of the aftefnoon’s develop-
ments was a signed statement by
Olark Williams, the newly appointed
state superintendent of banks, affirm-
ing the solvency of the local institu-
tions. :

There was the usual crop of alar—
mist reports afloat during the day, one
of them to the effect that a large dry
goods house wag seriously involved,
but this, as well as all the other
rumors, proved to be false.

A further encouraging develcpment
of the afternoon, the good effect of
which can scarcely be over=estimated,
was the decision arrived at uunoffici-
ally to issue clearing house certific=
ates, probably tomorrow. This will
relieve the banks materially -

At the time when the excitement
was at its height the announcement
that a pool had been formed with J P
Morgan at its head to come to the
rescue of the brokers, for whom it
was necessary to provide sums at
once in order that they might carry
tbe stocks they were holding for their
customers was received with unspeak-
able joy. The Morgan pool brought
a sum of money amounting to about
$ 25,000,co0 into the loan corner of
the exchange where it was quickiy dis-
tributed in  such lots would be
most effective in rendering support,
The effect of this relief measure
was iostantaneous and the rate on
call money dropped from 100 per
cent to 10 per cent. Stocks advanc-
ed more rapidly than they had de-
clined and it was only a few minutes
until Union Pacific, the market lead-
er, was selling at 105. Other stocks
were similarly aff:cted and the rally
was complete. Seldom, if ever, had
the veterans of finance seen a grave
situation saved so quickly and so
effectively by such a Napoleonic
stroke, Whea the stock exchange
closed everyone was gettiogall the
money he wanted. The close was
marked by a memorable scene in
which the brokers gathered around
the principal trading posts and gave
three cheers forJ Pierpont Morgan
and the members of the pool which
bad saved the day.

Of course anytbing in the shape of
a financial panic in Wall Street of-
fects the. money markets in other
places than New York, and in this in=
stance the stock exchangesin Boston,
and other American cities as well as
in Montreal felt the affects of the New
York fluctuations. Montreal how-
ever,does not seem to have been
very seriously handicapped, as the
following statement issued on Friday
shows :

A canvas of all the branches of
trade and commerce represented by
the business men of sound ability and
careful judgment, reveals the fact that
notip a single branch of Canadian
industry is fear expressed for the
financial future of the country, - With
the exception of one firm, optimism,
free and happy, leads the dance of
commerce. That the recent flurry-
flare-up’s bangs and bus's, in the
stock markef wou'd be sure to effect
legitimate (rade and commerce has
been the opinion of every. mercha!
here. But they can domo bharm
To the long ruo, prices will resume
their normal level. The present
tightness of the money-market will
make things more easy and natural
in future and it will not be long be-
fore the prices set by the law will rule
once more,

There is nothing to fear for the
fature, so the merchants say. If-the
Canadian banks can look after the
legitimate needs of industry and cons
merce there is pothing but a clear
sky abead.
