Death of a Diver.- An inqeést eree held ofF 

Saturday by Dr. Rosebrugh, on the body off 
Luke Brennan, the w*l! *now»dlr»r of Ibio 
city.. Brennan wa* * basket makert>v trade, 
but had a* extraordinary peaoliMf for tbe wa­
ter, and of late years 'vu atmové eorsfaogty 
engaged in divingi His feau In ibis line are1 
well known, but the most remarkable was hie 
raising a vessel in Toronto duty, wbieh diveia 
from Buffilo with slf the submarine armour at 
tlieir command couhl not kectimplleh Bren­
nan dived aa be always did, without any aril- 
flci.«l appliances, and fastening chains round’ 
tho vessels hull, rendered the raising an easy 
matter. Brennan was also employed by the- 
Great Western Railway Omp^ny, vn the'oc­
casion of tho accident at the Desjsrdilie’s Can­
al Bridge, to dive in search of the bodie* of the 
lost; and also of the parts of the submerged lo­
comotive. His services there were important" 
He was in the habit of diving around our 
wharves to recover iron, rails, tools, Ao., which 
had been lost, and frequently made from ten 
to twenty dollars per day In this occupation. 
Ho was unfortunately much a«ldicte«l to drink­
ing. end ellliiinah ho 1 frequently «lived while 
under tlie inflaence'of liquor without any bad* 
effort, yet he repented 111# experiment* once 
too often. On Fi idny iffghl. as it was getting 
dusk, Im went to the Demanda’* Canal, end* 
jumped in with all his clothes on The Bridge 
tender heard tho splash, looked down, and’ 
when Brennan came up, a few words passed 
between twin, but immediately afterwards the- 
diver sank. The alarm being given, search 
was made and the body woe found by grap­
pling Irons nt. about twk> o'clock oh Saturdsr 
morning. Dr. Billings testified at the inquest* 
that apoplexy or cramps had probably caused 
death, and that the use of spirituous liquors 
might have contributed to the result A rer- 
diet In accordance with this testimony was re­
turned.— Spectator.
