Acconortc Intoxtearion. —Th e Laneet
says that Lallemand, Perrin, «nd Duroy,
have found notable qualities of alcohol
in the blood ef intoxicating animals.” M.
Grehent, in continuing these experi-
ments, has endeavored to ascertain what
proportion of aleohol in the l_:l(rod ‘s suf-
ficient to produce and maintain symptons
of intoxication, Seven ounces of alcohol
(20°strength) were given to a dog, in two
doses, at an interval of half an hour. At
the same time the animal, was made to
breathe though a flask ‘ containing abso-
lute alcohol, to offset the inflnence
of pulmonary exhalation. At the end of
an hour, about two and a quarter ounces
of blood were drawn from the femoral
artery. It was.found to contain about
eight mimims of absolute alcohol, whlcl:
corresponds to one part of alcohol to 197
of blood. The animal was profoundly in-
toxicated.

Newspaper Laws.
We call the special attention of post-
masters and subscribers to the following
synopsis of the newspaper laws :

1. A postmaster is required to . give |
notice by letter (returning a paper does
not answer the law) when a subscriber
does not take his paper out of the office,
and state the reasons for its not being
taken. Any neglect to do so makes the
postmaster responsible to the publishers
for payment. i

2. If any person orders his paper dis-
continued, he must pay all arrearages,
or the publisher may continue to send it
until payment is made, and collect the
whole amount, whether it be taken from
the oftice or not. There can be no legal
discontinuance until the payment is
made. |
3. Any person who takes a paper from
the post-oftice, whether directed®o his
name or another, or whether he has sub-
scribed or not, is responsible for the pay. |
4. If a subscriber orders his paper to
be stopped at a certain time, and the
publisher continues to send, the sub-
scriber is bound to pay for it if he takes
it out of the post-ofice. ~ This proceeds
